A Jury In the Court of Law and
Chancery yesterday decided that H.
Qarrett Smith should not recover
damages for being removed from the
saloon deck of the steamer Louise,
while In his shirt sleeves. Young Mr.
Smith wanted $2,000 damages. Some¬
time ago he boarded the Louise for
Newport News. Ho wore an outing
shirt, and no coat. When lie went
Into the saloon where ladles were, the
purser requested him to go to the
lower deck, as It was against the regu¬lations for a gentleman without a
coat to ride In the ladles' apartment.Smith refused to comply with the re¬
quest, and the purser took hold of himand lead him out. Smith had a lirsl-class ticket, and his lawyers claimedthat this entitled him to rido in thesaloon.
There were but n few witnesses Inthe case, hut the argument of counseltook up sometime.
The.. plaintiff was represented byMessrs. George Mclntosh and T. A.Williams. Mr. W\ L. Williams, localcounsel for the Chesapeake and OhioRailroad Company, appeared for thai

company.
The court In Its Instructions to theJury said that the officers of thesteamer Louise hud-a right to makerules excluding from the saloon pas¬sengers who for any reason were notconsidered desirable In that portion ofthe vessel, nnd also had a right to

use force in compelling the plaintiff toleave the said deck If he failed tocomply with the rule, providing onlysuch force wns used as was absolutelynecessary. The court also said thatthe plaintiff might recover damagesfor any indignities to which he mayhave been subjected.
The Jurors sat nearly all day hear¬ing the case, moping their brows, and

using large pnlmettoes. The day was
certainly in favor of the plaintiff, forthe Jurors themselves would no doubthave liked to have had their coats off.It did not appear in the trial that
any lady had raised objection to
young Mr. Smith's prcsnce In the sa¬loon, but the purser was acting sim¬ply In obedience to a general rule.The Jury was out about an hour,nnd at the close Of that time return¬ed a verdict for the defendant, theChesapeake and Ohio Railroad Com¬
pany. A motion for a new trial was
entered.
