FALSE REPORTS
The Southern Railway Has Not
Acquired the S. A. L. System.'

President Wllllnma and Tlca-Presld/gnt St.

Jolui Deny Reports That HaTO Gained
Circulation-The C. £ O. Will Make a

New Record To-day. '

President Williams nnd Vice-Presl-
dent St. John were In Portsmouth to¬
day and were asked what they had to
say in regard to the newspaper story
to the effect that J. P. Morgan & Co. or
the Southern Railway, had purchased
a controlling Interest In the Seaboard
Air Line System.
They replied that the report was ut¬

terly false, and was doubtless being
circulated with malicious Intent, and
originated with tho same parties who
have been conducting the right againstlite Seaboard Air Line System for the
past few years. To BhOW how abso¬
lutely ridiculous the story is, they au¬thorised the statement that that entire
capital stock of the Seaboard Air Line
System hail been deposited in a voting
trust, which lias ten years to run. and
in addition to this, a huge majority of
the voting trust certificates are also
owned by the voting trustees nnd their
Immediate associates.
President Williams also added: "The

public can safely brand as false any
rumors of this sort, which are belnjr
und probably will continue to be sot
in motion from time to time by certain
railway interests inimical to the Sea¬
board, and lor the evident purpose of
adversely affecting the business of this
system. If the Seaboard wanted to
purchase the Southern Railway, it
could clo so with much KTctiter case
thnn the Southern could buy the Sea¬
board."

The claim that Richmond and Vir¬
ginia cities are being discriminated
against in the new classltlcatlons is
di nied by the railroad men. who say
that the classification was advanced
only so that the railroads might share
in the general prosperity of the coun¬
try and that the advance was put only
on such commodities as could best
stand the increase, ami that after sov-
eral months' consideration.
The railroad commissions of the

Carolinas and Georgia refused to ac¬
cept ibis revised classification, and be¬
cause of this action the only discrimi¬
nations now exist in": were caused! The
decisions of the cb\nmh\sionti nre final,and the railroads had nothing else to
do but to comply.
