HUNG JURY IN A SHOOTING CASE.
Tho Jury In the County Court which

tried "\V. H. Pulley yesterday on a
charge of shooting John DeHart failed
to agree upon n verdict and were ad¬
journed until Monday morning. The
trial lasted all day. and court did not
adjourn until 7:30 o'clock In the even¬
ing. Pulley was sent to the county
jail until court reconvenes Monday.

Pulley Is the bridge keeper for the
Norfolk and Carolina Railway at
Rain's Creek, near Rodman's station.
About two months ago he had an al¬
tercation with DeHart, which resulted
in the latter being shot, both loads of
a double-barreled shotgun being dis¬
charged at him by Pulley, and both
taking effeet. As a result of the shoot¬
ing DeHart lost his left arm and part
of his right hand. Pulley plead s<»ir
defence.
An attempt was made by the prose¬

cution to prove that Pulley had of¬
fered to pay Spteer. a colored Com¬
monwealth witness, to leave the State:
also that he sent a note to Splcer
threatening him with lynching in ease
lie testilied In court. Splcer did tes¬
tify, hut his ev'denre was altogether
immaterial. Judge Portlock refused to
allow the note, which was unsigned,
to go before the jury.

A J12.000 CONTRACT AWARDED.
The contract for the Interior plaster¬

ing of St. Paul's Catholic <Church has
been awarded to Randall & Wiltn, the
firm who are now plastering the gov¬
ernment building in Norfolk. The
cost of the work will be about Sl'-'.OPO.
and the terms of the contract require
it to be completed by October l"'.
The work will be very elaborate and

difficult, consisting of much grained
work und caps and mouldings. Work
on St. Paul's Church began in Febru¬
ary, two years ago, and will hardly 1)G
finished before the three years is com¬
pleted. The cost of the church was

originally to be $60,000, but it will pro¬
bably exceed that amount consider¬
ably.
