NEW BERN.

THE A, & N. C. RAILROAD WILL BE
EXTENDED.

New Bern, N. C., Oct. 1.—At the
meeting of the stockholders of the At-
lantic and North Carolina rallroad,
held at Morehead last week, it was de-
clded by a vote of 1,215 Lo 341 to bulld a
branch road from LaGrance to Snow
Hil.  Mr. Joseph 1. Robinson, State
proxy, voted “aye.” It was evident
that a large majority of the private
stockholders favored the eoxtension,

the Prestille mugder Fuller was ques-
tioned about the other two old men
and fell in o dead faint with fright
and excitement, The sherlff withheld
this from publication untl now for
good reasons.

All three vietims were killed by being
beaten about the hend—Hughes with
a stone, Wallace with a halchet and
Prestille with a grub hoe and railroad
bolt. Against two of them—Wallace
and Prestille—IPuller was known to
huve a grudge.

All this goes (o show that o most
diabolcal murderer dled when Balaam
Fuller, colored, yielded up the ghost.

THE GALLOWS.

Wilmington, N. €., Oet. 1.—Balaam
Fuller, colored, died in a murderer's
cell in the county jail a few days ago.
He Is the old colored man whom the
coroner's jury charged with murdering
A, D, Prestille, & fellow inmate of the
