They tossed their hats In the ale
and allowed the uncontrobinble enthu-
slasm with whivh the toer inenived
them to sweep them clear out of thelr

where his convictions and his eon-
selence told him he should not go.

THE OCCASION AND THE MAN.

Few men In this State have been
glven the welcome Lhat was accorded
Senalor Wellington lnst night by his
audlence. It was a great moment in his
Hife—lhut when he faced the crowd—
and It could not have helped belng o
proud one, There were many Republl-
cnng on the stage as well as on the
floor, but not one single word of re-
progch, nor o br th of resentment,
emannted from them. On the contrary,
ever. where inoth rowd—nn the stare,
too—=Hepuhlicans, and known as such,
coultd Lo seen eheeving and applawding
With the most enthusinstic Deinocrnts
in the ot “The tirst utteranee of the
Senatur—"1 Lelleve in the Deciaration
ol Indeponiiones qve the owd s
cue, The wa had hardly left his Hps
before the storm burst, and for minutes
—nol “econds—the upranr was lerrific,

As he progressed Senator Wellington
grew stronge i his grip on the feel-
ings of the crowd tightened, until he
swaved them nt will. s every sen-
tence was prognant and full of menn-
ing, dellversd In o volee sind with an
earnesiness thnt left no doubt of the
intengity with which he believed the
things he =ald.

YDERVISH-LIRE ROOSEVELT."

AL one tune in his speech he pauscd
and, throwing wide his arms, sald:
“My countrymen, 1 am a HRepublican,
not a Mckinleyi i follower of Lin-
af lannn., Having
fadth Iin the high Jdeals of the patriots
of the Itevolution, | eannot now bow In
submission or join In the mad rantings
ar dervish-like howlings for war of
Theodore LRoosevelt'”

This eame early in his address and
before he hnd gotten well into the
heart of his suabject. It sufliced to
show the erowsl that AMre. Wellington
was not nfeaidd to =ay what he thought
ni from that moment they were

The supreme—the paramount—issue
of this canmpaign,” he sald, "is Imepri-
allsm. You eannot by ribald Jokes
lnugh It awny.'" 'This stulement was
the key to practically his whole speech,
and he plunged into the heart of the
matter with nrguments and facts.

VERDICT FOUND.
When the jury entered the court-
room, a few minutes after 9 o'clock
this morning, Judge Cantriil sald:

dI" ntlemen, have you made a ver-
otz
Foreman R. H. McCage nodded his

head.

“Pass up the papers to the clerk,”
then sald the judsge.
The sherifl passed them up and the
clerk read the following verdict:
“We, the Jjury, find the defendant
gullty and fix his punishment at con-
finerment in the penitentiary for life."
“Gentlemen, Is thaot your verdlet?"
asked the judge.
It 15" was the reply.
“Gentlemen, you are now finally dis-
charged, and you ean call on the trus-
tees of the jury fund for your pay,"
suld Judge Cantrill.
VOTE UNANIMOUS.
They filed out of the room, and the
most dramatle trial in the Kentucky
courts for many years wis at an end.
It was learned that no ballot was
tauken last night, although it was prac-
tically agresd that a verdlet of gullty
would be found. !
This mornlng the vete was unani-
mous that Youtsey was guilty. Then
the degree of punishment was taken
up. On this question the jury waa
somewhnt divided, but finnlly agreed
on the life sentence.
Tienry Youtsey is the third man to
be found gullty In connection with the

Govhiel shonting.

MOTIONS OVERRULED,
Mations for o continuance were over-
ruled by Judge Cantrill, who declared
that he was powerless to stop the trial

unless the defendant be adjudged a

Iunatie. Youtsey, on yesterday, showed

considerable improvement, however,and

his physicvians stated that he had re-
=umed taking nourishment in the regu-
lar manner, while his respiration was
rapidly hecoming normal.

The defense filed a motion for an ar-
rest of judgment and Judge Cantrill set

It for hearing on the second day of

the February term. Therefore, Youtsey

will not be sentenced until next year.
Youtsey was ordered removed to thes
Frankfort jfail.
