PURE DEMOCRACY
OF ANCIENT GREECE.

The Result of the People's
Strenuous Struggle.
ITS GROWTH WAS SLOW.

At Last It Flowered Inlo a System Liko Our
Own - Based on the Hrotherhood of Man
=How a Drave and Patriotlo Teoplo
Wrested From Kiogs aud Nobles the
Relns of Government and nt Last Won
Their Freedom,

(Ralelgh News and Observer.)
When Solon visited Sardis and there
beheld Croesus in all his glory, sur-
rounded by his court of oriental splen-
dors and luxury, with boundless treas-
ures, absolule power, and every pleas-
ure his royal henrt could wish, It Is
sald that he asked the old philosopher
If he did not consider him truly a for-
tunate and a happy man. “King of
Lydla," replied, the angel law giver,
“os God has glven the Greeks a. mod-
erate proportion of other things, so
likewlse he has flavored them with a
democratic spirit, and a lberal kina
of knowledge which has no taste for the

splendors of royalty.”

This was the key-note to the Gre-
cian theory of government, struck by
the master's hand. Fecble and discor-
dant at first, it grew in volume and
melody until the whole land of Greece
from shore to shore rang with the mu-
sic of human liberty, and still 1t was
walled on over the zeas and across the
centuries, until to-day it awakens a
responsive chord in the breast of every
true patriot.

The Grecian theory of government was
Intensely and essentially democratic,
but their {deal was only reached by a
process of evolutlon, they having gone
through all the successive stages of
monarchy, oligarchy, and aristocracy,
with even a touch of anarchy, before
they enjoyed the blessings of pure de-
moeracy.,

One af the fundamental principles of
Demoeracy s the right of local =sclf
government. This the Greeks exercised
from the carliest times, Greece was
composed of many States and colonies,
but each was considered politically In-
dependent of the others, with its own
laws and government. Still they had
in eomimon thelr language and their
religion, and In the presence of a com-
mon danger they were one people, with
one patriotic purpose,

Of all the various forms of govern-
ment adopted by the différent States,
that of Attica with Athens as its head
came nearer embodying the true Gre-
clan Ideal. It is proper, therefore, in the
consideration of this subject 1o attend
more particularly to the policy of the
Athenians and the genius of thelr in-
stitutions.

From remote times the people of At-
tice had been ruled” by kings with
practically absolute power, and with-
out written luws. The result of this
condition of affalrs has heen the same
in every age, namely, oppression and
degradation of the great body of the
people. DBut the Greeks were a brave
people, and the result wns a constant
warfare between the King and nobles
on one slde and the people on the
other. 4

First the title of king was nholished
and that of archon was substituted in
its place, but the ofMce remaiped; next
the term of the archon was lHmlted to
ten wears, but the privilege rested
solely in the family of the Jast king:
then the exclusive privilege of the fam-
Hly of the last king was abollshed and
any person of noble blvth could be
chosen archon; thirty-one vears later
the term of the archon was reduced to
one year, and the power distributed
among nine persons—one chief archon
and eight assoclates. Of these nine
archons ons presided, and might be
called chlef exceutive: one had charge
of the rellgion, which was so inter-
woven with the customs and life of the
peaple that we might call him secre-
tary of the interlor; a third had charge
of the army and might well be ecalled
secreiary of war. The other six were
called leglislators, and were so to speals
a primitive senate,

In this distribution of power we see
one of thelr fundamental conceptions
of Democratic government, n concep-
tion which has been &0 beautifully
amplified in our enlightened day and
our own favored land.

Still there were no written Ilnws or
constitution, and no right given the
ommon people to vote or hold offlee,
and oppression continued. The groans
of the people changed to murmurs,
which in turn roge to the clamors of
insurrection and rebeltion. The rul-
Ing eclasses were overbearing and ap-
pressive, corrupted by  wealth and
luxury and careless of the rights of
the people, but they were wise In
thelr day and generatlon, they knew
the temper of the people, and they
knew szome relicf must be speedily
administered, or else the very foun-
dations of all their wealth, power and
greatness  would be broken up. In
their  extremity they elected Solon
archon and gave him full authority to
make and enforce such a written con-
stitution and code of laws as he might
deem proper. A wiser choice could not
have been made. By heredity he was
A noble and knew the weaknesses of
his class; but he was poor and had
been forced to mingle with men as a
merchant to earn his livelihood. He
therefore knew the sufferings and
needs and capacities of the common
people.

He at once divided the people into
four classes, with wealth as 4 hisis
The first only could hold the archon-
ship and high eifices; the second and
third, inferlor offices;: while the fourth,
which comprized the great Lody of the
common people, could not hold offices,
but he gave to them the sacred right
of voting.

Thus we see how this brave nnd
patriotie peopie kept chopping at the
trunk of that royal prerogative whose
branches overshadowsd with buleful
Influence the whole land, until It gave
way and measured its length upon the
earth; and let stream Into that beauti-
ful land the gladsome Hght of Hberty,

. There were other grievances which
Solon redressed, rather summarlly It
Is true; but the conditions were urg-
ént. He had a theory that the slavery
of debt was as real as any other slay-
ery, and that a man in order to be &
Foﬂd citlzen should he free, else the
reedom of the ballot would be a null-
Ity. .So when he found the great mass
of the people with thelr lands and per-
sons mortgaged to their mare foriun-
ate brethren absolutely beyond the

‘hope of redemption, he cancelleds these

mortgages. Nor was he satlafled with

this, but went so far as to depreclate
the Intrinslc value of the coln,

When the bitterness of our campalgn
of 1896 is remembered, some falnt con-
ception may be had of the storm that
was ralsed over Solon's head, wnen
theso es were 1. It was
terrific. One would have thought that
the whole business—land, people,
money And all was going to pieces nt
once and shrink Into the beautiful blue
of the Mediterranean. But Solon was
not a candidate for a second term, so
he let the storm howl while he proceed-
ed with hls reforms.

