When a young woman she
married Mr. Edwin M. Holt. w|io was
virtually the founder of the cotton
manufacturing industry In the South.

Danks and Lawrence
Holt, of Graham; Mrs. Fannie A. Wil¬
liamson. Mrs. .lames N. Williamson

late Governor Thomas M. Holt, one of
the ablest and best men the State over
produced. Three other sons- .Messrs.
Alfred. Alexander and .lames II. Holt.
