DISTINCUISHED NECRO D:AD.

AN HONOR TO HIS RACE IN
NORTH CAROLINA.
(The Charlotie Observer,)

Bishop Charles Calvin Pettey, D, D,,
one of the bishops of the African Meth-
odist Eplscopal Zion church, dicd it
Clo, 8. €, at 10:20 o'clock Saturday
night from euremic polson. He arrived
at Cile Tuesduy, November 27th, ex-
pecting to preside over the session of
the South Carolina Conference of his
Church, but was taken {1l with o com-
pleatlon of pneuwmonin and yellow
euremic poisoning,

Bishop Pottey was born at Wilkes-
boro, about 51 yYears ago, was educated

in the common schools of North Caro-
linn, and at Biddle University, from
where he was gradunted in 1878, He
was one of the best educated and most
eloquent preachers of his race, and had
held several prominent positions In ‘the
A, M. E. Zion Church. Desides filling
the pulpits of 2 number of leading
churches In North Carolina, South
Carolina, Alabama, Tennessee and Cal-
ifornia, he was four years general sec-
retary of his Church, and was elected
hizhop when only 38 years of age, at
Newbern, in May, 1888,

He traveled extensively in  Amerien
and Europe and was one of the most
conservative and progressive negro
churchmen of his roce. He leaves n
widow and seven children. His re-
mains were burled at Newbern today.

Bishop George W. Clinton, of this
city, was with him when he died, and
he with several of the other bishops
nand general officers of the Church, at-
tended the funeral.
