Cotton, Provisions, Silo,
These Are Closing Sales

Each Day.
New York, Dee. 12..Activity In a

large number or usually clormunt se¬
curities was taken by trailers today
to demonstrate increased Interest in
the stock market on the part of. the
outside public. Gains in these prop¬
erties were more extensive than in tho
usual market leaders and extended to
four points in some cases. During the
forenoon there wus great animation
and strength with speculative interest
radiating from one group o£ slocks
to another. Factors which contributed
to the day's rise included traffic state¬
ments for the lirst week In December,
embracing ull sections of tho country
and showing substantial Increases,
The fact that as yet money rates have
not exceeded 6 per cent, and that to¬
day the highest ligure made was 6%,
which tapered off to 4 per cent before
the close rendered speculators less un¬
easy. With the absorption by the sub-
treasury or internal collections and
transfers to the Interior, the banks
thus far this week have lost $3,2Glt,000.
Rates for sterling exchanges con¬

tinued to yield, sixty day bills de¬
clined 54c. It is understood that the
question of Imports of gold Is being
considered by a prominent Institution
on the basis of allowing interest on
the money while in transit. With this
relief apparently in sight should condi¬
tions become stringent in the money
market, speculative pools became ac¬
tive and forced considerable covering
of short lines. The market for Amer¬
icans abroad was described as buoy¬
ant and the arbitrage houses bought
about 3Ö.000 shares on balance for Don-
don. This demand was primarily re¬
sponsible for the weakness in sterling
exchange rates as offerings of commer¬
cial acceptances were only moderate.
At the outset of business the coal
stocks were the principal features and
generally got well above last night's
close on an enormous demand. These
properties later on showed the effect
of heavy realizations. Heavy buyingdeveloped in lire slow stocks owing to
Encouraging reports of the trade out¬
look. Tin plate made the extreme rise
of 2%c, but Steel and Wire was the
most active and a good second with
a gain of 2Vic. Satisfaction over the
innual report published by the Brook¬
lyn Rapid Transit Company promoted
s. demand for the stock and strength¬ened nil the transactions temper, r ly.
There was very heavy buying at in¬
tervals in the grangers, Pacifies and
some of the Southern and S< uthwest-
erri stocks with Burlington, Kansas
and Texas preferred and Louisville
especially prominent. During the early
afternoon after the foreign buying
had ceased, the demand showed sdgns
of exhaustion and prices were in¬
clined to yield. Not much Imj rcslon,
however, was mnde on prices when
tho traders realized that there were
strong spots, which kept the general
market pretty well in check. Unusu¬
ally large dealings in the Lake Erie
and Western stocks caused a rise of
4c and BVicJ respectively, for the com¬
mon and preferred and New York,
Chicago and St. Louts first preferred
Jumped 4 points to 10G. An Increase of
Vii per cent, to 2 per cent. In the semi¬
annual dividend on the Minneapolis,
St. Louis common stuck, resulted In u
rise of 2Vsc In its price. In the final
hour a raid was made on Tenn
Coal, and the stock broke 4% points
on a rumor that the directors were in
session, and had passed the quarterly
dividend on the stock. This movem nl
unsettled the entire market and prices
fell away rapidly, averaging a point
for the most prominent railroads and
extending to 2Vic in the specialties.
Tin Plate being most affected. When
it became known that the report of
dividend action on Tennessee Coal was

unfounded, the Stock rallied 2 points
and all other stocks recovered some¬
what, speculation leaving pit strong
again and active. Business in bonds
was very heavy and notable strength
was displayed by Kansas and Texas
issues. Rending 4's got up to 9314c
early but lost practically the rise in
sympathy with the decline In the
stock.

At
the start weak Liverpool cables, large
foreign Belling orders, later receipts
than expected and liquidation gave the

prices off l to lo points. After a slightadditional decline the market quietly
steadied on room profit-taking. By ll
o'clock the undertone was bordering on
firmness, with prices back to last
night's final bids.
The market continued to exhibit sufli¬

eh nt strength lo make boars suspicious
of a sharp upturn. Smaller estimates
than expected for to-morrow's receipts
ni New Orleans and Houston caused a
spurt of heavy general buying nnd
prices lushed upward until a net rise
of 18027 points was established. Not
a few traders joined forces with the
hulls after having covered over sales,
while the warehouses came Into posses¬
sion of numerous buying orders from
pnrtles who have fought shy of the
market for a long time. The near
months were the strongest on the list,
owing to the small stock of cotton in
New York on which shorts could count
to make deliveries on contract, and the
fact that the local market is so fit-
below a parity with other markets that
cotton can be brought he;-*! only at a
loss. Trading was active much of Ihe
day.
