Steamship "Habil" Libelled For

Sinking an Oyster Schooner.

Stln Kan I bo "Kmbloin" Down In Hampton
Bonds Early Yontcrday Morning Tho
Iaias Placed at About 81,800.A Light
tiny In (he Various Courts.

Yesterday was anything but a busy
day In the courts, the most Important
legal transaction of the day being the
filing of a libel In the Admiralty Court
against the steamship Habil, and her
subsequent attachment by Dep'uty
United Stales Marshal J. 15. West at
her dock In Portsmouth. The libel was
filed by William E. Goodwin, the owner
of the 28-iton schooner Emblem, which
at 6 o'clock yesterday morning was
run down and sunk In Hampton Roads,
opposite Old Point light. She was
loaded with oysters. The crew escap¬
ed, but lost all their belongings, and
the master George D. Marshall has
submitted a petition on behalf of him¬
self and crew to co-act with the libel
for the sum of ?115. Tho value placrd
on the schooner Is $1,500 and the cargo$260. The master of the Emblem avers
that his lights were properly set and
burning nnd that he had the right of
xvny, and ascribes the collision to neg¬ligence on the part of those In com¬
mand of the Habil In Ignoring the
rules of I he road.
