Waters Slowly Abating.
Quiney, I, May 21 —=The luil:ht_\'!

But
the worst that could happen bas slready
oceurred, hundreds of fTamilies have been
rendered  homeless, and thousunds of
ncres of growing crops ruined, to say
nothing of the loss entailed by demolish-
ed dwellings, wrecked fences, and wash-
outs

From the northern end of  Adams
county to the southern end of Pike county
the laud on the Tllnols side of the river
was protected by a system of levees, llu-|
reglon embracing 250,000 acres, the soil
being the richest in the State.  All the
reglon Is now one vast luke from six to
ten feet in derlh, Along the bluffs on
the eastern edge of the submerged distriet |
hupdreds of familles are camped, living
In tents, huts, and io the open air. Before |
the lood most of these people were well- |
tu-do, prosperous farmers, but now they |
have little or nothing.

Much sickness prevails among the uo-
furtunates, owing to want and exposure,
Lut prompt measures have been taken to
slleviate suffering.  Relief committees
from Quincy went above and below that
city yesterday with provisions, clothing |
and medicines, and most of the cases ot |
{mmediate want have been cared for, but
the victims will need asslatance for sev-
eral weeks to come. Seversl thousand
dollars Lave been ralsed 1o this city for
the beneflt of the victims snd wore will
be collected

Among the offers of assistance from
outslde parties is one from Governor
Alger of Detrolt, Mich., requesting the
committee to call on him for $500.
While a large majority of the inhabl.
tants fled to the higher lands, a few were
not granted time to get away or mis
{udgml the character of the breaks in the
evee and determined to stay with thelr
homes, and are now living o the garrets
or on the roofs. Every roof has heen
turped ioto & place of refuge for live
stock, poultry, ete, but many houses
have been lifted fromn their foundstions
and carried away with the irresistible
current or demolished entirely.

The towns of Fall Creek, Seehorn, and
Hulls are but mere {slands, and hundreds
of refugees are huddled together in
limited space. Four or five families are
living in each of the rooms in the few
houses above the water, and are suffering
{ntensely.

The damage to rallroad property is
enormous, snd it will be three weeks
ufter the water subsides before trains can
be ranning ou time. This city 1s cut off
from railroad communication north, west,
and south.

Owing to the great confusion it is fm-
possible to obtain detailed losses, but the
aggregate will reach fully §3,000,000 from
crops alone.
