PEOPLE.
To sav the least of it, it is a little re-
markable that 8 President, who, in or-
ganizing his domestic household at the
White House, promptly discharges the
colored servants who had rendered ac-
cepiable service to Cleveland, s Demo-
crat, should vow bioom out in his first
meswage as & champion of the colored
hee.
A Southern gentleman, and even an
old slaveholder, would hesitate lovg
before subjecting his servants to & pre-
earious search for new homes and the
pazard of unkhown hardslips, and yet
Mr. Harrison condemned the servanta of
{he White House without trial for the
oolor of their akin, and replaced them,
as it was said, as far as he could, with
the white servants discharged by Lord
Sickville West when he left Washiog-
ton. And yet this ssnctimonous and
self-righteoys President, who is not
willing to be served at table, or even (o
pave his boots blacked exceptby a Uau-
casian, #o swells with indignation over
the imaginary wroogs of his colored
Lrother, that his championship of his
caase must be made konown in his mes-
sage to Congress and at ooce teld-
graphed to the utlermost parts of tie
earih,
Fortunately for the cause of truth,
the veil which divides profession from
performance is not an impeoetrable
one, aud it is clesr that with Mr. Harri-
son, while the eolored man is to be
strictly tabooed for his own domestic
sarvice, hie is to be nursed and coddled
a8 o voter, and s ndmirable asa post-
master it an office from which be does
not receive his daily mail.

11e says, in his message, that the ne-
gro has already made great progress in
education and the acquisition of prop-
arly. Now, we are somewhat familiar
with one of the conuties of Southside
Virginia, with a negro population dou-
bl the white, and there is not one in-
stance in *which & negro who was not
trained to habits of industry under the
compulsion of slavery, has acquired
property, and, outside thecities, we be-
lteve that the same’state of things exista
throughout the South. So far ss ous
obeervation goes, the negroes who bave
grown up since 1565 are more destitute
of property than the Bedouins of the
Pesert, and with their shiftles and
somalic habils, unusual earnings chirg
Lo them no wore than does moes Lo o
rolling stone.

Their educaticnal advance means
simply a capability of reading and
writing, which often goon becomes au
obseure memory, in the absence of any
desire to read books and newspapers.

It is possible that Mr. Harrison can
know the ssvage condition of Liberia
and Hayti, and read the report of a
former United States colored minister
ts the former, who compares it to
Hades, and yet be so inhuman as to de-
sre (o subjoct his countrymen of the
South  te speh barbanan rale. We
wold, however. that all the devices ol
Republican election machinery will
utterly fail of their object, but we
would warn that party that it canoot

When the colored man, through in-
tensity of race feeling and political
conflict, ceases to be desirable as o
luborer, & tenant, or even & domestic
servint, as is alresdy the case with Mr
Harrison, will the President be his
Jushus, sud is there a land of Canaan
to which he will lead him, where
there will not only be &n abundance of
milk and boney, but a free ballot and
a fair coumi?

Joseph Walker,
distant twenty miles from Chuarlottes-
ville. Rations were distributed among
the men, and the eook smade laste to
prepare a real Virginia breakfast for the
general and his staff,

Meantime a messenger from the vill
age rde on in hot haste to warn the
legislnture and Thomas Jefferson, then
governor of Virginin, whd was at his
home at Monticello, outside of Charlottes-
ville.

Twive the cook prepared a delicious
dish of fried chiclen and creamgeravy,
and twice, when her back wis¥urned,
some of the hungry British soldiers
Jashied into the kitchen and earriad it
A% Tarleton was also hunygry, and
enrngtd at the delay, whicl the host ex
plained, and told the general that what
there was of the mweal sould be served at
oaee if he desired it Bat if he wished
tor have chicken he **must sot a corporal’
euard to protect the cook.”

the lie he had told on hia,”™ Thisis the
only threat so farinsrodoced in the evis
dence.  The witness stuck 1o his story
under a very rigid cross-examination.
Mr. C. H. Anderson, the depot agent at
Warren, testified that he had heard
Morgan speak soeeriogly of Uoles, and
knew that he had no good tecling for
him. Mr. Anderson boarded at Mr.
Coles” at the time of the hommeide.

Mr. Zwh F. Jones was examined in
regard to the rust in the barrel of the
pistol and the cavk riu the empty eart-
ridge cap,  He tired some shelison the
th of November, and apother lot on
December 3d, with a view o testing
the effcct on & pistol barrel of the ex
plosion of a shell, and to learn bow
long & time must elapse before canker
would form in an empty cartridge
shell.
