STANLEY AND EMIN PASHA.
The recent telegram of the Emperor
of Germany to Stanley, congratulating
him on the succesaful termination ol
his expedition, and extending him a
licarty welcome while in that mon-
arch’s coloninl dominion ou the East
Const of Africa, is a warm tribute, in
which all will unite, to the indomitable
courage and perseverance of this
famous traveler. The lust expedition
of Stanley is as remarkable in some re-
spects as his first journey from Zaozi-
bar scross the continent to the mouth
of the Congo. The chief result of the
latter journey was the discovery that
the Congo was the prolopgation of the
Lualaba or Livingstone river, flowing
oukof Lake Bangweolo, which lies to
the southwest of Tanganyika, The es
tublishment of thisos a fixed geograph-
jenl fact, which bad been suspeotec,
put which had not before been proved
beyond doubt, will always be consider-
ed. aml properly so, a8 the greatest
achievement of this intrepid traveler.

The interest of the last expedition
lies more in ite personal details than in
auy very notable addition lo our geo-
graphical kpowledge.  Btanley  wan
sent out to tind Emin Pasha, who, after
the full of Khartoum, and the death of
the heroic tordon, had disappesred
from the sight of civilized man. al
though it was supposed that the vague
reporis that came from time to time of
a lender desiguated ns the white Pasha,
who was wondering about the country
adjacent to the Albert N'Yapza, e

ferred  to him. After overcoming
pntural obstructions in  the shape
of  the most extensive fopests,

swamps and rivers, and mighty chaing
of mountuing; after fighting his wuy
againgst the attacks of the natives: siter
enduring inuumerable hardships, and
being exposed to every form of dunger.
Stunley finally succeeded in reaching
Emin only to fiod that explorer
unwilling to.abapdon the post which
he had held so long and reso-
lutely. In the end, the latter
wiug forced to yweld, and  the two
wront travelers set out  together for the
const. which they reached in safety, nwd
whiere both have been received with the
distinction to which they are fo justly
entitled.

Tt seems & sirange sequel, not only to
the arducus journey of Stanley across
the eontinent und its suecesaful con
summaution, but slso to tue immunily
from hoarnm that marked the life of
Fmiu during s0 many years spent in
thie very heart of the most dangerous
parts of Afriea, that he should, upon
his deliverance, have met with an acei
dent that has placed bis existence iy
the most imminent danger of extine-
tion. There is a parallel to his misfor-
tune in the sccident that ended the fife
of Speke, who, after discovering Likea
Victoria and Tanganyika and crossing
Africa seversal times from south to
north, perished in the huntiog field io
Epgland by the unintentional discharge
of hiis gan.
