"2HE STATE DEBT.

Atifh'st glance it appears that th

f&pror.o Ceart of the United States ha:
decided against Virginia in tha coupe::
cases.

"Any lawful holder of tax-re¬
ceivable coupons," says Justici
Bkadlbt, "who tenders such coupon;
in payaeni of taxes or debts du» thf
SikUj cud continues to hold himsel'
rwadv to tender them, is entitled to b<
free from molestation on account o

such taxes or debts, und may vindi¬
cate such right in all lawful modes o

ridrjss by suit to recover property or
t» recover damages by property taken
by injunction where the taking of the
property would be attended witl
irremedablo injury, &c."

In tho last fiscal year the total taj
paid the State was in round numbers
$2,500,000. Of this amount $l,000,00(
was for school taxes, aud ha1!* as niucL
for liquor licenses.
The court,without hesitation, decldcc

in favor of paying in cash this money.
This left only $1,000,000 to bs payable
in coupons, and a laige a.couut of this
wi 1 be collected in money. So it will
be seen that what at first looked like a

defeat of the State was in reality a par¬
tial victory.
The vexed question of the State debt

has not jet been finally disposed of,
aad the fight is still oa between tho
bondholders and the present govern¬
ment.

It must be taken in consideration,
however, that the two of the cases
were deeJed in favor of the State, and
these had the most practical bearitig.
They W6re in reference to the school
tax and the payment of liquor licenses.
These latter cannot be paid in coupons,
so It is understood, and this is more
than half the biittle.

THE »BESSE» BEEF DECISION.
The Supreme Court of the United

States has decided that the dressod beef
law, which prohibits the sale of meat
not slaughtered in the State enacting
it, to, be unconstitutional. This is the
plain construction of the constitution
which has been taken by all the lower
court* before which such acts have
been-Brought, and;the decision of tho
United States Supreme Court would
h&*9 bean a foregone conclusion, oven
