Manufaeture of Papor BDarrels,

veurs of experimental
company has sueceed-
rotdueing paper barrels which are
abie to compete favorably with barrels
le of wood. The paper barrels are
<l nt present prineipally for tho car-
lnze of gunpowder, mining fuses, fruit,
flowers, molasses, paint, cement,
chemicals, dyes, :ssbcs.‘os,
and extraet of meat. The
wterials used in making the barrels
ave waste paper, eardboard and (for
the better guality) old sacks. When
{ eardboard is used it is soaked or boiled
x hours and afterward treated in

1o mgnner as the other raw ma.
te -.'Li “MThis is carefully sorked and put
intoa rag engine, or beater, where it is
beaten and torn to pieces by a series of
knives for about an hour and a half,
It is afterward mixed with water until
a pulp of uniform consisteney is grined.
This is rolled, joined, shaped and dried,
and the bareel is finally covered with
hoops.

Before the tops and bottems are put
in the barrels are painted with a water-
proof eowposition, made of linseed oil
and resin, {or ordinary purpose barrels,
and with a special varnish where they
are used for food produets, The stand-
ard size made is 16 1-2 inches in diam-
eter by 28 inches long. The price at
which these barrels can be produced
enables them to cowmpete favorably
with wooden barrels. A barrel costing
34 cents in wood ean, when made of
paper, be sold for 2S eents. One great
feature is that there is no waste with
the process, all “wasters” being beaten
up into pulp again.—New York Com-
mereial Advertiser.

How to Manage Candied Comb Houey.

Comb honey that has become old and
candied so that it cannot be removed by
the honey extractor may be manazed by
Mrs. L. Harrison's method. This, ac-
cording to the Iady’s own storv, is as
follows: The honey was mask_.upina
pan and set over a kettle of boiling
water and stirred frequently.
