Last April we began to advertise our town lots, making

at that time a number of statements in regard to what we
would do. Through the non-completion of the Clinch
Valley extension of the Norfolk and Western our railroad
facilities at that time were very limited. We had no rail-
road station and, indeed, one old farmhouse was the total
sign of life about the place. Since then the railroad has
erected a fine brick and stone freight station, one of the
largest on the road, and will shortly erect a fine passenger
station, while the Clinch Valley Company has spent, oris
under contract to expend, $350,000. A four-story hotel,
the finest in Southwest Virginia, is under roof; a hand-
some iron bridge, of 180 feet span, crosses the Clinch
river; two second-class hotels have been built, and a large
number of stores are building under contract. ‘T'he com-
pany has erected a handsome three-story building for its
offices, and a fine stone bank building is nearing comple-
tion. Machinery for the rolling mill is on the grounds,
and the track to the coal mines, three miles away, is com-
pleted, and coal is now coming out. A steam brick plant,
the most complete in Southwest Virginia, is in operation,
and a large amount of grading and other work is going on.
This work attracts a great deal of attention, while Rich-
lands is merely at the end of a non-completed line. “The
‘completion of the Clinch Valley division this fall, and the
wunning of through trains between Washington and
Louisville, putting Richlands immediately on a through
line, will give an impetus to the prosperity of the town
sufficient to throw it ahead of all competitors, and the at-
tention of investors is called to real estate here as giving
_greater promise than any town in Southwest Virginia.

AT THE OUERA HOUSE.
A Fine Performance of “La Fille
Mudame Angot''--“Boeceacelo' To-night.

“La Fille du  Madame Angot,”
Lecoeq’s most melodious opera, was
produced at the Opera  House hefore a
srowded  audience last night., It went |
with a rythm and flow, a swing and
movement that were irvesistible.  More
thun once the audience was earried off
its feet.  As usual, Miss Greenwood's
excellent voice and fine technique gave
her leading honors.  Her interpolation
of the “Suawnee River.” in the second
act, was three times encored. Her
Clairette was piquante and dramntic.

The vpera itself is excellent comedys
it affords opportunity for abundant act-
ing entirely within the limits of its
lines, and the comedians of the company
developed the finer touches with o spirit
and true interpretation which won the
keen appreciation of the nudience, not
that sort which gives vent to horse
laughter, eat calls and calliope whistl-
ing, but the kind which knows and
acknowledges the merit of genuine
comedy.

Its
action is rapid. The concerted moves=
ments develop minor parts into a gener-
ous relief and allow the chorus to he-
come something more than mere auto-
mittons.  The company was equal toits
opportunity and threw a life and spirit,
into the performance which are worthy
of warm eommendation,

Miss Tayloras Mille. Lunge was in ex-
cellent volee,  Her solo in the third act
developed the pleasing quality and wide
compass of her upper register and was
given a warm encore,

. A WONDERFUL MACHINE,

The Treatment of Magnetie Ores by n
= urely Automatic Process.

In connection with the magnetization |
of brown or red hematite ores, which
has been fully explained in a previous
issue of this paper, there has just been
put on the market a remarkable ma-
chine for scvarating Yhe magnetic iron
from the tailings. There are already
two machines for this process which ure
reagonably well known, but both of
them depend upon a current from a
dynamo for their magnets, and as o
dynamic current constantly varies in
voltage and in regard to otherelectricnl
units the produet is unequal.

The new machine requires neither
current or power, It consists of o bat-
tory of permanent horse-shoe magnots,
their poles placed side by side until a
continuous bar about four feet long is
formed. Over these is a hopper which
allows a veil of the crushed and magnet-
ized ore of the same width as the mag-
notic bars to fall in front of them:in a
continuous stream. ‘T'his rail of ore
passes about one-half an inch from the
onds of the magnets, and as it falls be-
fore thew the particles of magnetized
iron ave attracted to thom until a heavy
enough armature to fall by its own
weight is formed, and this iron that fulls
is enught by the lip of a chute that pro-
jeots one-fourth of an inch beyond the
ends of the magnoets, and is consequent-
ly also one-fourth of an ineh from thoe
falling veil of ore. This process is re-
peated as the ore falls by six tralleries
of magnets, all arranged in the same
manner as the first scries, and by the
time it has reached the bottom of the
machine, less than one-tenth of one per
cent. of iron is left in the trailings. and
the iron ore collected Ly the chutes,
under chemieal analysis, shows only a
very small fraction of one per cent. of
impurities that can be separated by
cither the pravity or mashing process.

At a recont exhibit of this machine in
Brovklyn, before a number of members
of the Iron and Steel Institute, and at
which the weiter was present, over a
ton of mupnetic lron was separated from
black sand ore in fourteen minutes by
one machino. T'he only attention its
sepiration required was a man to keep
the hopper at the top full and twoothers
to dispose of the ore and tailings as they
came out at the bottom. Of course all
this could be done by purcly mechanical
means and the machine made perfectly
automatic,
