It
should not o made to appear that this
agitation, on the part of the firomen,
was to further their convenience. 1t
was the safety of the city they had at
heart; and not whethor they should run
eight or ten blooks in the wrong direc-
tion trying to leeate o fire,

Mr. Knepp thought that all the com-
panies novd do was to show the
necessity of the system. llo said the
Couneil had done much in the past for
the department, and that when it he-
came convinced of the necessity for
speedy action they would take it.

On motion of Llewellyn Lookabill a
committeo of three, one from each com-
pany, together with Chief Knepp, was
appointed by the mecting to lay hefore
the Council such propositions as wore
adopted al the meeting, and also to ox-
press the senthments of the different
companies on the subject,

Messrs. Engleby, of No. 1; Lookabill,
of No. 2, and Ehrhart, of No. 3, were
appointed.

On motion of Mr. Shade the commil-
tea was instrueted o po before the
Counecil at onee and urge the speedy
adoption of the electric fire-alarm sys-
tem.

Some little discussion followed as fo
tho dotail and scope of the work of the
committeo, but it wius wisely deeided to
leavo that to the commitiee itself.

Bowen was formerly & baggugeman on
the Norfolk and Western, but left the
road some months ago.

Sinee his aischarge by that gentle-
man ho has been loafing around and
oconsionally making a real estato sale
on commission,

At the meeting of the Real Estato
Exohange of this city ast night, a let-
ter was rond from President Myers, of
the Norfolk Renl Estate Exchange in
rogard to young Rowen, which wverified
the faots that "'me Tivis has collected.
The matter was discussed in the ex-
ahange and it was moved that a com-
mitto bo appointed by the president to
call upon the firm of Bateman, Kerne-
han & Co., to notify them of the aetion
of their representative in Norfolk, and
to ascertain if they cannot see that the
gentlemen in Norfolk, who wero losers
by Howen, be reimbursed. The com-
mittee appointed consists of Messes,
Yarer, Ludwig and Young.
