Charged With Obtaining Money on False
Pretense*.

Henry Miller, a carpenter, was unable
to earn as much as lie thought his
abilities entitled him to wbilo woiking
at his trado. and so resorted to the
somewhat prevalent practice of lato of
writing another's namo to checks and
procuring money thereon. His first
effort was upon tho firm of Evans &
Chalmers, where bo bought a small bill
of goods. Kor this ho left his watch as

security for payment tho next evening,
at which time ho called in and presented
a check which purported to bo signed
by ono A. Bechtol, representing tbo
signer to bo a contractor working for
the Roanoko Land and Improvement
Company. Ho got his watch and tbo
difference, some 813, in money.

Miller then called upon Bealo A. Co.,
and bad cashed a similar check for a
like amount, receiving tho entire pro¬
ceeds in cash. It is stated that at least
two more checks, signed A. Bechtol, for
818 each, wore passed upon others.
Having hocussed tbo merchants, Mil-

lor made his departure. Ho was traced
to Washington, but left that place in
tirao to avoid apprehension. Ho is now
supposed to bo in Buffalo, N. Y.. and
activo steps aro boing takon to secure
bis.oapturo.
