But the Timo Changed to the Fourth
Wednesday—Dr, Hyde's Resolution

The conference gave the visitors a
sample of fillibustering yestorday, with
& lawyer in the lead, defeating Dr.
Hydo's resolution proposing to change
the time of holding the conference to
the fall of the year.

A few minutes after 11 o'clock Dr.
Hyde oalled up his resolution. The in-
terest was immediately of) tiptos among
the large number of visitors that crowd-
ed the conference room, as well as the
members of -the conference.

At the adjournment Saturday in the
middle of this discussion it was evident
that there was very strong opposition to
the change, and equally evident that a
majority of the conferense favored the
change. A lively discussion was looked
for, and it came.

The first effort of the opposition was
to choke off the matter entirely, but the
motion {o table the resolution was
promptly voted down by a vote of 86 to
61. Then Dr. Dond withdrew his amend-
ment making the fourth Wednesday in
March the time, and Dr, Ferguson of-
fored an amendment to make it the
fourth Wednesday in October. This
was accepted by Dr. Hyde and made a
part of the original resolution.

Dr, Rogers took the floor. “We are
here ina conference,” said he, “and
every brother desires the best time.
There is a diffcrence of opinion only as
to which is the best. I think we should
remain as we are.  We haye more leis-
ure in the month of March than any
other timo of the year and can leave our
work at that time with less .embarrass-
ment than at any other time. As'the
winter approaches is not a suitable time
for us to goto our appointments. The
lolston and Virginia Conferences have
been agitating a change to March, and
I trust that the conference will not take
this step, but let the time remaln un-
changed.”

Dr. Gardener was in favor of the
change not so much for personal con-
sideration as for the good of the Church
and tho comfortand convenience of the
preachers. The change would bhe to
the advantage of the people who enter-
taln the conferonce. There was no
ground for the objection that the
preachers could not supply themselves
for the winter. The fall is a season of
abundance and there would be no trou-
ble in this respect. The weather would
Lo better for going to conference and
moving and the financial interests of
the church would be moved.

Thoe conference seemed to be in the
right humor at this time to pass the
resolution and Rev. Thomas E. Carson
called for the previous question.

Mr. E. B, Prettyman raised the peint
of order that there was no rogulation
for the government of the conference
providing for the L{.1:':!\:10\19 question.
The bishop sustained the point as well
taken,

Rev. J. W. Duffey thought that the
matter had been sufliciently discussed,
and while he had always been in favor
of March he was willing to change the
time if the majority desired a change.

Mr. Prettyman took the floor, and was
several times interrupted during his
speech of forty minutes’ lengih. The
present time was a usage of a century,
which should not be lightly thrown
aside. Ilo discussed the different argu-
ments that had been presented, both for
and against, and while speaking of
something in connection with tho finan-
cial phase of tho matter, Dr. Hyde
raised the point of order that the gentle-
man was not speaking to the subject,
but the chair did not consider the point
well taken.

The financial matters of the chureh,
said Mr. Prettyman, should not be rep-
ulated by the time of the year in which
the conference is held. The arguments
in favor of tho change on the ground
that the collections and salaries would
be paid nearer in full does not effect the
question under consideration if the
members of the chureh look upon the
financial support of the church as a duty
instoad of a matter of convenience. If
they want to pay and will pay, they will
vay without regard to the time at which
thoe conforence is hold.

When the speaker had held the floor
for twenty-five minutes many of those
in favor of the change began to think
that his plan was to speal the time of
the session out and defeat the resolution
by preventing a vote.

About this time Mr. George II. Zim-
merman occasioned a roar of laughter
throughout the house by interrupting
the speaker und asking bim which side
of the question he was spoaking on.
Mr. IPrettyman finally finished his
specch at a guarter of 12, and the time
of taking the vote was fixed at 12:25,

Mr. M. L. Walton took the floor in
favor of the resolutions and held until
the time arrived for taking the vote,
making a strong speech.

The vote was then taken and the res-
olution defeated by n vote of 71 to 84.

Dr. Bond offered a resolution asking
the bishops to appoint the fourth Wed-
nesday in March as the time for holding
the conference,

John Miller, of the Baltimere district,
was referred to the committee on con-
ference relations with recommendation
that he ba located. Rev. W. A Wade
and JJ. J. Eagle were reforred to the
samoe committee for a supernumerary
relation and I". A. Mercer for a super-
annuated relation.

A letter was read from Rey. I3, W.
Waters, a missionary to Japan,in which
progress in the work of the church was
reported. On his work n new church is
soon to be completed and five now ap-
poinments have been added since No-
vember, e called attention to the
need of more missionaries and stated
stastistics show a smaller net increase
in the membership of the church in
Japun for 1800 than for 1887. The politi-
cal problems wero engrossing the atten-
tion of the poople and therc was strong
opposition to the spreading of Chris-
tianity.

A letter was read from Rev, J. C.
Newton in which Mr. Newton stated
that he has been engaged principally in
teaching, pruxnring the natives for the
ministry, and at the last conference
was appointed to evangelistic work.
His wife is conducting two small Sun-
day-schools.

On this work there has been recently
ostablished a well eqguipped school for
girls, and the attendance is increasing,

On motion of Rev. G. T. Tyler the
sceretary was instructed to convey to
these missionaries the greetings of the
conferenco and its approbation of their
work.

The transfer of Rev. Morris Evans
from the Kentucky Conference was an-
nounced. A resolution was adopted
amending tho constitution of the board
of missions, so that the board shall con-
siat of one lay and one clerical member
for each district, all vacancies to be
filled by tho boprd A resolution was
passed, providing that no member, as
far ns is practical, shall belong to more
than one committeo or board.

