A jug of
wine was next brought. George could
not handle that, and it was alse sent
back. The next was a jug of red
whiskey. Georgo tasted it and said it
would do. Then another jug was
brought, followed by brandy, cigaroties.
and the pistol. ‘“Peg” said he wanted
the pistol.

Racheal made known the roblery to
Mr. Huddleston on Monday evening.
She was afraid to tell at first.

George wanted to throw the jugs in
Charlie Moten's yard. She aslked them
not to do so, as Charlie Moten had trou-

(George
joined them after the play was over,
and they went straight home. She was
sure of this, and was certain they did
not go back to the restuarant.

Another witness was examined and
the counsel argued the caseo.

Dudley TLee, George Iloston and
Saint Shafer were then brought in.
They pleaded not guilty, and Rachel
gave her evideneo over again, 1t was
exactly the samo,

The prisoncrs then testified in their
own behalf, and each told conflicting
storics.
