In his tests he discovered that it actu¬
ally took less power to movo a flat brass
plato at tho rate of forty milos an hour
than to sustain it when stationary.
Along this lino tho phonomonon of tho
flight of birds is vastly simplified. It
has always been beyond reason that so

heavy a bird aa tho wild duok should bo
ablo to fly at tho rate of oighty miles an
hour for hours. Ry Professor Langley's
tests it becomes plain that tho required
power does not incroaso in proportion to
tho spood of tho bird.
This is a wonderful discovery. Aerial

navigation may yot bo successfully
developed this 'side of tho millenium.

Eddy, vice-president of the
Norfolk and Western railroad urging
upon our City Council the establishment
jf night schools as part of our public
school system. An analysis according
to tho daily work of tho pBpils attend¬
ing the freo night school will show how
much night instruction is needed and
appreciated.
There aro now forty pupils in tho

night school, of whom eighteen camo
from the Roanoko Machine Works, ten
from tho Norfolk and Western otUees,
two from the city engineer's oflice, two
from the coal and coke company's oflice,
ono from the American lhidgo Com¬
pany, one from Crozer Puruaco, ono
Irom Hammond's printing works, ono
From tho Consolidated Mining Com¬
pany's oflice, ono from the Rridjjowater
Jarriago Company, ono from Dunlap &
Uarnett's olllce, one from a baker's shop
xad one is a carpenter.
Among thesaso pupils, who aro all

working well, thero aro a numboj of
boys too young for apprenticeship. Tho
free nipht school was not intended
originally to include them, but they
sutild not be turned away after coming,
and instruction had to ho provided for
them. Tho city should take care of
hem. Tho remainder include appren¬
tices and regular workers who are try¬
ing to improvo themselves in their call¬
ings.

It would he very encouraging to t,ho
pUDils and very beneficial to the night
:Chool if some of our public-spirited
jitizons would offer two prizes of £.1, ono
lor tho best pii co of free-hand drawing
md one for tho best specimen of me¬
chanical drawing executed by tho
pupils, comparative progress being, of
;oorso, taken into consideration.
Tho thanks of bcth pupils and teach¬

ers are duo to tho City Council for its
iromptness in providing good lights for
.ho drawing classes and to the school
>oard for the use of tho Pirst Ward
ichool building.
