THE HORSE.
TTbjr That Animal Was Driven Bofor* It

Was Hidden.
Canon Taylor, in that most interest¬

ing book, "The Origin of the Aryans,"has raised once more a question which
has often attracted the attention of
scholars, especially those interested in
the Homeric poems, says the Afcademy.Why is it that in the earliest records o?
the Creeks, Egyptians, Assyrians,
Indians, and Celts we find the horse
used for drawing chariots, but not yetfor riding?
Canon Taylor remarks: "It is curious

to notice at bow late a period men first
ventured to mount 'the swift one;' " and
he goes on to say that there is nothing
in the "Rig Veda'' to show that the art
of riding was practiced, and that our
first notice of it is in the "Zend Avcsta."
The Homeric Greeks employed tho
horse almost exclusively for tho
chariot, riding being only alluded to in
some two or three isolated passages, as
when Odysseus and Diomedes rode to
the ships the horses of Rhesus which
they bad captured. This, however,
shows that it was hardly from fear
that the Creeks did not habitually ride
instead of drive their stoeds. The
same remark applies to the ancient
Britons, who, according to the ancient
accounts, performed wonderful feats of
agility in running out and standing upon
tho pole of the chariot.
The true solution may probably be

this: The primitive horse that ranged
over the plains of Europe and Asia was
too small when be was first domesti¬
cated to carry a man for any great
time or distance on his back. This, of
course, would render him practicallyuseless for warfare. There is ample
evidence to prove that tho primitive
wild horse was of very diminutive size.
Probably of all Iiis descendants the
Shetland pony is his best represent¬ative. Canon Taylor soys (speaking of
the enormous deposit of their bones
found at Solutrc, near Mr.con, which
contains from twenty thousand to fortythousand skeletons):
"This primitive horse was a diminu¬

tive animal, not much larger than an
ass, standing about thirteen hands
high, the largest specimens not exceed¬
ing fourteen hands. Rut the head was
of disproportionate size, and the teeth
were very powerful. He resembled the
turpan or wild horse of the Caspian
steppes."
Even long after be had been domesti¬

cated be remained very small, as is
proved by the bits made of bronze and
staghorn which have been found at Mo¬
ringen and Auvernicr, which belong to
the latest bronze age. "These bits are
only three and one half inches wide,
and could now be hardly used for a
child's pony."
Let us now turn to Herodotus, where,

speaking of the unknownregions to the
north of the Danube, he says that the
only people ho can learn of as inhab¬
iting the region are called Sigyannac,
who wear the costume, of the. Modes,
and whose horses are shaggy all over
the body, being covered with hair to a
depth of five fingers, and are small and
Hat nosed and incapable of carrying
men, but when yoked under chariots
they are very swift, and that the na¬
tives accordingly drive chariots. This
description of the external appearance,
of the little horses of the Sigyannac of
central Europe agrees very well with
that of the sketches found near Ma-
eon. The simous shape of the head
tallies well with the ugly shaped skull
and powerful jaws of the bone de-
posits.
We can hardly doubt that we have

here primitive horses such as those
whose diminutive bits have been found
in the later lake dwellings of Switzer¬
land. It seems to me. then that the
reason Herodotus here assigns for tho
fact that this tribe of central Europedrove their horses iustead of riding
them is the true explanation why all
early peoples alike employed the horse
¦for driving long before they ever habit¬
ually practiced riding. It was only
after generations of domestication that,
under careful feeding and breeding, the
horse, became of snllicicnt size to carry
a man on his back with case. That
size was hold to be of great importance
by the Homeric Greeks is proved byiiiad x, -i.'A,.

A I'lotnred Oona.
One of the strangest Inpidarian freaks

that has ever come within the knowl¬
edge of diamond experts is now on view
at the Rums Hotel, in Kimbcrly, South
Africa. The stone, says the Jeweler's
Weekly, is in shape and size like a
pigeon's egg. of a dark brown color ex¬

ternally, and at. first sight opaque. If
viewed in a dark place, with a candle
or other light so placed that the rays
pass through the stone before falling on
the retina, however, one sees distinctly
the image of a man from the waist up¬
ward. Turning the pebble, he sees at
another point a woman's face, partly
concealed by heavy tresses, and yet,
again, on another portion of the surface
being applied to the eye, a moonlit
cloud sketch is clearly dilineated.
The stone was found in a debris

wash up, and £10 10s have, been refused
for it. A Mr. Bergsraa, a debris
washer, was the finder of the remark¬
able stone.

Stole Ills Thunder.
A western justice of the peace, who

was more noted for severity than
knowledge of law, was very much
annoyed one day by an attorney who
was in the habit of parading his legal
lore and making the justice appear at a

disadvantage. At last the justice was
enraged, anil be shouted: "lie quiet,
sir, or 1 will commit you." The lawyer
seized the book of printed forms, which
was the sole reliance of the justice in
making out bis committals, and as he
walked out of court be shouted de¬
risively to the justice: "Now I defy
you to commit mo."

