C. Motz when shot fell out of the buggyand Michael made haste to town.
Tho deceased was a young man of ex¬

NEWS BY CABLE FROM ABROAD.
The Kaiser Reviews the British

Troops.
Ho Is Wall Pleased With Their Soldierly

Hearing, but Criticises the Volunteer
System.Tho Relations Between tho
ltrltlsh Government and tho South
African Republic aro Considerably
Strained The Cause of tho I>isi>ute
Said to Involve Material for a Disas¬
trous War.

London, duly 11..[Special|.This is

tho day of tho c^eat review by the
Kaiser in Wimbledon common, and to¬
ward that point havo been tending
over since morning brigades of volun¬
teers and battalions of regulars. The
Kaiser, who is standing tho fatiguo of
tho night and day experiences remark¬
ably well, lunched this afternoon with
Count llat/feldt, the German ambassa¬
dor, at Carlton Gardens. Tho diplo¬
matic corps was largely represented on
tho occasion, and tho Kaiser showed
himself especially gracious to Sir Ed¬
ward Malet, tho British ambassador in
Germany, who was present, and to tho
Austrian representative, Count Deym.Tho Duke of Cambridge, commander
in chief of the army, was in personalcommand at Witnbeldon. Lieut. Gen¬
eral Sir Evelyn Wood, brother of Mrs.
Parnell, commanded the lirst division
of infantry, and Lieut. General the
Duke of Connaught, tho second division.
Major General Keith Eraser commanded
the regular cavalry and royal artillerybatteries, tho command including the
royal horse guards. One brigade of
regulars consisted of one English, one
Scotch and one Irish line hitallion.
Theso were all used yesterday in keep¬ing order during tho Kaiser's progress to
tbo Guild hall and were encamped in
Richmond Park last night.
At 3 o'clock in the afternoon the

Kaiser rode to Witnbeldon with a brill¬
iant mounted escort composed of his
own stalT and that of tho headquarterstall of the army. There ho witnessed
a review and march past by the twenty-two thousand infantry and the ono
thousand live hundred cavalry. Tho
Kaiser watched tho march with a criti¬
cal eye and did not hesitate to pass
comments to tho duko of Cambridgowho was by his side.
Ho spoke highly of tho disciplineshown by tho regulars, but did not at¬

tempt to conceal his opinion of tho vol¬
unteer system as not calculated to pro¬
mote tho interests of the country in a
military way. Do bestowed approval,however, on tho volunteer companies
that ho thought deserved it, and on tho
wholo he appeared to be well pleasedwith tho review.

lie afterwards took a carriage to tho
Crystal Palace? to dine with the Prince
and Princess of Wales and witness a dis¬
play by the volunteer Bremen brigades,
as well as special pyrotechnic displays.

London, July 11..[Special|. There

can be no question that during tho last
few weeks the? relations between the
South African Republic and the British
Government have been exceedinglystrained, nor can there be any doubt
that tho popular fooling among tho bur-
ghors of the Transval lias been one of
the strongest, anil, from their point of
view, justifiable, Indignation at the un¬
friendly and captious spirit displayodby the British high commissioner. This
unfriendliness is not a thin/ of yester¬day. In August last the negotiations
about the Swaziland convention wore
handled with unnecessary severity whenthe same, aye even better, results could
have been attained by the display of a
more generous and appreciative spirit
on tho part of Sir Henry Lock.
The common conviction then was

that it was not really the desire of Her
Majesty's government that any un¬
friendliness should be shown in the ne¬
gotiations and that the exhibition of a
harsh and threatening demeanor was
owing partly to tho influence exercised
by the domineering temper of tho pre¬mier of Capo Colony. Mr. Cecil Rhodos.
The same cause is now assigned for the
strained relations existing at the pres¬
ent moment.
The schomo of a great Boer trek re¬

cently formulated for the purnose of
founding a northern republic alarmed
tbo British South African chartered
company, and strenuous efforts were at
once made by Mr. I;bodes, not to stopthe '.trek'" at all, but to make it condi¬
tional on the acceptance of tho author¬
ity of the company, almost completelyignoring the fact that British imperialauthority was concerned in such a move¬
ment, and that the British government,
which had declared the territory to he a
sphere of British Influence, might have
isometbing to say in the matter.

Mr. Bhodes said: "You shall come
into the country from tho Cape Colony,from the free state, from the Transvaal,
so long as you acknowledge the author¬
ity of the company. You shall all have
farms and we will divide up Mashonaland
in your behalf." By this policy Mr.
Rhodes succeeded in dividing the Dutch
population in South Africa against it¬
self,and instead of ">,<)()() well armed men
taking part in the ..trek." a little over
100 crossed the Limpopo, and of course
were driven back by tho chartered com¬
pany's Efolang soldiers. Their mission
bowevor, was in a measure attained for
many of those who bad been bought
over by land deeds and promises of
otlice, have become alarmed at the re¬

pany of private speculators could layclaim to the control of a country r

The high commissioner, seeing that

the claims of the chartered companyfail to inspire respect, has taken up the
ground that tho country beyond tho
Limpopo is British territory in order to
prevent another and more formidable
"trek."

It is such declarations as those that
have aroused tho strongest indignationof the Volkserad, and have tended to re-
vivo tho recollection of oil grudgeswhich woro beginning to bo forgotton.The fact is they havo left a state of
things which contains all the possibili¬ties of a destructive and disastrous war.
