This morning in tho Georgia legislature
tho much-mooted Ocala resolutions
as endorsed by tho Alliance and de¬
manded by thorn of tho next Congress,
were introduced by Barrett, of Pike
county, for the approval and endorse¬
ment of that body. Tho resolutions
wore defeated by a voto of 81 to 03.
This is somewhat of a triumph over
the third party movement in this Stato,
as itcloarly indicates that tho Allianco
men of tho legislature who are in tho
majority in that hody aro not in sym¬
pathy with any measure that is directly
opposito to their viows as Democratic
m oinhers.
