ANOTHER TEWPERANCE TILT.

The Last Day of the Christian
Convention.

A Movement Started to Establish a Fe-
®11,000 Sub-
serilbnd—Ilichmond the Next Place of
Mecting—The Routlne Proceedings—

male  Seminnry—Over

The Business of the Session Ended.

The Virginia Christian Missionary
Society bnd another lively tilt yesterday
morning over tho temperance question.

After devotional exercises Rov. A. P.
Chandler, of Anticch Church, intro-
duced the following resolution as a
substitute to the ono offered hy Rev. W.
J. Cocke the previous day:

“‘Rosolved, That we, the delcgates to
the Virginia Chiistian Missionary So-
viety, hall with delight the proposed
temperance convention to be held in
Richmond on or about December 1, and
bid it God-speed in all landable and
Christian efforts in educating the people
to babits of tempezanco.”

Rev. F. F. Bullard, of Lynchburg,
favored the resolution. He opposed the
liguor traffic and thought it was the
duty of every Christian man and woman
to take a stund against it. He would
favor any resolution that had for its
obj et the breaking up of & trafic that
carried with it a curse.

Rev. W. J. Cocke was willlng to ae-
cept the substitute, and favored its
adoption.

Col J. R, Miller, of Pulaski, took up
a copy of Tur Tinmes and, roading the
report of the session on the previous
evening, said it was shown there and
would go abroad to the world that the
convention was afraid to take hold of
the liquor traflic guestion. **The re-
port says the convention floundered
around in technicalities. et us dis-
tinctly understand our position, and let
the reports go to the world that we are
not afraid to express our opinion on
such a great and growing evil us  this,”

Judge G. ¥. Garnett, of Matthews
Court House, thought, Col. Miller was
criticising the report.  Said he:

“Every word of it is correet., The
reporter made no mistuke. Ho could
not have worded it botter, The conven-
tion did flounder on the technicalitios,
and when it found itself it wns just
where it left off. It had accomplished
nothirg.”

This called for an explanation on the
part of Col. Miller, who said the report
wana  correct. The convention had
floundered, but let it be shown to the
world that it would not flounder on such
a question as this.

Hov. I. I\ DBullard offered amnother
resolution at chis point, He did not
favor the taking out of the hands of the
committes on resolutions this work.
He was not in favor of passing o resolu-
tion that could not be understood. lle
thought all such resolutions should
come through the hands of the commit-
tee. Judge Garnett copsidered that
the resolutions wore in the hands of the
convention.

Rev. W. H. lcok toock the ground
that none of the resolutions that had
been offered could be understood. Ilo
wanted the convention to come square
out. :

Rev. 1. J. Spencer offered a resolution
to the effect that the convention cx-
press its disapproval of the hquor
trafic. He supplemented his resolu-
tion with the statement that thoy, as
delegates for the body of the church,
could take no other action. They
could only vote as individuals, but
could notcompel their people to follow
them in a political issue. It would be
transcending his duty if he committed
himself to a politieal or temperancs
measure.

Rov. Jubez Hall maintained that the
delegates should voto and uet as indi-
viduals; thut the body could not enter-
tain a resolwtion expressing an indi-
vidual opinion, There were individuals
in the church who sold and drank
whiskey, and their noses bore the mark
of it. He was in favor of votinga
measure that would be for the general
good, and if his chureh called him to
aceount for it e would resign.

Judge Garnott made a 1inging speech
on the effeet of local option in his
county. Several years ago the voto
was taken, but the liquor men beat
them. 'There were fifty saloons in the
county and crime was running wild.
But the lceal optionists came again and
out of 700 votes they got all but fifly or
seventy-five.

It wus o great work, and the key in
the county juil had not bean turned on
o prisoner for three years.

Colonel Miller advocated the adopt
tion of Mr. Spencer's resolution asa
preamble to Mr, Chandler's. Ho thought
the whole thing would simmer down to
& point then. 1lle made a rousing probi-
bition spezch, and said that the last
Presidential election was carried by the
liguor traffic.

*‘Yes, and the ono hefore it,” sald o
good brother in the second pew who
seemed to have anidea that the Repub-
licans were getting a black eye.

But Colomel Miller would not hear
him, He again said that the last Presi-
dential eleetion was wen by the liquor
men.

““And the Governorship of Ohlo,"
added W. H. Book, with a degree of
satisfaction.
~ Colonel Cary m ved the previous ques-
tion, which wa+ carried, and Rev. Mr.
Chandler's resolution was taken up and
adopted.

This settled the temperanca qunestion
for tho time being, but then there were
many exgressions tbat the resolution
was decidedly weak.

FOR A FEMALE SEMINARY.

