‘A FORTUNE IN AFRICA.

‘Wonderful Success of a Poor
Young Missionary.

In Eight Yenrs' Timo Through Excollont
Liasl Inw ta e 13
u’ Rlehh Man with Threo
Thourand Porters.

About eight years agoa young man
named Stokes went to the Vietorin Ny-
anzi as a missionary in the service of
the Chureh Midgsionary society. Ile
liked the beautiful country of Uganda,
took naturally to pioneer ways, had
tact enough to mnke himself popular
with the king and head men, and be-
came o person of considernble influence
on the north shores of Victoria Nyanza.
He helped build the mission houses,
studied the language, superintended
the digging of wells and kept his eye
open for the main chance.

It occurred to him, says the Chicago
Tribune, after he had lived o year or
two in Uganda, that a Lright young
man with a little capital conld make a
fortune in trade between Vietorin Ny-
unza and'the coast. No such thing as a
white trader had ever been heard of in
that region. The people were all crazy
to get puns and ammunition, white
cloth, beads and trinkets of many sorts.
There was a great deal of ivory in the
country, and plenty of men eould be
got to take it to the coast. It could be
sold for a large sum and purchased for
comparatively little money. Stokes de-
cided Lo leave missionary work to those
who lacked business instinet and
money-muaking talent. e sent his res-
ignation to the soeciety and embarked
upon the carcer of a trader.

He was able to interesta few of his
friends in England, andmmvested several
thousand dollars in the goods. A small
caravan took his little stock in trade to
the great lake, where Stolces sold it out
in a hurry, taking ivory in exchange.
The fruits of his first commercial ad-
ventura were gratifying, and he invest-
ed his larger eapital in o bigger stoclk of
supplies and tried it again. Then eame
the rebellion in Uganda by which King
Mwanga was driven from the throne
and took refugme among the Catholie
missionaries south of the lake, where
he remamed for over a year. When o
favorable opportunity occurred for him
to return to his kingdom, Stokes did
another good picce of business. The
king needed guns and anf¥founition.
Stokes had these supplics in abundanee,
and he nrmed a considerable part of the
ling's forees.  This settled the fate of
the brother who had osurped Mwanga's
throne. llis forces were not so well
armed as those of Mwanga, Stolkes
therefore contributed in a most impor-
tant way to the suecess of Mwanga's at-
tack upon his brother in Uganda, and
he got a big price for the wvalualle ns-
sistance he had given. In foet, le se-
cured the practical monopoly of the
ivory trade of Uganda.

It is not known how much Stokes is
worth to-day, but he is & rich man,
Eight years nro he was o humble mis-
slonary, but there {8 not a particle of
doubt that now he eould live in luxury
on the interest of his money. Very
large caravans have come from the in-
terior to Zanzibar and returned to inner
Africa, but not even the*big earavans of
Tippu Tib are so large as those now
employed by Stokes. Two or three
months ago Stolies was reported to be
on the coast nt Saadani with a force of
three thousand big, strapping fellows
from Upyamwesi. [le needed every
one of them to earry the goods he was
about to dispateh to Vietorin Nyanza.
Visitors to his eamp say that it present-
ed a stirring spectacle and that it was
a very picturesque sight at night when
the.camp fires illumined the groups of
huts in which his three thousand por-
ters were lodging.  Stokes himself oe-
cupied a large native house about half o
mile from his camp.

1lis conspicuous sucecss shows what
it is possible to achieve in o land from
which many people have aflirmed no
commereinl good could come. Stoles
has become a power in Central African
affairs, and the present prospects are
that he will greatly increase his for-
tune.

PROFIT IN BUFFALOES.

Itanehman Jonea Gets 81,000 Aplece for
u Drove Going to England.

Ten huge black buffaloes were driven
aboard the White Star steamer Runie
the other morning und at noon they
were off for Liverpool, where they will
rove for the remainder of their days in
the private park of Danker Charles Le-
land, near that city, suysthe New York
Sun. C. J. Jones, of Camp Coolk, Neb.,
by whom they were raised, accompn-
nied them to their new home. [le had
his hands full bringing them through by
rail from the west. Mr. Jones raises
buffaloes about #s other ranehimen do
cattle, but he makes a grood denl more
per head. Mr. Leland pays him $1,000
apicce for every buffalo delivered to his
park in good condition.

Mr. Jones said that the buffaloes
were raised In Kansas and Nebraska.
They were fed on corn for the first time
during the sevén days' trip to New
York. At first they didn't like it, nnd
they refused to touch baled hay. Five
of the animals are males and five fe-
males. They are four years old and
weigh from 1,200 to 1,£00 pounds apiece.

*I malke n specialty of raising them,"
he said, “and these are as fine speci-
mens of the kind as there are in the
United States. The pure American buf-
falo are nlmost extinet. These are a
eross between the eatalpn and the pure
buffalu. “T'he eatalpa is u sturdy, black,
heavy coated steer, and is now being
nsed to a large extent for cross-breed-
ing purposes. The result is n hardy
product which it is almost impossible to
distinguish from the pure buifalo. The
color, gloss and thicliness of the fur is
even superior. On my ranch in Nebras-
ka I have about twenty eatzlpas and
twenty-five Lbuffalo. They cost little or
nothing to ratwe. The difficulty is to
*kkeep them corraled  Mén wiho ean nf-
ford it are now breeding Luffulo for
their pleasure parks, but 1 doubt very
much whether it is practicable to re-
place the big bherds that at cne time

used to roam the prairies in thuosands.
