pint, to make a soft dough; turn out on
the board, knead lightly, roll into a
sheet about three-quarters of an inch
thick, cut into biscuits; place in greasedtins nnd bake in a quick oven twentyminutes..Old 1 lomestcad.
.l'eas a la Franchise: Rinse and

drain a can of French peas. Put into
the chafing-dish a generous tablespoon-ful of butter, one teaspoon ful of Hour,
one teuspoonful of sugar nnd a level
teaspoonful of salt. PInce the dish
over the lighted lamp and stir until the
butter begins to . bubble; then add the
peas, and cook for five minutes, stirringwith a fork. At the end of that time
add half a pint of cream or rich milk
and cook for ten minutes longer, stir¬
ring frequently. Keep the lamp wicks
low.

.Compote of Apricots: Twelve ounces

of sugar to one pint of water; some ripeapricots; boil twelve or fourteen ounces
of sugar in a pint of water for a quar¬ter of an hour, removing nil the scum
as it rises; put as many ripe apricotsinto it as required, and let them sim¬
mer for a quarter of an hour or twentyminutes, until they are tender, but do
not let them break; then take each
apricot carefully out on a glass dish, ar¬
ranging them as taste directs, and when
tho sirup is cool pour it over them nnd
set it in a cold place..Boston Herald.
.Fillets de Uoouf: Undercut of sir¬

loin of beef, one lemon, two ounces of
butter and a little good gravy; cut the
undercut of a sirloin of beef into small
slices; fry them for eight minutes in
two ounces of butter; warm the gravyand squeeze half a lemon into it, sea¬
soning it to your taste; put a pound of
mashed potatoes into the center of* a
very hot dish; stand the fillets, or slices
of beef around it, leaning them againstthe potatoes, fresh-chopped parsely and
some bread crumbs; spread them even¬
ly over the cutlets with a knife, wrapthem in buttered paper and broil them
over a clear 'fire;, serve them up in tho
papers with sauce piquante in a tureen.
