
TROTTING HORSES

The Growth and Development
of This Animal.

(Continued.)
Allorton is a bay horse, 15.3 high, and
perfect a formed horse as ever stood

¦on foot. Allorton was foaled in 1880 by
Jay Bird, his dam bolng Gusslo Wilkes,
who wns by Mambriuo Hoy (a son of
Mambrino I'athen). His second dam
was Nora Wilkes, who was adaughtorof
George Wilkes, a son of Hamblotonlan.
Jay Bird, the Biro of Allorton, is a roan

stallion, and was sired by Georgo
Wilkes. His first dam was Lady Frank,
who was sired by Mambrino Star, and
Lady Frank's dam was Lady Franklin,
whoso pedigree 1 could not trace. The
writer found Lady Franklin in Colum¬
bia, S. C, in 1863, and purchased her
and took her to Montgomery, Ala.,
where ho entered and drovo her in some
races. I havo boon in the swim with
trotting horses for the past thirty years,
and havo roofed a number in races. I
look back to old Franklin as
ono of tho best and truest horse
friends I over had. She would
stick to a friend that she liked
like "death to a dead niggor." She was
a roan maro, only 14 Jn' hands high and
woighod 850 pounds in trotting condi¬
tion. Still she could pull woigut liko a
largo horso, boing strongly muscled.
She trotted against Flora Temple ovor
vtbo Union Course, Long Island, in 1853,
..and also against other horses. About
that timo she was taken to Columbia,S/C, in 18G0, whoro I found her. She
was a hard maro to got acquainted with
and drive, bub when once you got her
good will she was as kind as a kitten.
*3he trotted ono of tho hardest two mile
races in Montgomery, Ala., that was
ever trotted and in that race showed
herself stout hoarted and truo. She
won the first heat by a throat-latch in
5:06, tho second was a doad heat in
5:05hj and the third heat she won by a
noso only in 5:05. Tho raco was against
a bay maro called Mollio Buckner, and
at no time during tho whole race of
three heats wero tho two maro apart.Tho timo was vory fast for those times
and tho little maro was handicapped in
the raco by carrying forty pounds more
live weight than her öpponaut. Still
aho landed tho race for mo and a greatdeal of monoy.changed hands.

I took Franklin to Cincinnati, Ohio,in 1SG4 and give hor tho record of 2:21)
and disposed of her to partlos who bred
her to Mambrino Star, and aho produced
Lady Frank (the dam of Jay Bird, tho
sire of Allorton). AIpothree other foals
that trotted hotter than 2:20. As I say,I could not aeon,°tain hor brooding, al¬
though I spent time and money in try¬ing to do so. Her likes and dislikes wero
peculiar and if t-ho did nottako a liking
to tho person having her in charge, sho
would go for them teeth and toe nails,
and nothing but tho utmost kindness
would win her.

I think Allorton gets a great amount
of his good qualities from old Franklin
and breeds back to her. Allerton was
bred and has beon owned and driven byChas. W. Williams, of Independence,Iowa, who also bred tho stallion Axtoll,
2:12, and sold him for S105,000 at three
years old. Allerton mado a record an a
three-year-old at Chicago, III., in 2:14)4and has trotted in many races, beingsuccessful In them all but ono, and has
now tho mark of 2:05»kf on his black¬
board. I prophesy that ho will be able
to ascend tho golden stairs during tho
coming season and set a pin on the dial
of tho watch that will bo very hard to
knock off. It will bo observed that Al¬
lerton is strongly inbred to Goo.
Wilkes' family and it was thought by
many that tt.o inbn eding would mako
.him a little weak, but I think that the
outcross to Mambrimo Star and with
the help of the ironclad blood of old
Lady Franklin, which predominates in
Jav Bird, that the defect is overbalanced.

Nelson, the third in the list of stall--1
ions who has got a hold on the uppershelf of tho record, is a bay horse,
foaled in 1882 and is now ton years old.
He was sired by Voting Uolfe. who is a
son of Tom Kolf, ho by Pongh's Aratus
out of old Pocahoutas, 2:i7,'-£. His dam
is Grctchon and sho by Gidion, a son of
Hambletonian. Nelson's second dam
was Kate, by Vormont Black Hawk, who
was a son of Sherman Morgan. Nolson
was bred and owned by C. II. Nolson, of
Watervillo, Me. Nolson has trotted
quite a number of match races and for
purses, and has born kept busy since ho
was three years old. He has continued
to improve bis record from time to time
until last year when ho trotted at Cam¬
bridge City, Ind., in 2:10. Hois an iron
clad or ho would have brokon down
with the work and business that has
beon imposed upon him within tho pastthreo years. It is tho opinion of manythat the horse has not boon handled and
driven with discretion in a number of
his races. Timo will tell about that.
His owner is accused of being troubled
with the big head.

