CARING FOR THE SICK.
Tho AdrrLrr.blo Ambulance System

of Paria.

How PorNnn* Amit;tr«l with Contagious
Dtaoascs Are Convoyed to Hie Hospi¬

tals.Tiro Views «f the Vo-
liU'los Employed.

The ambulances of tho De Stucl nnd
Chuligny Street stations in Paris have
four wheels provided with rubber tires,
ami are drawn by one horse. The
corners uro rounded in the interior and
tho sheet-iron sides arc painted and
varnished. They contain a flexible me¬
tallic seat for tho nurse and a litter for
the patient. A rubber tube permits of
communication with tho driver. Theyinclude no drawers for the carriage of
the clothing and bedding of the patient,
this service being incumbent upon tho
disinfecting station. In winter they are
heated with cylinders of hot water.
Each of these vehicles is capable of

carrying one adult patient or two chil¬
dren alllieted with the same contagious
disease. The ambulance is closed bythe driver, who must keep the key in
his pocket; but tho door can be opened
from the interior. So no outsider can
open it by inadvertence
The litter put in use in the ambulance

stations of Paris is jointed, so that the
patient can be either seated or placed
in a reclining posture without having
to be disturbed. It is arranged as an
arm-chair for descending stairways,and as abed in the ambulance. The in¬
valid rests on u cushion of pure horso
hair, which can bo passed through the
stove for an indefinite period.
Tho patient having been brought

downstairs, the legs of tho litter are
placed upon the rollers designed to
facilitate its introduction or removal
through rails arranged in the vehicle.
This litter is made of iron plate, paint¬
ed nnd varnished. Apertures are
punched in the bottom of it, in order to
give it greater lightness. For children,
u litter in the form of iv hand barrow is
used. It is easily seen that this appa¬
ratus can be very easily disinfected.
Tho carriage is effected as follows:

Each station comprises a superin¬tendent, two drivers and a groom. The

nurses, who are trained, put on for the
carriage of the patient a. long blouse of
unbleached cotton, well adjusted to tho
neck and wrists, descending to the heels,
nnd buttoning nil the way down. Tho
head covering is n cotton cap which in¬
closes the hair and falls ttpon the neck.
The road costume of tho driver is a

blouse and a pair of trousers of cottou
¦worn over his ordinary clothing, and an
oilcloth cap which can be easily washedwith a disinfecting solution.
The ambulances may be ordered di¬

rect by the public, verbally, by letter,
hy telegraph or by telephone. As soon
as the notification is received, the sta¬
tion superintendent calls up the driver
and nurse through an electric bell, the
number of strokes sounded giving the
number of the ambulance to be got
ready. The ambulances, moreover, are
always ready to start and it horse re¬
mains constantly harnessed. In the
ofliee there is posted n list showing to
what hospital the patient will have to
be sent, according to the nature of his
disease.
The start occurs in three minutes at

the least. On reaching the house, the
nurse must not take the carrying of the
invalid in charge unless a medical cer-

tificate permits her to assure herself of
the contagious character of the disease.
If the diagnosis is in suspense, the in¬
valid is forwarded to the service de¬
signed for this category of patients.
The ambulance must not stop at anypoint of its travel under any pretext

whatever. As soon as it has depositedthe patient at the hospital, it must re¬
turn to the station, where it first enters
the yard set apart for disinfection. This
operation is effected by means of a
liquid projected by n vaporizer. The
outer clothing of the nurse and driver
arc placed in the disinfecting sto*«c.
Tho ambulance nnd its litter are after¬
ward placed in the wagon house. The
nurse, before retiring to her apartments,
enters a room where she makes her toi¬
let with disinfecting liquids, nnd takes
cure not to neglect to brush her hands
and nails with care.
These services, ns might be expected,

are becoming better and better appre¬ciated. Few cities to-day present so in¬
genious and practical means for the pre¬vention of contagious diseases.

JOSEPH W. FIFER.

Renomlnatcd by tho Republicans of I1U-
nt>ls for Governor.

Few citizens of Illinois havo pre¬
sented so early In life a personal, pro¬
fessional and public career more worthy
of study than Gov. Fl for. Horn in
Staunton, Va., he removed with his
father in IS.", while yet a mere lad, to
McLean county. 111. Hero ho was cm-
ployed in farm labor, attending' the
district school during tho winter
months. In ISfil bo enlisted at Rloom-
ington in tho Thirty-third Illinois in¬
fantry, with which regiment ho served
as a private for somo months beyond
the three years for which be enlisted.
At the siege of Jackson, Miss., he was
seriously wounded. Upon being mus¬
tered out of the service in 1S04, he en¬
tered as a student tho Woslcyan uni¬
versity in llloomington, through which
ho supported himself and younger
brother by his industry both during va¬

cation and torm time. lie completed
his college course in June, 1808, und be¬
gan the. practice of law in IMoomington
in tho beginning of tho year 1SG9. In
1STI he was elected corporation coun¬
sel, which position he held until bis
election tho following year to tho oflice
of state's attorney of McLean countyby the republicans, which oflice ho held
during eight years, and until his pro-
iinotion to the state senate. In tho senate
'Mr. Fifer took a position of equal prora-inenco with that which he had occu¬
pied at the bar. A reputation for learn¬
ing and ability had preceded him, and
.be was accorded a position of much in¬
fluence. In 1SS4 he retired from office,
resuming the practice of law, which he
purstied until his election as governorin tho campaign of 18S3.

