paper.A Description of the Structure.

[/ THE Timks has its own ideas about
Decennials and the proper wav to celo-
brate them. It has contributed money,
brains and work to making this Decen¬
nial a success. Its floatis no loss unique
than any in the parade. Its building
is as finely decorated as any in town,
but tho monument by which it proposes
to mark the day is the breaking ground
for a now Timks building, tho only
building ever erected in tho .State out¬

side of Richmond for tho exclusive use

of a daily newspaper.
The combination whereby Thk Timks

has been enabled to have a home of its
own is composed of tho liberality ol

Several prominent citizens, the best
known among whom aro James S. Sim¬
mons, \V. II. Tinnley and A. S. Asberry.
Ry tbe first of October Tin: Timks will
be in a home of its own from founda¬
tion to roof. 11 will be located on the
south side of Campbell street between
Commerce and Henry, adjoining Oakey
& Woolwlne's.
The building, a fine cut of which is

presentoi in this issue, will be threo
Stories in height. 85 feet front and 05
feet deep. It will be orected under the
immediate supervision of ('apt. T. ('.
Oakley, the veteran builder and con¬

tractor, who also drew the pians of the
building.
The front will be of Washington

hydraulic prcs-s brick, with Indiana
stone trimmings and pilasters. Tho
Stairway will ho on the left hand and
the entrance to tbe business otlico on
the right. A 13 foot plaie glass window
with cathedral glass transom will fill
the front. The business ollico will bo
finely finished in oak, with panelled
ceiling and ground glass doors and par¬
titions.
Tho counter will bo at right angles

with the door, tho ollico occupying tho
main part of the front of tho building.
Directly in rear of tho business ofliee
will he tho private ollico of the business
manager, and immediately adjoining
will ho tho editorial rooms. Tho edi¬
torial rooms will communicate with tho
composing rcom with pneumatic tubes
and speaking tubes, whilo telephone,
district messenger wires and special tel¬
egraph wires will give communication
with the outside world.

All the appointments of tho ollices
will bo of tbo most permanent and sub¬
stantial quality. Money will not bo
spared to make Tue Times' business of-

tico tho finest of its character in tho
State.

In tho rear of tbe private office of the
business manager and connected there¬
with will bo the mailing-room, press¬
room, paper-room, and power-room.
Tho equipment of Tiik Times press¬

room, at present not excelled outside of
Richmond in the State, will shortly bo
improved by the substitution of a fast
perfecting press for tho fine Hoe double
cylinder press now in use.
Tho press in contemplation is one of

che most improved and latest to be bad
and is capable of delivering, cut, pasted
and folded, 30,000 s-pago papers per
hour, or 10,000 10-page papers per hour.
It will bo one of the finest in the South.
The rapidly increasing circulation of
TllE TlMKS fully warrants the expendi¬
ture. Tiik Timks proposes to give Roa¬
noke a daily equal to any in the State.
The people of Southwest Virginia havo
cojie nobly to its support and it is
going to prove worthy ofthat support
Th second floor of Tiik Timks is to be

thoroughly fitted up and UFed to carry
out ono of THE Timks' i et projects,
but that will all come out later. There
will ho als'j a bath room and toilet room
for tho bom fit of Tiik Timks.
On the third lloor will be Tin; Timks

composing room with an otllco for tbo
foreman. This composing room will he
lilted with every mechanical appliar.e '

for getting otic a daily paper.
It as well as tho whole building will

be fitted for gas and electric lights, and
no expense will be spared at any point
to make the building a thorough struct¬
ure.
