Moomaw & Woods as, counsel
for the purchasers, n ade objections to
tho title on the grounds that the will of
Willlam R. Coon,through whotm the title
weas derived, did not rest in Mrs, Gish
the fee simple title, but in case Mrs.
Gish should outlive the brothers of
Williath B. Coon, the children of the
brothers would become heirs to the
property.

B. H. Gigh and wife brought suit in
the Hustings Court of thisjeity torequire
the purchasers to take the property.
Judge Robertson hela that the title was
defective, whereupon an appeal was
taken to tho supreme court and decision
rendered yesterday in favor of the plain-
tiffs, three of the conrt holding the title
to be good &nd two holding it to be de-
feotive, Col. G. W. Hansbrough, of
Salem, and J. G ., Kean, of Lynch-
burg, represented the plaintiff, Penn &
