STEVENSON HERE

He Addresses a Large
Crowd.

5,000 PEOPLE HEAR HIM.

He Expounds the Principles of
Democracy.

The Distluguished Visitor Arrived in the
City Bunday Night—BMet at the Depot
By About Three Hundred FPeople.
Taken to Hotel Reoanoke—Driven
Around the City Yesterday—Reception
in the Afternoon—Escorted to the Tab-
ornacle at Night by the Band—Bteyen-
ston's Great Spoech—The Turlff and
Force Bills Discussed—0IT For Rristol.

Hon, Adlal E. Stevenson, accompanied
by Mrs. A. E. Stevenson, arrived in the
city on Sunday evening at 7:30. The
depot platform was thickly lined with
expectant expectators numbering at
least 300 people. The party was con-
ducted to the rear exit of the depot.
Five carriages were in attendance and
the distinguished party were at once
driven to Hotel Roanoke and shown %o
the suite of apartmentsalotted for their
usa.

So eager were many to interviow the
Demceratic candidate for Vice-Prosl-
dent that the corridors of Hotel Roan-

okn were filled with visitors early yes-
terday morning. Immediately after
breakfnst tho General, with Mra. A, 1,
Stevenson, held a reception toa large
number of visitors in room No. 2 ot
the hotel, The Gonoral and wife, ne-
companied by Capt. M. M. Rogera and
Miss Taylor, were driven first to the
captain's residence and afterward to
Mill Mountain. Tue morning was per-
feot, the air oxhilarating, which, added
to the lovely scenery the party viewed
during thelr ascent, made thedrive most
enjoyable.

I'he party visited Hotel Rockledge
and the observatory and returned to
Hotel Roanoks for lunch.

A hand-shaking reception was held in
the parlors during the afternoon. Num-
bers avalled themselves of this opportu-
nity to meet Mr. and Mrs, Stevenson,
coming singly, In twos and in crowds.

Democratic enthusiasm was particu-
larly exhibited in one supporter from
North Carolina, He had seen the Gen-
eral at Winston, which so aroused the
political fire in his breast that he muss
nerds come to Roanoke and ese the
General once more. He was very much
cxcited and endeavored to engage the
candidate in a political harangue The
General was very much amused at the
fellow’s purtinacity.

Mr. Stovenaon was most courteous
and digni ‘ed in nis bearing, entering
with interest into all topies of conversa-
tlon with ease, fluency and grace. Mrs.
Stevenson won the admiration of all by
hor pleasing demeunor and the kindly
interest she displayed In everything
concerning the city. Although suffer-
ing from & cold the General reassured
his visitors by prow.ising that it would
oot deter his speech.

Among his visitors was a deputation
from the civizens of Bristul, who in-
sigted on the General scopping at their
city on his way t Shelbyville, Ind.,
and delivering a speech. ‘This the Gen-
eral promised to do providing that sult-
able arrangements could be perfected.
This was dono and the party lefs on a
spuecinl train lsst night for Bristol,
where Mr. Stevenson speaks to day.

In conversation with a T13es reporter
Mrs. Stovenson said that although she
beard of Roanoko she expected but an
ordinary country town, and she was un-
able to describe her astonishment and
delight on seelng a city of such dimen-
Bioms,

A committee, namely, Rush U. Darr,
had been appointed to go to Lynchburg
to walt upon Senator Daniel to invite
his presence in Roanoke. Although the
Nenator is suffering from throat trouble
Mr. Derr prevalled upon him to accept
the invitation.

"Tha Democratic committee received
a telegram to this effect and met Sen-
ator Danlel, who arrived on the 4:30
train. A warm recoption was scoorded
the Senator when he reachéd the hotel.

Paul C. Edmunds, who also arrived
on Sunday night, was warmly wol-
comed and sheok hands with numerous
friends. At 7:45 last night the mem-
bersd of the Centrsl Democratic Club,
headed by the Machize Works band,
marched to the hotel and escorted the
whole party in carrlages to the Taber-
nacle.

