MORE GLORY THAN GOLD.

Imaginative Literat Offers Poor Fi-

nancinl Rowardglo Its Dovolees.
[Special Corflspondence.]—
NEwW YoRE, Sept. 6.—It is announced

that J. 8. of Dale has completed another

book, which is in the course of publication,
but the friends whom he made a dozen
years ago with his novel “Geurndale” will
be disnppointed if they expect to find any
romance or churming love talein this latest
work., It will have calfskin covers and
will bo found in many libravies. Yet it is
#afe to say that no person will ever read it
through from beginning toend. Mr, Stim-
son’s latest book is m work for lawyers.
Upon it he has spent more time than he
ever did on any of his novels, and it will
probably bring him a much larger income
than his stories ever did, aud will give him
a fame nmong professional men, who never
heard of him as J. S. of Dale, the novelist.

‘When Mr, Stimson was graduated from
Harvard those who kuow his power asa
literary man were inclined to think that
he was the coming novelist, He had en-
thusinsm for romantic composition, a
charming style and knew how to tell s
good story, and yet do it in an unconven-
tional way, or at least an original one, His
novel “Guerndale’” was published when
he had been but o few years out of collega,
It caught the favor of the critics, and if it
did not make a great hit was one of the
books of the year which were talked about,
It seemed to Stimson and his friends ua
though he might have & brilliant literary
carcor ahead,

The young nuthor discovered, however,
what mauy others have found to be tho
truth, that the favor of the critics and
even sowme measure of popularity do not
in this country assuro to the writer of
fiction a suflicient incomo to justify mak-
ing it o vocation unless the author has
some other means of support. .Boyle
O'Rellly was urged often to give himself
up entircly to literature, but he used to
smlle when such propositions were made
and say that journalism waus a kinder and
more prodign]l mistress, His income from
his newspaper was equal to that of somoe
of the most influential bank presidents,
but his income from pure literature he be-
Hoved could not be the tenth part of what
he gained in his profession.

O'Reilly and Stimson were friends, and
the brillinut poet and journalist did not
hesitate to ndvise his young friend to pluce
norellance upon literary work forasupport.
Stimson turned to the law, although his
friends always clalmed that he meant to
mauke thut his lifo business, and while the
law Is o jealous mistress, not permitting
much to be done in the way of litorary
work, Mr, Stimson hus found time to in-
dulge in legal literaturo nt least, and while
no sentimental maidens or romantic youths
will ever read his book it will probably in-
crenso his bunk account, and that is more
than bis novels ever did.

Stimson's experivnce is not unlike that
of some others who have ventured when
young intoliterature. Robert Grant would
pretty nearly starve if he depended upon
his literary work for support. William
D. Howells, who is called our mest sue-
cessful novellst, finds it necessary to do
journulistic work in order to gain asuf-
ficlent income from which ho cun save
enough to provide for him in bis old age.

Mr, Howe, who wrote “The Story of a

Country Town,"” one of the literary suec-
cesses of a fow years ago, said to a friend
whlle ona visit to New York that while
the sale of the book was large hio was sur-

prisixl that the pecuniary results were so

smanll, and altbhough he has written sev-

eral novels slnce, yet he depends for his in-
como upon the oarnings of a newspuaper

which he in part owns.
John Habberton, whose "*Helen'’s Bables"

has tho lnrgest sale of any story ever pub-
Hshed in Amerien, excopting “Uncle Tom's

Cabin,” “Ben-Hur" and onc or two other
novels, remuing o journalist, writing storlea
a8 an avoeation rather than a vocation.
Mrs, Stowe, Miss Alcott and Mark Twain
are the only suthors of recent years who
have mude not only a handsome income, but
a considerable fortunoe, by the writing of ro-
mances and tales. Washington Irving re-
celved more for his “Life of Washington'
than for any of his imnginative lterature,
and Fenhmore Cooper was & wealthy mnn,
not dependent at all upon the income from
the sale of his novels.

The common belief §s that Mrs. Burnett
received lurge sums for ler storles, yet
tha truth is that while she was paid well
for somo of them she owes her prosper-
ity entirely to a single play dramatized
from her story of “Little Lord Fauntle
roy,"” When that drama was having its
run in New York city, Mrs. Burnett wes
receiving royalties of from 8000 to £1,200 a
weel, Shesaid to a friend with whom
she was staying in New York that for the
first time in her life she had experienced
the delicious sensation of filnding that her
balanee at the bank was constantly in-
creasing, and that she was weekly in re-
ceipt of a great denl more monoy than she
needed to spend., It was this experfence
which caused her to say that when the
contract she had made to write two or
three wew novels had bLeen fulfilled she
wonld devote herself entirely to the drama,

Mark Twain's fortune was very greatly
incrensed by dramas which be coutrolled.
None of his books, excepting “The Inno-
cents Abroad,” brought him a great for-
tune, but his play of “Mulberry Sellers”
yielded him in four or flve years neurly
£70,000 in royalties, and the “Prince and
Panper” bhas been a4 1cst profitable
venture.

Edward Eggleston, who has been one of
the most fortunite of American novelists,
does not make over §5,000 or £7,000 on any
one of his storles, including payment for
serial publication, and it is sald in pub-
lishing circles that the largest sums enrned
by any writer of fiction are those patd to a
person writlng under & nom de plume
certain detective stories for sensational
weekly papers.

Charles Dudley Warner was a hard
working journallst for n number of years
before he gnined fame, The editorinl con-
duct of the Hartford Courunt was in his
churyge, as the duties of General Hawley,
the editor in chief, ns governor and senator
made it possible for him to do but little
work. Mr., Warner's fanme came almost
by aceident. He wrote a series of papers
for The Conrant some twenty years ago
leseriptive of the life of an amateur
farmer. Ie wrote them without any wlea
that they wonld bring him fame, bat they
were 8o delightfully humorous, having the
true literary flavor and the gentle huamor
of Charles Lamb without lm;u,g_ginll imi-
tative, that they nttracted wide #Mention,
were republished in book form, and, as the
author of My Summer in n Ganlen,’ Mr,
Warner found himeelf among the Ameri-
enn literary immortuls. Since then litera.
ture rather than journalism has been his
voeation. He has traveled much, and he
hias had for a nunrber of years supervision
of the humorous department of Harper's
which is ealled "The Drawer.”
