THE COLUMBIAN CELEBRATION.

TheFirstDay of the Great Event
in New York.

Grent Crowds Flocking Into New York,
Iellglons Berviees Having Refeorsnce
to the Discovery of Colmnbus Held.
Interesting Services Held By the Span-
Iah nnd Portnguese Congrogutions,
The Anclent Ritunl Observed,

New York, Oct. 5 —[Special]—This
is the first day of tho great Columbian
colebration, Religious servicus having
reference to the discovery of Columbus
and tho constant pouring in of visitors
was the foature of the day. All trains
coming into New York to-day brought
crowds of strangers, and the ferry boats
wera packed like sardine boxes. In the
synagogues throughout the city thanks-
giving dervices wero colobrated, and
many of the houses of worship were
crowded to the doors. Ons of the most
interesting sorvices was held at the
Spanish and Portuguese congregation,
I"itth Avenue and Ninteentn street, H.
Perreia Mendes, rabbl,

‘I'his is the oldest congregation of
Hebrews in the city and was f.unded
200 years ago by Hubrows driven from
Spain in the famous expulsion of 1402,

Tne ancient ritual was read with
traditional chants. A rare treat in
music was given, which consisted of
swoet old moledios dating back prior to
Lho oxpulsion. Av 10o'clock De. Mendos
spoke of the expulsion of the Hebrows
from Spain and of their good home in
America. I8 words on the influenes
of tho discovery of Americs on the Jews
wers inturoating.

7 hiroughout these eyerciscs ancient
customs proveiled, and the male portion
of tho congregation keeps the head cov-
ercd in accordanee with the command
to priests in Bxodus. Dracbman spoko
of “larael's dobt of gratitude to Colum-
bus and Awmoeriea.” Dr. Kobout, Rev.
Raohael Henjamin, De. Malsner and
Rabibi llarris preached appropriato ser-
mons to crowdiod congregations, and  in
all synagogues children sang hymns.

BERLIN, Oct. & —|Special|—I'ha long
distance military ride 13 the one topic
of conversation in this city. All classoes
of inhabitants are interested in tho
event, which has totally eclipsed poli-
vics and evérything else. Despito the
disappointment of the Germans at tho
winniny of the race by an Austrian and
tho hetter general time made by them,
they are lavishing every ‘hospitality
upon them.

Bmperor Willinm will return Monday
ovening from \Woimer, whithor he has

inetin voe presentation of the new minis-
sry bill. ‘T'he ehnnecellor, who has sue-
ceeded in overcoming the emperor's op-
position to the bill, did not consult
either Miquel or Von Eulenberg, presi-
dent of tho Prussian Council of Minis-
ters, in rogard to the measure. It is
predicted that the chancellor will dis-
eolve the Relchstag if the bill fails to
pass,

T'he radical papers are jubilant over
this outlook and express the bopo that
in the event of dissolution thoir pariy
will make great gains. The Vossischo
Zeitung say~ to-day that there is no
chance of the hill passing, and that tho
dissoluzion will only strengthen the op-
position and compel Chancellor von
Caprivi to resien. The ebancollor, in
the moantime, circulates s story that
the bill ‘as now proposed is practically
the same a8 the ono prepared by Princo
Bismarck, which had the approval of
Count von Waldorsee, who was then
searetary of war, avd that there is no
truth in the reports that either tho
chief of stafl or the minister of war dis-
agroe as to its provisions,

They want that distines ¥ under-
stood, It ia on account of the state-

wents of those whu declare that they
wore wronged at his hands. Even these
peoplo say that if Weaver will omit
from his speech all refersnce to his ac-
tlons while bere, he will receive good
treatmont at their hands and boal-
lowed to depart in pence.

When the train arrivod this morning
with Weaver and Mrs Loase there were
nearly 200 men in waiting at tho depot,
most of them mounted on hor.obuck or
In farm wagons and buggies, all of them
farmers. After an foformnl reception
the procossion started toward town with
4 band wagon in front, two carringes
bearing tho visitors and recoption com-
wittee next to their men on horaeback,
T'he Demoerats had thirty-five deputies
appointed to attend the speaking and
S0 thnh prace was kept.

Weaver was intreduced to a large
crowd on tho public square by J. B. Ma-
Dowell, president of the State Alliance.
Ho spoke for thirty minutes. In sum-
ing up his answora to charges made
against bim, Woaver said: ¢

“'As God is my judge, I never did in
Pulaski onesingls thing thatis charged,
except the levying of money, and [ pro-
nounce charges unqualifiedly false.
