LEFT TO A VOTE OF THE PRIVATES.

Why the Confederates Dl Not Storm
the Unlon Works at Petersburg,

The private solidiers had so few priviloces

durivg the war that it does me ool 1o

mention for the first time in print an inci-
dent of the sicge of Petersbure, There aore
a plenty yet living of the old soldives wihio

can tell you that the question of “storin-
Ing™ or “nov storming™ the Yankeo works
At Petersburg by night was left to o vote
of the privates,

I forget dates, it has heen so Loz, Tt it
was just o shore while before the Con-
federntes left theiv trefichios and started
on the nine days' retreat which emded at
Appomatiox.

It had been well known for some time
that Lee conld not holid out peainst Grant
wineh longer unless, by taking sonie des-
perite chianee, advantage might be goained

to the Confederntes. A couneil of oflicers
wits held, and while of course 1 do
know what happened in that mecting 1
do Enow that it beenme understood anons
the privates of the arny that there Tl
been i disngreeient among the ol :

and failing to agree they comprom
leaving the guestion of  stormi
Yankee worksat night to the ion of
the privates—a thing so unusual thae it
eist o shndow over their hopes,

On the day before the vote was to e
taken at night the bushes, rubbish aml
brush were ordered eleared or leveled in
ihe ravine between thetwo armivs. 1t was
a perilons undertakiog, but the Confl-
erutes pathered their axes amd withoat
flinehing marched to their work, Strange
to say, the Yankees quietly watehed this
procecding without fiving a gun, it heing a

waork they wished performed or clse they
anticipated that the Confederntes were fisx-
ing 1o storm their works—n thing they
much desired. Anvhow the Confederntes
ot through with their work and went
back to their camps without any troubile,

but fully confident that it was a prepara-
tion to eharge, nll ignorant of what tirn
miatters were to take,

When night approached and the oflicers
quictly bid the men to fall in you may
wonder nt the surprise of all privates when
they were told that all commissioned oni-
cers would retive from their presence and
that privates should decide by ballut
mmong themselves ns to whether the Yan-
kee works should Lie attempted by storm
upon thit very night.

A dittle incident happened just as the
commissioned oflicers retived, and none of
us can suy to what extent it bore upon the
netion of the privates,  The mail had
arrived—letters from home to the birave
soldier boys, an_ unexpected thing just at
that time, for it was so early to get the
miails then, The arrivid of these letters
from home stopped all other thought, and
the men gathered in gronps around their
orderly sergeantsanxionsly listening to tlie
mmes upon the envelopes to be ealled out,
As each man received his letter he hastensd
from the group to some little fire leht,
and down npon his knees he broke the seal
and reml the contents. Soon there were
nuny kneeling men round®he fives throngz ),
the camps, and as now and then one wou kil
reaech out and punch up the chunks yon
could gee the tears glistening in his eyes,
