their page in history.

The furmnation of the regiment wns sng-
gested in the second emergency of the war
—midsunmmerof 1S02—when recraiting had
entirely ceased in the north aud the losses
in the Virginia battles aroused the people
to aseuse of their new peril.  The work
was completed within thirty days. Files
8000 proew to squads, sguads to platoons
and plutoons to companies, nnd one day
the ficld ofMicers thonght it high time for
their fine, pew and clegantly cquipped
regiment to exercise at battalion drill,
never doubting but the new offspring
wonld  honor its parentage at the fivst
chinuee
I due time the line formed on the crest

aslope and the order was given, “For-

ward, march!” "It was a delightful and
dnspiring sight,” says the regimental his-
toriun, who vever loses sight of the fun
while his pen traverses the field of blood.
“The men moved down the slope with
stendy, vinging tread, in perfect line, the
rille barrels—with bayonets on them—
aming and shimmering in the sunl
¥ seemed invineible, As they marched
on, tiie bands playing, the colors flying, a
mirrtial spirit in the very air, some unfor.
tununte trod upon a yellow juckets' nest
hitlden in the grass. ‘Uhere was musie in
the air.  On, on, regardless of the stings of
the indiznant buzzers. DBut nnother nest
sturbed, aml still others: the musice
usid,  The yellow jnekets mnde a
ed attack. The regiment hesitated,
fultered, wavered, fled—fled in confusioa,
covercd with stings instead of glopy,”

For aday or two camp was alive with a
restless mab of scarred up men, whonever-
theless smiled behind their senrs, for these
were bitt patehes of dey mud plasters. The
fichl was cleared of hornets by eantions
tactics, suud drill went ou until o eall sum-
monvd the men in haste to Antietam, thern
to nwasure stings with another species of

The One Hundred and Eigbteenth joinet
Burues' brigade of the ifth corps on the
field av Antietany, and on the 200l of Sep-
tember, the day after Lee's vretreat, was
orderad across the Potomae by the Shep-
herdstown ford to reconnoiter the encmy.
Another division had alrendy crossed at
thie same ford on u similar ereand. While
the Corn Exchunge men were wading the
strenm they were met by some of their vet-
ernn comrades returning from the Vie-
ginia side, and in the spirit of guying the
fresh recruits the latter ealled to them,
“Noenemy in sight.” The Philadelphinng
bal the lead in the brignde, and when
about half the regiment had erossed and
the hewd of the line was toiling slowly up
the Virginia bluffs by a ravine that cut
into them ot an ensy slope an orderly
deshed up to Gen. Barnes nud reported
the en¢my on hand in heavy force.

Gen, Barnes wns to the front directing
the march of the Corn Exchange regiment
and told the colonel to get his men quickly
to the top of the cliff, then rode back into
the water to hasten the rest of his brigade
acrass, Col. Prevost, of the One Hundred
and Eizhteenth, led on up the bluff, There,
on the edge of a belt of timber they had
just quitted, stood several battalions of
Confederates formed to advance. Col,
Prevost sent ont skirmishors, and at this
challinge the enemy opencd upon the
hapless ranks exposed o the edge of the
bluifs. The regiment was not fully formad,
but the colors were on the ground, and
after some slight wavering every compnny
reached §is plnce in the line of Tattle ad
every vnwounded muan vesponded to ordors,

Bullets few with the rush of a wind-
atorm, and dozens and scores of the men
dropped in their teacks, "he fire was re-
wurned, ns was supposed, with all the de
peration the veension enlled for, but, nlas!

Shortly o Confederate general rode over
the ground and demanded an explanation
of the trespass in absence of u formal truce,
Crocker replivd thnt he was acting with-
out authority beeause the same had been
refused himg that the dead and wounded
woere his congrades, and rules or no rules
bumaunity wil deceney called for nction.
“How long have you bLeen in serviced"
a-~ked the general, who was an old regular.
‘Tawenty days," suid the licutenant proud-
Iy, “Ithought so.” Argument would be
useless on suech o novice, and Lis enrnest-
ness disarmed all severity, so the general
stationed patrols around the fleld and kimd-
ly pointed out o boat that wonld serve to
ferry the bodies neross the river., On re-
1 to eamp Crocker was plaesd in ar-
rest, but no one had thie heart to humilinte
8 soldier so brave aul energetic, and the
charge was dismissed,

At Fredericksburyg the regiment followed
the charging columns to within 300 feet of
the stane wall, and remained p night and n
diy under a shoarpshooter's fire that was
futal the moment o man exposed himself,