He also had a theory that those
classes of cltizen who enjoyed the
greatest privileges and had the great-
cst amount of property to be protected
in times of war and other dangers,
should llkewlise bear a greater propor-
tlon of the burdens of taxatlon: so he
enacted an Income tax. Our Congress
enacted a similar tax, but our Supreme
Court, by n majority of one, and that
one had changed his oninion, declared
it unconstitutional. 8till, a very re-
spectable body of our cltizens yet think
the law was wise, just and constitu-
tlonal, Mr. Justice Shiras to the con-
trary notwithstanding.

The principles which animated the
breasts of these poople and which Solon
put into laws were fraternity, freedom
and Jjustice, protection of the weak
against the strong, and recognition of
the humblest citizen ns o part of the
State. Educatlon of the people became
a natlonal duty and necessity, as It
always is in a free country.

Thus were inaugurated those princi-
ples of demacratic govermment which
grew In strength and beauty under the
lendership of Clisthenes, and made pos-
sible the age of Pericles, when the
human mind reached [ts highest devel
opment;—when were produced those
monuments of genius in art and litern-
ture, which have ever been and over
will be at once the marvel and the ad-
miration of mankind.

And so it was that some 600 years
before St. Paul stood on Mars Hill and
preached that beautiful altrulsm of
Jesus Christ, that the same “Unknown
God,” to whom he there found an altar
inscribed, had taught these people the
unlversal brotherhood of man,

"The experiments reported wera
made by the Mississippi Agricultural
Station. In.the first instance, thess
experiments were made with different
lots of cows, which were fed on rations
conslsting  of  peavine hay,
wheat bran, cotton seed, cotton seed
meal and corn and cob meal, the pro
portion of these ingredients varying.
in each case, and the experiments oV~
ering each a period of four weeks, Tha
several results obtained are stated ag
follows: 5,

“8lx pounds of whole cotton seed ara
superfor to three pounds of cotton gead.
meal, both as milk and flesh producers
Three and a half pounds of meal arg
just about equal to six pounds of seed.
Six pounds of seed are not equal to
four pounds of meal. One pound of
meal L7 pounds of cotton seed. R

“In the second set ‘of experlments
cotton seed was first compared direct-
I¥ with corn and cob meal, and then
cotton seed meal; the other Ingredlents
of the rations remaining the same. The
results are as follows: J

“Six pounds of cotton sced Bave a
better yield of milk than six pounds of
corn and cob meal, Six pounds of cot-
ton seed meal gave better results than
elght pounds of corn and cob meal,
Six pounds of corn and cob gave EBve
as much milk as elght pounds of the
same meal. ;

"Three pounds of cotton seed meal
equal six pounds.of corn and cob meal,
and as satisfactorv yields of milk as
elght pounds of corn and cob meal, but
the Iatter caused the cows to fatten.
Three and a half pounds of cotton seed
meal are  better than six on  eight
pounds of corn and cob meal In the
dairy rations used. In a well balancei
dairy ration two pounds of corn and
cob meal nre about equal to one pound
of cotton seed meal,

“Summarizing: (1) 'One pound of
cotton seed is equal to 1.17 pounds of
corn and cob meal or to 0.58 of & pound
of cotton seed meal, (2) One pound off
cotton seed meal 1s equal to 1.71 pounds
of cotton seed, or to two pounds of corn
and cob meal. (3) One pound of corn
amd cob menl Is equal to! one-half
pound of cotton sead meal, or to 0.88
of o pound of cotton seed.” e

The Misalssippl Station concludes the '
report of {ts investigation as follows:

“According to these results, If cormg
ls worth 40 cents per bushel or $14.23
o ton, cotton see menl should be worth
27.8 cents a bushel, or $16.70, and cotton
seed  meal  $28.56 a ton. It cotton
seeil {5 worth 10 cents a bushelg
or $8 a ton, corn should be worth
9.1 conts a bushel, or §5.10 cents & ton,
and cotton seed meal should be worth
$10.26 o ton. When cotton seed meal I3
worth $18 a ton cotton seed should be
worth 15.4 cents o bushel, or $3.28 l'“mi
and corn meal should be worth 143
cents a bushel, or §8 a ton. Thus you
see that the three conclusiona above
are valuable o v 3
ble you to caleulate for yourselt wheth«
er you can afford to feed corn to yous
cattle, and from the nbove figures it
appenrs that you cannot afford to do 8a .
at all at any price per bushel that corm
ever sells at In this sectlon of the coun«
try. because Its feeding value s so fag
below its money value when compared
with the feeding value and mbnen_
value of cotton seed and cotton seed |
menl.

*‘Conelusion No, 1 also enables yo,
to tell when you are getting a fai
value ‘for your cotton #ced. For In«
stance, if cotton seed meal is worth $2
o ton, then cotton seed should brin
21.2 cents per bushel at sixty bushel
to the ton, for Its feeding value a
compared with the feeding value o
menl.!

“In the light of ‘these Importany
facls,! Mr, Chandless thinks [t is as<
tonlshing thnt no experiments appeasg
to heve been made ‘to see whether
horses and mules will not eat cottonm
seed and eotton seed meal and hulls,
one or both; and, if not voiintarily,
whether they could be tralned to do se
by mixing them gradually, by slowly
Increasing degrees, with corn and oats
and hay." He promisea to have t.h_u'
matter tested at the Georgla Station.
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