A resolution was offered by Rev. V.
W. Wheeler and ndopted, extending the
sympathies of the conferonce to Roev.
Dr. W. K. Boyle in his affliclion. The
committea on conference relations
recommend the following for super-
numerary relations:

| SHOCKING DEATH ON THE RAIL
Two Girls Killed by a Passen-
. ger Train.

Near Coyner's- Lella Qopperldge Meots
Instant Death and Mer Sister Lulu
Fatally InJured—Caught on the Trestle
Nenr & Sharp Curve- The Dead Body
and Injured Girl Drought to Vinton
‘Where the Socond Denth Ensued.

One of the most shooking accidents
that has occurred in the vicinity of
Roanocke since the great Thaxton wreck
was the mangling of the bodies of Lulu
and Lolig Copperidge yesterday morning
by the Norfolk and Western west-bound
train near Coyner's Springs.

As the train dashed around the ourve,
a few hundred yards below the station,
just befozre reaching the bridge, at full
speed, Engineer John L. Akers was hor-
rified to behold two girls, one grown
and the other about 12 jears of Rgoe, on
the railroad bridge a few yavds in front

of his fiying locomotive. IHe blew tho
whistle and reversed his engine. The
girls looked around. The eldor in-
stantly selzed her sister and attempted
to jumv from the bridge to the ground,
a distance of fifteen feet. The
foot of the brave girl slipped
between the ties, and as tho two came
near falling on the bridge tho engine
struck them. Tho bodics of both were
knocked amcross the track a distance of
several foet, falling to one side of the
track. As soon as the train counld be
stopped a crowd of passengers went
back to the scene and beheld the awful
work of the iron monster.

The girls proved to be Lula C., aged
19, und' Lelia M. Copperidge, aged 12,
daughters of Jool Copporidge, o enrpens-
ter, formerly of this city. The young-
est was pleked up dead, her head and
shoulders having been crushed in a
frightful manner. Lula, the eldest, was
still living, but had received s fearful
blow on the head. Wlood was oozing
from hor eyes, nose and mouth.

The fmmfly welre moving from about n
mile below Coyner's Springs to Vinton.
A wagon diiven by Tom Smith, a white
boy, was loaded with furniture belong-
ing to the family and was in the turn-
pike a few yards from the scene. The
mothor of the girls was in the wagon.
The father was driving a cow just be-
bind. They both saw the frightful ac-
eident and were soon on the seene wring-
ing their hands in despair.

The father was exeited beyond con-
trol, and it was with much effort of the
bystanders that he was controlled. He
was enraged at the engineor, and
threatened to do him bodily harm, so
crazed was he from the effects of the
terrible shock. He was finally ealmed,
and gave way again to the most heart-
rending grief,

The body of Lelia and the wounded
girl were placed on the train and
brought to Vinton.

Drs. Garthright and Eubanlk wore im-
dediately summoned and examined the
wounded girl. She was removed to the
house intended to bo oecupied by the
family, next to Smith’s store,

Drs. Koiner, Simmons and Lurny, of
Roanoke, were summoned by telephone,
and were soon on hand. Everything
possible was done by the neighbors to
relieve the distressed family.

(. W. Caldwalder, who lives at Blue
Ridge Springs, was driving a wagon
load of lumber near the seene at tho
time and witnessed the unccident. lie
says the elder girl made a frantic effort
to save ber sister, but failed beenuse
she slipped between the ties. HBoth
were lifted bodily from (ke track and
hurled clear across the bridge. Ie
never saw an engine coming at such
speed stopped so suddenly.

The physicians were with the wound-
ed girl until nearly 6 o'clock yesterday
evening, when she died. Sho had re-
ceived a fracture of the frontal bone of
tho head about two and a half inches
long. 1t was decided not to perform an
operation, as the effects would surely
Lave been fatal.

Thus the brave girl, who made such a
heroie effort to save hor little sister,
lingered for more than seven hours in
intense agony.

Mr. Copperidge was n mest axcellent
man, and was beloved by all who knew
him. So was his family. Four chil-
dren remain to lament the terrible
calamity which fell so suddenly upon
the once happy household.

One Hundred Mi#fifow Dollars Investesd fn
This Prodowtive Industry.

WasHINGTON, Mareh 16.—[Speciall—
The census office to-day made public a
bulletin on truck farming, which fon
the first time in the history of the coun-
try bas been made the subjest of census
inyostigation. The statistics are com-

piled from returns which have been re-
ceived up to January 1, 1891, Upward
ef one hundred million of dollars are in-
vested in this industry, the products
reaching the value of $70,507,155 on
farms aftor paying freights and com-
misions, and are realized upon 534,440
acres of land. There are employed in
this industry 216,765 men, 0,254 women
and 14,874 children, aided by 75,866
horses and mules and 83,071,204 worth
of implements.

The Norfolk district, embracing 43,-
375 seres, shipped products valued at
$7,692,359; the South Atlantie district,
111,741 aeres, products, $13,183,510;
Mississippl Valley, 30,180 aores, pro-
duots, $4.970,780. "Nearly 75 por cent.
of the truck produced in the United
States eomes from the bolt of colintry
along the Atlantic Coast, Iying east of
a line drawn from Augusta, Me., to
Mauacon, Ga; from Southern Georgia,
Alibama and Florida; along tho north
and south lines of railroad in the Missis-
sippl Valley; from the Gulf to Chioago,
St. Louis and Kansas City and from the
celory districts of Minh{g-u and Ohio.
More or less of the truck, however, is
produced in all the States.