STREET CARS IN EUROPE.
Tares Are Generally Lower Thun In the

United States.
"I have just had a long trip through

Europe looking nt their street cars, or
'tram ears,' as they are called there,"
said a correspondent of the New York
Telegram.
"In Dublin I found the street railways

under one management, called the
United Dublin Tramway Company. The
cars carry twenty-six passengers inside
and twenty on top. and by a law of tho
Kingdom all public conveyances are
limited to their capacity. When the
seats are full no more passengers are
taken on, and there is none of tho
crowding and overloading we have in
this country. The rails of the Dublin
tramways are grooved and weigh nine¬
ty pounds to the yard. They are not
laid on ties and sleepers, but in cement
on a concrete foundation and are con¬
nected with coupling rods. The pave¬
ment, both Inside and outside the track,
is of granite blocks on a concrete foun¬
dation, ami the seams between the
blocks arc filled with tar and cement,
making the pavement totally impervious
to water. The rails are flush with the
pavement and are kept in perfect re¬
pair, so that one might drive over them
with a buggy and not know that lie was
crossing a railway track. The fare is
one penny, or two cents, for any dis¬
tance inside of a mile. It is a horse sys¬
tem, and the speed is between eight and
nine miles an hour. The horses are of
a very high grade, as the Government
offers a gratuity on every horse coming
up to requirements that makes up the
difference in the prices of a good and a
poor animal* in consideration of this
gratuity the Government reserves the
right to take the horses owned by the
tramway company for cavalry service
i:i case of war.
"In Belfast and Glasgow the systems

are similar, while. Edinburgh and Bir¬
mingham have very good cable roads.
In London there is the llighgatc Hill
cable road, ami all tho other roads arc
worked by horse power. In November
last a new electric road was opened in
London. The road is what is known as
three or center-rail system, with tho
cars drawn by an engine which receives
its power from the central rail, and
electricity is generated from stations nt
the end of the road. On this line there
are seventeen trains of three cars each,
which leave the stopping-places at in¬
tervals of three minutes. The fare is
five cents in United States money, and
is paid at a turnstile. The speed is
about twelve to fifteen miles an hour.
"Far is has electric cars run by the

storage system, and it seems to work
very well. One. feature of the Italian
roads worthy of attention is that there
are two fares.a first-class fare, where
the passeugers sit inside, and a second-
class, where the passengers stand out¬
side. The difference in faro is two
cents."

WHAT WE POSSESS AND LACK.
An laixll.sh Writer "Sizes Up," Amerleuns

und Tlioir Peculiarities.
The nervous effects of the rapiditywith which men and women live in the

new world are accentuated by influ¬
ences of climate, A certain delicacy of
feature, grace of movement, neatness
of pose, distinguish both the mental
ami the physieul products of the coun¬
try, its literature, like its beauty, be¬
longs to nervous, highly-strung, keenly-
susceptible, organizations. American
artists are dexterous in management of
lights and shades: they dispose sketches
upon the canvas with the cleverness of
French masters. American poets call
up graceful images in graceful words,
and invest common life with an air of
refinement. American thought is aptto be superficial, says a writer in the
Edinburgh Review. Their thinkers
rarely think a thing out: they are sug¬
gestive rather than forcible; they playwith their difficulties as cats play with
mice; they really grapple with problems
and squeeze from them their life.
Their theologians expatiate on creeds
which are networks of dogmatic
mysticism, or compounds of Puritanism
with transcendental sentiment.
American humor is rarely of a rollick¬

ing kind; it is dry, not rich; line rather
than deep; subtle, not broad. It de¬
pends upon quick perceptions of
analogies or upon the exaggeration of
facts rather than upon a broadly comic
sensibility. Americans have produced
no plays which deserve the. name, and
in power of dramatic invention they
are deficient. Their voices, like their
laughter, are seldom rich or rounded,
as though they proceeded from hidden
recesses of being. Their variety of tho
English language is modified so as to
gain time. Their utterance is rapid;
they drop their voices at the end of the
sentence in their hurry to reach the
next; their idioms are compressed; even
their spelling is clipped.

Cold, self-possessed, precocious, alert,
keen-witted, Americans, seem wanting
in fervor, passion, repose and expansive-
ness. Their versatility is phenomenal,
but the gift is dangerous if it dissipates
powers or squanders talents. Few
writers devote themselves to letters as
their sole vocation with the self-de¬
votion by which alone the highest liter¬
ary work is produced. Novel writing
is not undertaken by persons who have
any special aptitude for the work. It
forms an interlude in the literary life
of writers who nre also versifiers,
critics, essayists, biographers and
journalists._

The Word "Jew."
"We are Jews," said the rabbi, to a

New York Sun man, "and it is right to
call us .lews, but some of us do not like
the word, because it has been used in
Europe for ages as a terra of contempt
or derision. I'cople'oftcn seem to be
hissing when they say of a man, 'he, is
a Jew.' In English books, as well as
in German books, the word is often
used scornfully. In mo.-t European
cities the Jews were compelled to live
by themselves in the meanest quarters,
and this also caused them to be spoken
of snceringly. We aro called .lews be¬
cause our ancient country was Jude a,
but we are of the Hebrew race, and
some of us would rather be called He¬
brews than .lews. Hut we will yet
mukc the word Jew shine in the United
States."