Col. Cary, chairman of the committee
on seminary, advoeated the immedinte
ralsing of §20,000 for the establishmen
of a seminary in the State for tho educa-
tion of their davghters. [le m:de quite
a lengthly argument in behall of the
education of woman, and explained how
the monay could be raised. It would
not be called for until it was all sub.

THE VIRGINIA BAPTISTS.
nnd Fdueational Work
Discussed.

Norrork, Va., Nov. 13.—[Speeinl—
The General Baptist Associations of
Virginia to-day adopted resclutions
authorizing the educational board to nn-
point eight delegates to the next meot-
ing of the American Baptist Educa-
tional Society.

J. Taylor Ellyson read the report cf
the educational board. It saysthe board
has had under its care during the past
year sixty-five young men, eighteen of
whom are pursuing their studies nt the
Southern Buptist Theological Seminary
and forty-seven at the Richmond Col-
lege.

Rev, J. M. Frost, of Nashville, Tenn.,
corresponding seerctary of tho Sunday-
school board of the Southern Baptist
Conventlon, said theroe were 12,000 Bap-
tist Churches in the Sonthern territory
without Sunday-schools, Lut notwith-
standing this fuct, which was to bn do-
plored, the Southern laptist Church
had still done a great work. The
Sonthern Baptist Convention desiros to
place its hand upon its constituoncy of
ono million and a half of Southern Bap-
tists, 80 as to get them thoroughly alive
to the importance of Sunday-school
worls.

TO SETTLE THEIR DIFFERENCES,

The Knights of Labor Looking to an
Agreement With the Amerlcan Federn-
tlon.

Toreno, Ohio, Now 13.—[Special]—
The wmost important action of the
Knights of Liabor convention was taken
this morning when, by a vote of 95 to 5,
resolutions were adopted looking to a
settlemont of the differences batween

the Knights of Labor and thé American
Federation of Labor. If the Federation
aceepts them 400,000 workingmen will
boe practically united.

T'he resolutions provide that herenf-
ter 1he knights shall recognize and
respect the working cards of all unions
of the same trade attached to or afliili-
ated with the Foederation whenever such
union respeet the Knights of Labor
working cards,

They also provide for reciprocal rec-
ognition and endorsement of the labels
of either organization, and that no sus-
pended or expelled members, or mem-
bers In arrears, of either organizations,
shall be admitted to membership in the
otherorganization without the written
consent of the organization in which he
is in bad standing. Tho Arrangemont
i5 tu go into effect tho first of the year,
and is open to all labor organizations in
addition to the American Federation.

ANOTHER BI-:FLIN BANKER FAILS,

Mouss Confesses His Defalention aud Sur-
1enders to the Police.

Bepuiy, Nov. 13.—[Special |—Ger-
man linancial eircles were startlod this
morning by the news that Banker Moss,
the hoad of the tirm at Charlottenburg,
a suburb of Berlin, had surrendered to
the polico, confessing misappropriation
of customers' sccurities,

A PAPER ON MUNICIPAL REFORM

Points About an Efficient City
Charter,

Fresldent 'echin, of the Commercial As-
sockation, Discnskes the Subjeet Thoe
Model Charter of  St. Louls—The
Churtera of Other Cities Cited, and
Some of the Needs of Roanoke in This
Ltespect Polnted Out,

The following paper on munieipal
roform was read nt the last Tuosday
night's mecting of the Commereinl As-
sociation by P'resident E. C Pechim:

**In connection with our meuting hero
to-night, it is a curious ecoincidence
that in tho current number of the
North  American Review there are
four terse and comprobensive papers
upon the topie of ‘Ilow to Improve Mun-
loipal Governments:® one by tho ex-
mayor of Boston, and the others by the
present mayors of Daltimore, Buffalo
and St. Louis. They ara worthy of
carcful consideration, because they are

the result of a large experience in city
goverament, and evidently writien by
those who haye given thoughtful con-
sideration to the subject. ‘Ihey svem
to well establish the position—

“That a city should bo Invested with
discretionary powers for the transaction
of 1ts business to much the same extent
as is allowed to private corporations;
that 1t {8 proper that the Stato should
retain proper and lepal restriotion, but
only such restrictions as will prevent
the disregard of the ordinary principlos
of law and corder; beyond this, there
should be the largest possible Iatitude.
Tho mayor of St. Louis says that ‘the
government of St. Louls is as nearly
perfect as that of any city in the United
States, and that the charber was adopted
in pursuance of & coastitutionnl granc
of the power given to it, to have o board
of fifteon frecholders propose n chartor
to the people of the city for their ap-
proval, which should, when adopted, Lo
the organie luw of the gity.  The instru-
ment was most cavofully prepared by
eminent eitizens and while it is neeps-
surlly defective in respect to the busi-
ness of the judicial branch, it is, nover-
theless, confidently believed to be the
bestcity charter in the land. Infact, it
hasin Afteen years' experience proved so
satisfac ory that it bas been embodied
almost literally in the statutes of the
State as the law for the government of
all cities having a population of over
100,000, and its principles have heen
ndopted forall eluies, towns and vil-
lages, however small.’