It will bo seen that in all .the threo
horses mentioned abovo the liamble-
toman blood is very strong. In fact
there is hardly a horso, maro or golding,that has a iast rooord in which the
blood of tho old horso is not mixed to a
great extent.

Thf most fen«mtionul fo»r»-r of this
jage tib bean the California lllly Sunol.

This young mare was bred by Senator
Leland Stanford at his famous Palo
Alto ranoho in the Santa Olara Valley.
California, and was foaled in 1886.
Senator Stanford is an enthusiastic
lover of the trotting horso and be is
more than that. Ho has not followed
beaten paths, oitbor in breeding or
training, but has departed boldly from
conventional conceptions and old time
methods and has eminently succeed.d.
On training the trotting horso Sena¬

tor Stanford's views are radical. II"
inaugurated, and bis trainer, Charles
Marvin, tbo most skillful man of his
profession, carried out and perfected,
what is now known as tho Palo Alto sys¬
tem of training trotters. Tho world's
records for yearlings, two-year-olds,
threo-year-olds. four-year-olds and five-
year-olds and tbo stallion record are all
hold at Palo Alto, and that fact speaks
eloquently for this system of training.
Sunol is a stately bay mare, consider¬

ably higher at tbo quarters than at tho
wither, and was a pbehomenon from her
drat day's training. Her besetting sin
bas been an irrirable disposition, an
extromoly nervous organisation, and her
early training was pursued under dif¬
ficulties which only a man of Marvin's
unequalled skill and remarkable pa-tienct could overcome. Sunol was
sired by Electioneer, and her dam,
Waxana, who was sired by General
Hcnton. Her second dam, Waxy, was
a thoroughbred daughter of Lexington,who was a son of Boston. In 1881 an¬
other Palo Alto bred maro Wildflower
had made a record as a two-year-old of
2:21 and that had not since been ap¬proached, but Senator Stanford's aim is
to breed early speed and when Sunol
promised so well as a two-year-old it
was dotormined to lowor tho two-year-old record if possible-

In her first attempt against tho rec¬
ord at San Francisco she trotted in
2:20%, and a week later sho covered tbo
mile without a falter in her gait In 2:18.
a performance unequaled until last fall,
when it was beaten by tho colt Anon
who mado a record as a two-yoar-old in
2:10%. Asa threo year-old Sunol was
a star on tho Pacific coast and so un¬
expectedly brilliant wore her perfor¬
mances that oven tho triumphs cf her
two-year-old year form were dimmed by
comparison.

It was a duel throughout tbo season
between tho throo-jear-old horse Axtoll
and Sunol for tho three-year-old cham¬
pionship. First. Axtoll lowered tho
throo-yoar-old record to 2.16% at Min¬
neapolis, July 2, and August 3 at Cleve¬
land, Ohio. At Chicago, August 10, ho
reduced the record to 3.14. At Sacra¬
mento, Cal., Soptember 12, Sunol trotted
in 2.13?i, and divided tho tiotting horso
world into rival camps on tho question
of three-yeat-old supremacy.
Tho next sensation came from Torre

Haute, Ind., whore Axtell trotted In
2:12, lowering tho stallion record as
well as tho throe-year old time. This
was October 11 and then tho East folt
that the latter record was safely held
on this side of the Rockies. Uutnotso,
for at Ray District track, San Fran¬
cisco, November 0 Sunol, in a perform¬
ance that was regarded as phonomcnal,
trotted in 2:10%.
Sunol was thenpurchased for a sum

approximating 850,000, by Robert Bon¬
ner, of New York, hut was still trained
by bur old trainor, Marvin. In her four
year old form Sunol was campa:gned in
tho East, but was never quite on the
fine edgo shown by her in hor threo
year old form.
At Chicago In August, 1800, she low¬

ered -tho four-year-old record of
the world to 2:11% and October
20, IS'JI, at Stockton, Col. She boat tho
best time of Maud S. by half a second,
trotting a mile in 2:08%. Thus she
holds the world's record. Sunol is now
in Mr. Bonnor's stables in New York
and is boing d-ivonon the road by him.
Mr. Marvin is now at Miller and
Sibloy'sstock farm in Pennsylvania and
will probably have the mare this season
and it is thought by many that she will
still be able to lowor the record.
Wonderful have boon tho changes

wrought in our national sport of racingwithin the last twenty yoars. So much
so that our older turf habitues are fairlycarried oil their legs and unable fully
to realize the new stato of things, as
compared with the old. Sixteen thou¬
sand, eight hundred and fifty-eight
horsos started in trotting and pacing
races in tho United States and Canada
last year.