CONFEDERATE FLAGS.
Itnnnrrs Under Which tho Kolillerg of the

South Fought.
In March, 1801, the confederate con¬

gress adopted as tho national emblem
tho so-called "Stars and liars." It was
made up of three horizontal bars of red,
white and red, with a blue union in the
upper left-band corner, on which were

displayed thirteen white stars in a cir>
ele, thus giving the historic red, white
und blue, which tri-color appeared in
all the succeeding changes.
The resemblance of this to the "stars

and stripes" led to confusion, mistakes
and loss of life in the battlo of Manas-
sas, and shortly after that action, saysthe New Orleans Times-Uemocrnt, an¬
other Hag was born to the confederacyin September, ISO I.
The battle flag was then ndopted.This, in the language of heraldry, was

a red field charged with a blue saltier,
with a narrow border of white, on
which were displayed thirteen white
stars; in other words, a blue St. An¬
drew's cross on a red ground. This was
easily distinguished and was never
changed.
Tho stars and bars 'were in '03 sup¬plemented by the camp flag.
This was in size and shape like the

other, except that it was white with no
stripes, and the battle flag iu tho upper
corner, next the staff. It was found
deficient in actual service, in that, dis¬
playing so much white, it was some¬
times apt to be mistaken for a flag of
truce, and on February 24, 1SC5, it gave
place to the last flag of the confederacy,the other half being a red vertical bar.
Appearing so late in the war, it was not
6o familiar ns the others.in fact, was
comparatively little known.

THE FAME OF COLUM3US.
Tho DMcoverer'a (1rent Voyage the Out¬

come <>f Several Invention*.
Emilio Castclur, the famous Spanish

statesman, in writing about Columbus
expresses tho following sentiments in n
recent number of the Century: I at¬
tribute the historical good fortune of
this portentous hero to his martyrdom;
or, in other words, to the virtue and
efficacy involved in the nature of suffer¬
ing". That persistent struggle of the
discoverer with superstition, prior to his
wonderful success, and that other
struggle, after his wonderful suc¬
cess, with his own errors and
with ingratitude, encircled his brow
with a crown of thorns, of which
every barb that pierced his templeswhile ho lived became at his death a

shining ray of glory. At the foot of
every altar lies a sacrifice.
The fabulous aspects of bis career be¬

came almost incredible. BeholdinghowColumbus stored his mind with all tho
gathered knowledge of his clay, how he
urged before universities and learned
men the indispensable adoption of his
plans, based in part on his personal
conjectures and in part on his experi¬
ence and Iiis researches; how in all that
time of steadfast preparation ho staked
his hopes upon magnates, archbishops,
monks and potent queens and kings;
bow learning and calculation entered
into his plans as much as intuition and
genius, many pious souls professed to
discover therein revelations such ns God
made of old to his prophets, and pro¬
posed to the church his canonization. I
attribute such exceptional treatment of
Columbus to the fact that discoveries
and discoverers exert a potent influence
upon tho imagination; and yet theyhold a lesser place in popular historythan statesmen or warriors. How much
more important would it be in our day
to know who invented tho flourmill
than to know who won tho bat-
tic of Arbclal The fact is that,,
comparing tho volumes devoted to
statecraft and to war with those
treating of labor and industry, one is
astounded and dismayed at the in¬
credible disproportion. I can under¬
stand why this should have been so in
nges when manual toil was considered
degrading, and when trade, relegated
to the common sort who were political¬
ly debarred from .coping with the
patrician classes, was despised. lint
even in our day, transcendently the
age of labor and of industry, while tins
names of great commanders are borne
on the world-wide wings of fame,
those of discoverers fall with the ut-
most ease into ungrateful oblivion.
For one Galvani, one Franklin, one
Daguerre, one Edison, who has sprout]his renown among all classes and
stamped an invention forever with his
name, what a vastnumber of unreinem-
bercd or unknown glories.
The peoples of the future will not bo

so ungrateful. The first years of this
century will grow in universal remem¬
brance, not by reason of those Na¬
poleonic victories, whose godlike re¬
nown a thousand poems sing, but
rather because of another and better
title to glory.the voltaic pile, im¬
prisoning the nil-diffused electric fluid,
and by its chemicals and metals engen¬
dering currents and forces as though it
were n microcosmie universe, an epitome
of the alchemy whereby the great
powers of nature produce and maintain,
life. Without the astrolabe, invented
by the Arab schools of Cordova and
Seville for the study of the heavens;
without the science of algebra, so great¬ly facilitating the labor of call-illation;
without the mariner's compass, which
fixes a sure point to guide the bark lost
in the infinitude of sky and sen; wittiQtttthe printing press, which within a
short half century uftcr its invention
had already become a potent auxiliaryto the development of the human in¬
tellect, the discovery of the new world
.itself the logical result of a slow but
sure evolution, wrought out in suc¬
cessive stages like till great human
achievements, and not by sudden chance
.could never have taken place.
The observation exhibited by a norsabelonging to Prof. Romanes is both inStructivc and amusing. "I had t\horse," the professor writes, "which

was very clever at slipping his halter,nft«r ho knew the coachman was inbed. He would then draw out the twosticks in the pipe of the oat bin so ns
to let tho oats run down from the binabove upon the stable floor. Of course,. he must have observed that this wo»the manner in which the coachman ob¬
tained the oats. On other occasions, ho
used to turn on the water tap to obtain
a drink, nnd pull the window cord to
open the window on hot night«."