There were fully five thousand peoplo
at the tabernacle when General Steven-
sop and his party arrived there. The
speakeras were pgreeicd with cheers as
they ascended the platform.

ayor Trout called the vast assem.
blage to order, and then introduced
Hon. Paul Edmunds, candidate for Con-
gress from this district.

forgotien. I do not feel that to-night I
stand bofore strangers—we are all
American oitizens, all llving under one
flag, all protected by one Constitution.

*‘By an aot of generosity which has
become historle, the Old Dominion con-
ceded to the general government their
grand area, atretching westward to the
Missigsippl, and others out of which
have been carved mighty States. From
one of these Siato, the greatest of them
all, the great State of Illinois, I come
back to the Old Dominion, tho mother
of us'all. I stand before you to-night
not as 4 stranger, but as a follow olti-
zon, snd as o fellow-Democrat of this
groat country. During the short time
I shall address you I shall endoavor to
indicate to you some of the reasons why,
in my judgment, your interest and the
intorest of all the people of this country
will be subserved by the election of
Grover Cleveland to the Presidential
chalr and the restoration of the Demo-
cratic party to power.

‘It must not be forgotten that the ad-
ministration of Graver Cleveland was
confegsedly an honest administration
of the general government Under that
administration no scandsls in appoint-
ments 1o office took place; under that
administration the bonds of the govern-
ment of the Unitea States wore paid at
maturiLy; under that sdministrution we
had peace all over the country, and thera
has been no period since the close of the
war, or at any time after our war, that
80 many Northern emigrants and so
much Northern capital found its way
into the Southern States as during the
administration of President Cleveland.
Why ? For the reason that all of the
Southern States had their governments
in their own hands and thelr was pro-
tection to property; protection to llfe
and therefore millions and mlllions of
Northern capital sought invesiment in
the Eouthern States, and you will re-
member, fellow-citizens that for the last
two yeara of Mr. Cleveland'sadministra.
tion a question was asked and this was
what it was, What shall be dono with
the surplus revenue of the government?

“This was an important inquiry for the
reason that the revenue of the Govern-
ment exceoded tho expenditures of the
Government more than one hundred
millions of dollars & year. Under the
wise, the } oness, the economical admin-
istration of President C.eveland, as I
have said, the revenues exceoded {is
expeditures more than one hundred
millions of dollars, so that the question
wasd, What shall be done with the sur-
plus revenue? And when he retired
from office, and the Government was
turned over to his Republican successor
on the 4th day of March, 1850, a little
1ess than one hundred millions of dollars
was in the Treasury.

‘‘We have now had ‘three and a half
years of Republican administ ation and
the question is no longer, ‘What shall
be done with the surplus revenus of tne
Government?' but tha question is where
ghall the Government ob5tain revenues,
with which to meet (18 current expondi
tures? And it is a fuct that the Vreasury
of the Unived States to-day i= confronted
with bankruptey. What has ocaused
this is a question thatshould come home
to every honeat voter, whatever may
have been his purty before. In my
judgment the osnkruptey which
threatens the Treasury to day is caused,
first, by the reckless, the unnecessary
and unwise appropriations made by the
Fifty-first Congress, a Republican Con-
gress, the frat Congress which has
gone into history as & billion dollar Con-
gress.

“In the second place, because of the
McKinley bill, the tariff law, by which
the Government of the United Statos
has been defranded of Afty millions of
dollars of ravsnue. This ia one of the
causes why, as I have sald, there Is a

deficit, there will be a defleit
in the statement of the Segre-
tary of the ‘Treasury estimating

the income of the revenue of the Goyv-
ernment for the present fiscal year, and.
the probable expenditures for the same

year thero will be a defleit of fifty-two

millions of dollars. McKinley tariff
law, asl have said to you, has deprived
the Government of the United States of
this immense revenue. :
‘‘How? First, by increasing the tarlil
taxes, inoreasing the duty on imports so
high as to exclude forelgn goods from
our markets, and thereby depriving the
Government Tressury of the revenues
neceasary for the purpose of carrying on
the Government. Secondly, allowing
the homa manufacturer to increase the
rice of his goods to the consumer just
n proportion ns the tariff has been in-.

creased by tho Republican Conpress.
But, it has been said, to you I suppose
1t is here, a8 it is with us, that foreign
governmenis pay the tariff tax, that
somehow or other foreign governments
pay their tarifl tax.