HALLYING ON THE OLD LINE.
The casuunlties were 61, of which number 14
died of their wounds, At Chancellorsville
160 men and officers made a Lrillinnt

tion close to the enemy nnd raked by &
stenddy fire of musketry, They passed a
night in thoe captured works, and a storm
coming up one of them, Capt. Henry
O'Neill, who had volunteered for the en-
terprise and was equipped as a private sol-
dicr, erccted o shelter tent, lit a eandle
and passed the time in readiog, When
the sharpshooter's bhullets made leak holes
In the ennvas he plugged them with wads
of paper. O'Neill was o charpeter who
furnished no end of earap iun. When he
volunteered to go into the rauks at Chan-
eellorsville as a skirmish fighter he de-
clared that he was “joost tived o' marking
time behind breastworks®  He said he lit
the candledn bis tent to charin away the
lightning. Confederate bulletsdidn't wor-
ry him.

Q'Neill was subsequently promoted to
mpjor, nnd an his first suecession to the
commantd of the regiment was ordered to
Hold battalion review, “He constituted
himself both commandant and reviewing
oflicer,” writes the historian of the resi-
mwent,  “Heappeared mounted, his trous-
ers hidden beneath his ‘seven league boots’
wand Bissword at vight shoulder shift. The
ceremony  of presenting  nrms, opening
ranks, musie, vte, was entirely omitted,
The mojor's habit was to run his com-
munnds together with sueh rapidity that the
worils were senreely distinguishuble, con-
cluding with the command of exeeution—
that he nlways had right in o bigh and
plercing key,

Bietter probably that he did, for the Int-
ter alone indicated the movement ta be va-
vented. The enntionary directions were of
Lis own phrasing and he disdeined to be
erimped by adherence to the manual of
tacties,  Iamiliavity with his methods
nd what he proposed to accomplish ex-
tricated the battalion from stagrering dif-
ficultivs.  On this oceasion he annonneed
the review and continued himself in com-
mand.

" SUPPLIES FOR TYPEWRITERS.

Mysteries of the Processes for Making Iuk
Ribbons and Manifolding Papers.

The munufacture of typewriting supplics
Is a first elass mystery. It would scem
thot the making of such articles as ink
ribbons, carbon paper and manifold paper
is hedged nround with secrets. The pro-
privtary valoe of the various brands on the
murket cousists in the private knowle?--¢
of processes which areexplained to nobody,

Typewriter ribbons of the hest sort nre
minde out of the finest cotton ribbon, which
is bought in larege rolls. They vary in
width from five-sixteonths of nn inch to nn
fneh and o balf.  Some ribbonsare cut ont
of cotton  cloth, but this is an inferior
et o The ribbon is sciaked in lguidl
ink, being  subsequently  rubbed very
thoronghly in order to distribute the ink
thronzh all the fibres. Finally it is sulb.
jected to n process of polishing, which
renders At possible to handle the ribhon
without much smut,

Themost important point is the conpie
sition of thoe ink, the ingrodients of which
are kepr seeret, 1t is mixed with oil nnd
glycerine to keep it from getting dey, Two
kinds of inks are used for the ribhons
That employul for ordinary ribbous von
tains such insoluble pigments as logwoml
or prussinn blue or lnmpblack. Dut the
ink for copying ribbons must be composcd
with soluble colors, usnally aniline dyes,

After being sonked, rabbed and polished
the vilibon is eut into lengths of from five
to eighteen yards, wecording to tho ma
chines on which they are intended to b
usel. Lastly cach ribbon is wrappe! in
silver paper ortin foil and put inton piste
board box. However, the newest thinwg is
to sell caech ribbon wound on a little el
nside of i tin box,  Durability is the gl
ity chiefly demunded in typewriter rib
bons.  The process of applying the ink re
quires great skill, I there is too mueh |t
will smnt.

Carbon paper, for manifolding on the
typewriter, is 4o diffieult to make that it is
exceptionnl to find any that is first rate. It
is  mannfaetured simply by combining
lampblack and undrying oils with suitahle
paper. How to secomplish this success
fully is u problem on which n vast amount
of lnbor und money have been expended.

Manifolil tissue paper, such as the press
associntions amd symiicate correspondents
use for semling out their news nnd letters,
as many as sixteen good copies being
struck off at n singleé toneh of the type key,
is 1 rom the best cotton amd manilla

There
was no marked change for thn botter
until after 1 o'eclock, when an active
movement to cover the shorts sct in,
The advance from the lowost was
equal to @13 with industrials, New
England, Louisville and Nashville,
Northern Pacific preferred and tho
Coalers in the lead.