“What other people have found out
by a full oxperience to he thoroughly
good, it i3 safe to copy. I have asked
the mayor of St. Louis to kindly furnish
n.e with a copy of thecity charter that
it moy be submitted to the considera-
tion of the asgsociation at some subse-
quent mesting. The views of all the
gentlemen writing are very positive on
several points. The principal one is,
that there should without doubt, be two
branches. The suggestion of Mayor
Bishop, of Buiffalo, is that the lower
branch should be composed of those
eleeted from and representing different
wards or other divisions, and the other
composed of a smaller number of mem-
bers elected by and representing the
whole eity, which lavter bodv should be
a eheck upon the other.

“The executive power should be
vested in the mayor and under his
suporvision, in tho heads of different
departments.  There {s soma little
difference of opinion in regurd to tho
appointment of the subordinates of the
miyor orof other public officers, somo
taking tho position that the appoint
ing power and removal should be abso-
lutely given to the mayor, and others
that the appointing power may be prop-
erly limited by giving the Council the
right to confirm or reject, tha mayor
having the veto power over all acts of
the City Counell.

‘It is also desirable that the city gov-
ernment should bo a continuous hody,
the mayor to be eleeted for poriods of
three or four years and the members of
Council to bo clected for at least two
years nnd balf the Council to be elected
annually. ‘I'ho single idea of all is to
bave a system of woll udjusted checls,
that while within certain provinces and
within certain limits the exceutive and
legislative should be supreme, beyond
those limits thoy ought to a certaln ex-
tent be controlled by each other, so as
to avoid Injudicious or hasty action on
tho part of either.

**One very lmportant point is made by
the mayor of St. Louls, namely, that tho
approval of the controller is absolutely
necessary, the auditor to see that no
money is spent unless there has been an
appropriation for the purpose, and tho
lreasurer noc to pay out a cont unless
ordered by both controller and auditor,
thiese three oflicers to be elected by toe
people, to be heavily bonded and di-
rectly responsible to the people. By
this plan no financial difflculties or
shortages could occur without the con-
pivance of all three, It is impossible
in the limits of o discussion such as we
have-to-night to do mors than to out-
line what seems to be the most impor-
tant points to be considered.

“The City Council of Roanoke has to
deal with a critical period in the his-
tory of the city. Wo have grown be-
yond the limits of a villago or a country
town, and ars now closely approaching
upon tho proportions of acity. Fra
quent changes in organic law ure to be
deprecated, and thirefore tho proper
thing to do at this juncture is for all
good citizens interested in the wellare
of tho city to endeavor to soshape
action in regard to a new city ebartor
a8 t» make itnot only meet the require-
ments of the moment, butto be the law
controlling the onward progress of the
city. Of course, primarily, the duty of
providing & proper form of a city char-
ter rests with tbe Couneil, but the gen-
glemen composing the Couneil, serving
without pay and personally engaged in
pressing  Lusiness pursuits, cannot be
expeeted or asked 1o pglve such exclu-

sive attention to n matter of this sort as
will unquestionably produce the best
resulgs,

‘It seems, therefore, not unreason-
able to ask the corporation of
prudent and public spirited eitizens
gonerally with the Council, not to dic-
tato to them what shall be done, but by
infurmal conferances with them and hy
close and eareful investigation from
iny stundpoints, to try and reach
{ Something that, receiving the sanction
[ of the legislature, will unuestionably
commend itself to the majority of the
citizens of Rosnoke, and ™ by ‘adoption
with the least delay to insire as the
earliest moment the best municipal
govarnment.

‘It seemns to me neither unwise nor
impertinent for the commercinl psscein-
tion to thoughtfvily appoint a commite
toe of its leading citizens to net in con-
junetion with the committee appointed
by the Council. Ry the careful diseus-
sion of all puints to be vovered in ad-
vanee, much valuable time may bo saved
and satisfuctory conclusions reached,

“This matter is submitted to this
meeting of citizens for disecussion and
for such action as may lead to the np-
pointment of such a committee, if it
should meet with the approval of this
meoting.

BRAZILIAN FINANCES,

The: Government lopes Soon to Huve o
Comfortable Snrplus.

’Anis, Nov. 13.—[Special|—An offi-
cial telegram was recoived In this eity
today from Rio Janeire rogarding the
Lirazilian diplematic service and the
condition of the finances of the country.
The dispatch states that all the lewgn-
tions hitherto established in the var-
fons European countries and other
countries will be maintained.