OVER THE TORRENT.
An Adventuro on tho Suspension

Bridge.

OU are bent
upon staying
here until I got
back?" I asked,
as T reluctantly
arranged her
easel against
the rail facing
the falls, and
placed a camp-
chair bandy.
"Why not ?"

said my cousin
Alice, seating
herself and tak¬
ing out some

crayons as care¬

fully as if we
were still upon the river bluff. "I
want to sketch and 1 am tired of the
hotel." This with a nod toward the
C-house, a great summer caravan¬
sary near by. "The view hero is
simply superb. What more would
you have?"

I hold my hat on my head while she
was speaking, and felt the wonderful
structure beneath our feet shiver and
sway like some living being under tho
strength of the strong wiud then blow¬
ing.
A suspension bridge was both a

rarity and a wonder forty years ago.
Cautious people ventured upon it with
much the feeling of one who enters a
balloon for the first time. Men rode
over it, divided between a desire to bo
across and the fear of driving too fast,
lest they should shake the thing down.
The sober opinions of many ordinarily
intelligent people concerning it would
be laughed at by a schoolboy now.
Upon this particular morning I was

obliged to cross over early to the other
side upon business that could not bo
delayed. My cousin said she would go
with mo as far as the tollkeeper's gate
and sketch the bridge. But on arriv¬
ing there we found that the toll-
keeper's booth was closed and himself
absent It afterward appeared that
the man was slecring off the effects of
a night's carouse. Had he been at his
post, as he should have been, the state
of affairs which rosulted later on
and the mad agony of fear through
which we both passed would have beeu
averted.
When Alice saw that there was no

convenient point of view at hand from
the shore she went with mo upon the
bridge.

"Just a little further; only a little
further," she kept repeating, "before
I go back. Why, Jack, the view is too
lovely for anything out terol I don't
believe there is a bit of danger."
And so she accompanied me out upon

the structure to the middle. There tho
raging river bounded far beneath us,
and the mist from tho falls above rose
before us like the white smoke of an
unseen conflagration. We leaned ovci
the iron railway that alone separatee

Artistic
fervor had numbed hor womanly
qualms, and as I looked back after
leaving hor she was bonding absorb-
edly over her work.

I was detained upon business longer

than I expected to be. and a couple ofKnurs elapsed boforo my return. As I
reached the Bummit of a gentle eleva¬
tion that brought tho bridge into view
a loud hallooing near by attracted myattention. I glanced in that direction
und perceived that a drove of cnttlo
had just passed in between the towers
oloso by, and wero jostling each other
in wild confusion as thej' rushed upouthe bridge.
At this timo of tho year many drove*

of cattle, sheep and hogs wore driven
over tho route, as at this period rail¬
road transportation was still in its in-
tuuey. Tho confused trampling of
such herds always caused the airy
structure to sway and shiver in a waywhich to unaccustomed nerves was, at
times, absolutely appalling.

i became at once alarmed for tho
safety of Alice, as I coidd see her still
seated near tho center of the bridge,
bending over her sketch.

hid my eyes from the catastrophe
which I felt certain would follow.
How long I thus remained I was un¬

able to remember, but as I stood there
at the entranco to tho bridge, bowed
down and trembling, my name was
faintly called out. I looked, but for an
instant refused to believe the evidence
of my senses; for just below me, pale
and ghastly, was Alice.

It was no illusion. She had dropped
into one of the Iron cradles, which one
on cither side ran upon pulleys just be¬
neath the outer edges of the bridge
floor. These are used when it is neces¬
sary to tighten nuts and for the other
repairing purposes under the flooring.
The shock of her fall had loosened the
cradle from its slight moorings, and
under the unusual jarring it bad been
driven along tho gently-declining wire
rope to the shoreward towers.
Thus, when I felt most sure that she

had met a horrible death, sho uns
almost miraculously wafted to iny feet.

remark:
"My sketch is trampled out of recog¬

nition," said she, with a vain attempt
at a smile.