'Some of you people know what tariff
means, but just for the sake of the boys
here I will tell them what it means—it
menns, boys, ‘tax,' and when we speak
of lmport duties, custom duties, tariff
duties, it always means taxesi—and

“taxes alwaoys at all times and under all

circumstances come out of the pockets
of the people of this country. I sald to
you that it is a part of the contention
of our Republican friends that foreign
governmeuts pay this tariff tax and that
our Government is absolutely supported
by foreign governments. I want to give

,¥ou an illustration of that and then we

will see ambout it. In the State of
Illinols thore lived not far from where I
lived a Republican who was a confirmed
bellover in the McKinley tariff bill.
"*He had heard his Republican Con

greseman say that the foreign govern-

ment paid its tariff taxes and he be-
He went over to Eogland,
and while there he bought one dozen
paire o’ socks. He pald a small con-
aideragion for them, and when he came
home, that is when he reasched New
York, he found that he had to pay a
tariif tax, or an imporl tax amounting
to $2.25. He pald it reluctantly. and
then sat down and wrote to his Repub-
lican Congressman a letter, and told him
about the fact that he had bought the
socks very cheap in London. He pald
the §2.25 and knew that he would get {o
back because the consumer did not have
the fax, ‘but now, Mr. Congressman,'
sald he, ‘to what foreign governmont
shall I apply to get back my 82.252' "

(Voice: *‘Hit them again, old man!")

‘‘That {8 all right, but I don't like the
old man part of it. Now, my fellow-
oitizens, I rofer to that because it is ab-
golutely unsurpassed; it shows the ab-
surdity of the statement ihat foreign
governmonts pay the taxes. The man
who buys, the last purchaser, {s the one
Wbo paya this ariff tax. I will give you
a little illustration on that point that
occurred when my distinguished friend,
Mr. Tucker, and I were members of the
same Congress, and I am always glad to
associate myseif with an honorable gen-
tlemen Ilko he i, A bill was intro-
duced in the Iouse by s Democratic
metrhor of Congress for the purpose of
taking the tariff tax off of quinine. I
do not know whether it {8 used much
down here or not: but out in Illinois on
the creeks quinine is legal tender.

**We are compelled to use a great deal
of it, and we thought that it would be a
good iaea to eake the tariff tax off qui-
nine, That bill met with the hearty
support of every Democrat. While the
bill was pending there was but ene es-
tablishment in the United States on-
gaged in manufacturing guinine, and
that was Powers & Woightman, in Phil-
adelpbis. One of the represeutatives of
tuat firm cama on and told mo, and he
told some other members of Congress,
‘If you pass.that bill it will ruin us.’ I
tell you the honest truth, I was more
concerned about vhe parties who used it,
and I thought we had better pnss that
bill, and we «id pasa that bill.

**The tariff tax was taken entiraly off
of quinine and what has been the result?
This, you cun buy seven times as much
quinine to-day for one dollar as you did
before. Why? For the simple reason
that now when you pay one dollar you
got adollar’s worth of quinine, instead
of 20 cents. with 80 cents golng into the
‘pocket of the protected tariff reformers.
I do not know any better i1lustration of
it than tbat. Powers & Welghman, of
Philadelphia, are still in business. I
do not know how much money they are
making now, but I will venture to say
thoy are making ten times as much
money a8 any mechanle or laborer or