NEw Yons, Nov. 13.—Tho Herald
this morning prints a specinl dispatch
from I’aris, in which Camille Flam-
murion, the great French astronomer,
hus the following to soy about Sunday's
lunar event:

*11 5t Martin'a summercontinues.and
no new oyclone arrives, Sunday's
total cclirse of the moon will be ob-
served on that day wnder cxceptionally
favorable zonditions, for it takes placo
at the precise hour i which the moon
orosses the meridian. The middle of
the eclipse will be ovserved at Paris at
twenty-nine minutes after midnight.

**Perhaps with serupulous attentionit
will be possible to distinguish about
twenty-nine minutes past eleven p. m.
the profile of the chain of the (lunar)
Cordillerns under the form of & VEry
slight clovation—the shaded circulur
rim of cur planet.

**In general what has been taken for
this profile of the Cordilleras or Andes
was a very deep shade of certain lunar
plains.

‘!Nevertheless, the earth will be in
sueh a position during the eclipse that
it will not be possiblo to aitempt an ob-
servation without the ald of a weak
glnss, which will roughly allow the en-
tire disk of the moon upon its field,

*This will make it very interosting
at tho exact moment of tho beginning
and the ending for the purposes of
computation,

*“I'he color of the moon incolipse will
probably be a deep red. with some
shade. The tone of the color will de-
pend upon the solarrays passing through
the carth’s atmospbere and their opera-
Lion npon the lunar disk. The red may
be variegated, light or dark, and oven
of n yellowish tinge. Somotimes the
cclipso will be entirely invisible.

‘“I'hese eelipses ocear ut regular in-
torvals—eirhteen years and  oleven
days. ‘T'he eclipso of Sunday will be
the recurrenco of that of November,
1873,

“I'robably thero will be a great num-
bor of shooting stars traversing tho
heavens during the eclipse. They will
appensr to omanate from  tho constella-
tion of l.eo. These shooting stars are,
as o matterof faot, debris of Tempel's
comet, which appeared in 1806, making
a magnificent passage in a clear sky.”

BLEW HIS BRAINS OUT.

Faul N, Boenachl, of Jacksonville, Tom-
mita Sulelie,
JacksoyviLLe, Fla.,, Nov. 13.—|Spe-
elal|--Paul N. Bonachi, for many years
bookkeeper and confidential business
manager for ex-mayor Patrick Me-
Quaide, of this city, committad suicide
this morning. He was at work in his
office until after 11 o'clock last night
and went thero agaln early this morn-
ing to work on his books.

At 8:30 he loft the offico, remarking
to a clerk that ho wns going home to
breakfast and adding that he was nob
feoling very well. 1lo walked at a
rapid pace out Main street into Spring-
flald, u suburb, following the streetocar
track’ to the terminus. He then pro-
ceeded to nn unfrequented spot in the
public road. just easvof theshooting
grounds of the Jacksonville Gun Club,
whero he drew a plstol and deliberatoly
blew his brains our, killing himself
instantly.

Benachi had been i1l for over a yoar
and during that time he has been sub-
jeet to fainting fits He bad acted
strangely latoly on several occasions,
and his wife had told her friends that
she foared he was losing his mind.
Benachi was a native of Greece, but
was reared and educated in Now Or-
leans, where his father was for many
years Greek consul. He was about 42
years old.

THE WOHK OF CHIUAGO CROOKS,

Thut's What Dotectives Say About the
Blg Train Robbery.
MiLwAvker, Nov. 13.—|Specisl]l—
The most experienced detectives in the
employ of the Chicago, Milwaukee and
St. Paul railway, assisted by the sheriff
of Racine county and a large posse of
men, up to o late hour last night were
unable to track the robbers who stole
about §4,000 from the Amerloan express
oar noar Western Union Junction. Sey-
eral clues were followed up by them,
none resulting in anything, however.
Fireman Merrill and Conductor Maher
are pusitive that there were only two
men who did the job, and notsix or
more,as originally stated.
The two combination safes were
found to be intace and had been left
behind by the robbers. They were avi-

"dently frightened away bofore they had

a chance to blow the safes open. A
quantity of nitro glyoerine, whioh they
alro left behind and which was found
near the spot, would have been suffi
clent to opon ten more safos equally as
strong. One of them was consigned to
Minneapolis and the other for Mil-
walkee and a third which the daring
men compelled tho manager, Murphy, to
open {or them, contained woney and
jawelry  ageregating about £4,000.
Train Agent Barr, of the St. Paul road,
belleves tho robbery to have been the
work of Chicago orooks.