prolesaiopal man in this county to-day.-

*There is an illustration now under
the McKinley tarift bill. Our Repub-
llcan friends clalm great crodit for hav-
ing taken the tariff off of, or reduced
the price of sugar, by which you buy
more pounds for your dollar than you
did befors. Thas i{s true, but inthe
same bill is a provision that requires
that there ahall be paid for fifteen years
$10.000,000 a year outof the Treasury,
whicn means out of the pookets of the
taxpayers of this country, for the pur-
poae of protecting another industry In
thiscountry at the expense of the con-
sumors of sugar, and under the same
bill the high protective tarifl party
stands upon dangerous ground when
they undertake to teach the people any-

thing in regard to the tariff by obj¢ct
lessons, becswse there i8 & danger: that
the people of shis county may inquire if
by taking the tariff tax off of Bugar you
2an buy mom&munda of sugar for 81.

“*Why would not the same blessed re-
8ult follow if you reduce the tarlff and
take the tarif off of clothing, wollen
clothing, boots and shoes and all the
other necessarles of 1ifo,

*'My fellow-citizens, I will not detain
youby adiscussion of the tarlff question.
There is nnother question of yet greater
importaznce, but I cannot pass from the
discussion of this question without an-
swering one objeotion. The Republi-
cans have insisted for years that high
protective turiff laws moan high wagea
to the laborer; means high wages to the
mechanie, to all men who oarn their
bread by daily toll.

**‘They have repeated this year af:er
year and men who earn their daily
bread by dally tofl in many parts of the
country have gome to the polls and
voted for the Republican ticket, and
haye kept the Republican party in
power. What {8 their contintion then?
That a high tanff neans high wages.
Let me tell you that {s not true. ‘Che
only effeot of the tariff upon wagesis to
diminish, to lessen, to deerease the
ﬂnmhaulns power of the ages How?

y increasing the tarifr, by inereasing
the tax, by increasing the cost of the
necessaries of life they deprive the
dollar that is earned by the hard laborer
otits full purchasing power. I sald to you
and I desiro that you may remember ir,
that the only effect of the tariff upon
wages Is to 1 the purchasing power
of the wages, and it is not true, as they
contend, because we have one tariff
that is universal In the United States,
and you know, 68 I know, that in Cali-
fornia and Colorado and in the newly
settled portions of thias country wages
are double, and in some cascs treble, to
what they are in the older parts of the
country, because wages are not con-
trolled by the tariff, but by the great
law of demand and supply, and which is
unlversal and above all leglslation,

‘‘One word more—when you are told,
I address myself especially to mechanics
and laborers and all men who earn their
bread by dally toil, that when you are
told that the high tariff means high
wages, remember this, In 1846 & Deémo-
cratic Congreas passed a low tarlft bill,
which was amendoed in 1857, which was
known in this country as the low tarift
law up to 1861; it was passed by n Demo-
cratic Congress and approved by a
Democratic President and has gone into
history as the low tariff law. In that
bill the average rate of tarlfl taxes was
but 10 per cent. |

‘‘Now, a Republican Congress has
paesed what was known as the Moyle
tarift bill, in 1861 and 18692, by which
the tariff taxes were to 85 per cent., and
by a subsequent Ropublican Congress,
beonuse the Republican party had the
sole control of all departments of the
Government, and by the eleotion of the
Forty-fourth Congress the tariff taxes
wera constantly increased, until the
aversge rate of tariff taxes was 47 per
cent. Then, in 1890, when the Republi-
¢an party had control of the House, and
had control of the Senate, and had con-
trol of the executive, and had vontrol, in
fuct, of all the departments of the Gov-
oernment, they passed the McKinley biil,
by which the tariff taxes were again in-

‘*And when you are told by Republi-
can orators nnd Republican newspapers
that high tariff means high wages to
the laborers of this country ask them
why It i8 that the tanffa have gone up
year after year, increasing the coat of
the necessaries of life to the consumer,
why it is that the wages of the people
have not gone up In proportion. Now,
my fellow-citizens, I leave that subject
with you. I want to say a few words on

NEW Yonk, Sept. 201—|Specinl | —Fol-
lowing is the lettar of Grover Cleveland
aceapting the nomination as the Demo-
cratic candidate for President of the
United Statos:

“GESTLEMEN: In respondiog to your
formal notification of my nomination to
the Presidenoy by the National Democ-
racy E bope I may be permitted to ‘Bay
8t the outset that conilnued reflection
and observation have conflrmed in me
my adberence to the opinions, which I
haye herétofore plainly sod publiciy de-
clared, touching questions involved in
the canvass.
“Thisy is a time, above all others,
when thess question3 should be con-
sidered in the lignt afforded by sober
apprahension of principles upon which
our government i3 based, and a clear
understanding of the relation it bears
to thu‘feopla for whose benefiv it was
created. We shall thus be aupgliad
of any
proposition relating to the maintenance
and adminlstration of our government
can be ascertained, and by which the
justice and honesty of every politioal
uestiom can be judged. If dootrines or
theories are preseated whioh do. not
eatiafy this taste, loyal Amerloanism
must pronounce them false and mis-
chlevous. Protection of the people in
the exclusive use and enjoyment of
their property and earnings concededl
constitutes the espeeclal purpose ng
mission of our free government,
‘*This design is so Interwoven with
the structure of our plan of rule, that
fallure to protect citizens in such use
and enjoyment or thefr unjustifiable
diminution by the government itself is
a betrayal of the people's trust. We
have, bowever, undertaken to build a
great nation upon a plan especially onr
own. To malntaln it, and to furnish
through its agency means for the sccom-
plishment of national objects, the Amer-
foan people are willing, through federal
taxation, te surrender part of their
earnings and Income. Tarif legisla~
tion presents a famillar form of federal
taxation. Buch legislation results gs
surely in a tax upon the dally life of onr
people as a tribute pald directly into
the hands of the tax gatherer.
"'We feel the burden of these tarift
taxes too palpably to be persuaded by
any sophistry that they do not exiss, or
are paid by foreleners. Such taxes, rep-
regenting diminution of property and
rights of the people, are only justifiable
when laid and collected for the purpose
of maintaining our Government and fur-
nishing means for the accomplishment
of its legitimate purposes and functions.
This is & taxation under the operation
of tariff for revenue. It aceords with
the professions of Amerlcan free inssi-
tntions, and {ts justice and honesty an-
awer the test supplied by the eorreet
appreciation of the principles upon
which these institutions rest,
‘'T'his theory of tariff legislation
manifestly enjoins strict economy in
public expenditures and their limitation
to legitimate public usos, inasmuch as
it oxhibits as absoluts extortion any
exactlon, by way of taxation, from the
substance of the people beyond the
necessities of a careful and proper ad-
ministration of the . govorsment. ' Op-
posed to this thecry the dogma is now
boldly presented that tariff taxation is
justifiable for she express purpose and
intent of thereby promoting eapecial
Intorests and enterprises. Such a prop-
osition is so oclearly comtrary to the
8pirit of our constitution and so directly
encouragea disturbance by solfishness
and greed of patriotio sentiment, that
its statement would rudely shook our
people if they had not already been in-
aldiously allured from the safe land-
marks of principle.
““Never have honest desire for na-
tional growth, patriotie devotion to she
country and sincere regard for those
who toil been se betrayed by the sup-
port of a pernlolous doctrine. In itsbe-
balf the plea that our'infant industries
should be fostered did service until dls-
credited by our stalwart growth; then
tollowed the exigencies of terrible war
which made our people heedless of op-
vorsunities for ulterior schemes afforded
by thelr willing and patriotio payment
of unprecedented tribute; and now,
after a long period of peace, when our
vvarhurdened countrymen ask for rallef
and restorition to s fuller enjoyment of
their incomes und earnings, they are
wat by tho ¢lalm that tarlff taxation for
tbe sake of protection ia an Amerlcan
system, the continuapce of which is
necessary in order that high wages may
be paid to our workingmen and & home
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
