Aftor every one's hunger had been
appeased, Toastmester Sheohan rapped
fur order and in o few well chosen
words stated the object of the gathering,
The first selection on the programmo
was o chorus by the band entitled,
*Wno Built the Ark.”

**(tllmore and his Succossor.” was ro-
sponded to by Professor John Keeley, as
follows:

“To say that I hesitate to speak on
tho subject that bas been assigned to
me would but faintly express my feol-
Inga. If I was endowed with the elo-
guunco of Hurke, Webster or Dopew
the most extravagant culogy which I
could give to our departed fellow musi-
cians would be but faint praise. No
words that I could say would bring him
closer to you. But I will try from
momary to speak of him with justice
and with love. We all know him—if
not personally from thutcloser aequain-
ance that comes from the keen apprecia-
tlon of his artistic succe:s. What
bouter example have wn to prove to us
that in tho world uf musie, art or litera-
ture royal birth or moneyed influnnce
are but naught in the race against
genius and parseveranco.

“Born in that Bmerz' ) Isle, the wit of
whose sons has caused moro laughter
and their sorrows more tears, than all
tho nations on the iace of tho globe,
he early exbibiced all rthe predominat-
ing traits of character that made bim
succosaful in later life. His paronts
were poor, ard to eéseape tho poverty
that surrounded them they sought thair
fortune in Ameriea. IHero is where Gil-
more st started bis musical carvoar.
Joining an smateur band in ono of tha
suburhan towns of Boston, he rapidly
pusied himself to the front and was
recognized as a promising musician,
Wo next ind him in Boston playing
second cornet in the Goermania Band,
considered wt that time the finest band
in Massachusetts. Always pushing and
aggressive, we next seo bim leading the
organization, taking all the engage-
munis from his competitors. When the
war broko out ho took a bapd to the
front and served his country faithfully.
GGilmore did not attruct any particular
attention outside of his native Siate un-
til he conceived this first jubiles, The
pgreat musical success of thia jubilose
induced him to attemps o greater one a
few years later. Musicians were present
from all parts of the earth. The impe-
ti4 given to all classes of music by this
jubilee ought to be sufficient reward
wirhout his later trlumphs, Receiving
a prossing invitation from New York,
he left Boston soon after this jubiles
and gathered around him the band which
hug become a housshold word In every
muslclan’y home. His trip thiough
Kurope and subsequent tours through
tho United States resulted both finan-
clally and artistically in great suc-
cesses Nover was there a musician who
retained the respect and confldence of
his men like Gilmore—an honorabls

gentleman—a preas director—a consei-
entious Christian,

*‘tle was very happy In his home life.
A tulonted daughter and a loving wifo |
remain to mourn his logs. I could tell
you of how I first heard Gilmore and |
with what ecstatic enjoyment I listened |
to Tannhauser Overture for the Urst |

time. That was sixtoen years ago, but
to-night across the long period of years
1 can soe him standing with his magio
baton in his hand, drawiog such musle
from his band a8 Orphous never dreamed
of. I was eharmed, anraptured, and al-
though I have heard the samo music
Eluyed by Lim and also by other line

ands many, many ttines sincoe, I never
experienced the same feellng that I felt
on that night. It made wmo a hetter
boy with better thoughts and with purer
aspirations.

“(Hlmore's 1ife was like his music—
grand and inspiring. It should encour-
age us poor, humble followers of the
god of music to imilate his peracverence
and integrity.

“Lived of sroat men all reming us=
We enn mnke oor own subline,

Auil departing leave behind us
Funturints on the sands of tlme,"

‘'‘May his momory live long in the
hearts of musicians.”

Professor Keeley alsopaid a glowing
tribute to Gilmore's succeasor.

**Tell Me That Mother Has Forgiven
Her Boy," was well sung by D. Jones,
after which Ur. Chatham rondered one
of his excellent songs.

H.C Smith responded as follows to
the toast, **The Elevating Influence of
Musie:”

UM ToAST MASTER AND GENTLENEN:
I must apolegise for appearing bofors
you with o manuseript, but I provido
myself with a chart lost] belost among
the goldon billows of the subject upon
which I will attempt to spoak for a few
moments,

‘‘In connection with my subject, *The
Elevating Influcncesof Music,' the first
question that sBuggests itself tomy mind
is, What is music? Physically it is vi-
bration, 8o 1.easured, proportioned and
rhymed as to bo pleasing 1o tho ear, but
in its highest sense it is God’s gprandest
gift to man. It is pre-eminently above
all other arts or languuges, It has a
logic of its own. « None so sovers, more
subtle, and surely none so iaseinating,
for it leads, it charms, into the infinite.

“'As we ali know, we are mado up of
passions and emotions that may be in-
fluenced for good or evil, and “thore is
no language that receives a moro roady
response from oure emotions than that of
music. Recognizing thiv fact the ro-
ligious, and also the rheatricl, martial
and secisl worldd cmploy this divine
lanwuage to call into play feclings nnd
emotions thut our poor lunpuage is ut-
torly powerloss to cops with. Iss=en-
tinlly music does not deseribn  the
sighty and ~ounds of nature with which
wo are familine, but i5 bas a distines
world of its own. Whenover it ismade to
deseribe natural sights and sounds it
leses that eloquence snd grandver that
is peculiarly its own. I do not mean
that to properly conple it with words of
our langruage is to detract from its of-
feets, but on the other hand it helps uy
to a4 more explicit comprehension of the
desired constriction of the language of
the molody, as, for ingtance, take our

national hymn, *Ameriea," whose
grand and  glorious molody s
alono sufficient to arouse our

noblest suntiments and aspirations, but
whon coupled with the immortal words
that are sung to the music the effect is
infinitely above and beyord the power
of our lanpuage to deseribe. Butsad to
say musie can be made to assist to call
into play our baser passions, also by
coupling it with words that do so. So
that having once heard the music and
words togetter, the hearing of the music
alone aftorwards will awaken the senti-
mont experienced upon hearing both to-
gethor, which i8 to be lamented. But
on the other hand we aro better men
and women for heving heard good, pure
music.

“I might talk on indeflnitely about
music and its eflects, as 15 is a subject
upon which the eloguence of the great-
est orators might be exhausted a hun-
dred times and still be pregnant with
sparkling gons of thought and beauty
untold, but to avoid boring you farther,
I willclose my remarks by reminding
you of theold adage, which suys ‘Mu-
sic bath charms to sooth tho savage
broast,’ the truth of which is domon-
strated by the fact that Mr. Waller
Pochahontas Huff ecalls for ‘Dixie’
upon every ocoasion.”

*‘'Why 1 Never Bacame a Musician,”
was the toast that Waller Huff had to
respond to. Mr. Hulf acquitted himself
vory creditably but lefv rather an in-
distinet impression on the minds of his
hearcrs why he had not becoma a mu-
sician.

‘The orchestra rendered a schottische,
and I, J. Browne responded to the toast
of “Tho I'ress.”  Ile spoko of the warin
sympathy existing botween the band
and the newspapers aod pledged cordial
support to all plany for building up o
wusical sentiment in Roanoke.

Mr. Charlea Stiles gavo u very humor
ous descrivtion of his exparioncss as a
professional musician. 1t consisted
1ageely in wrostles with *‘the ghost that
{ailed to walk” and bucking **the tiger.”
Professor Leary sang “The Old Osken
Bucket,” with an accompanament by
by tho band. Harry Baughwman's rela-
tion of his experiences with the band
wad Interesting and well told. Leader
Keeley gave *'It Was a Dream," and W.
A Noble responded to the toast, *“Tha
R. M. W. Band.”

At this point the toastmnaster as-
sarted bis prerogatives and drafted vol-
unteers {rom the assembirge with ex
cellont results, A Dutch song, by W.
O. Adams, drew hearty applause, as did
Prof. Leary's singing of *Where Was
Moses When the Light Went Out.”
Keeley sang **The Christening.” One
of the best things of the evening was
contributed by Mr. D Jones, n an
unigue lrish medley, deseriptive of Sen-
ator Rafferty's banquet.

‘Tosstmaster Sheehan tried once or
twica to bring the meeting to a close,
bu was interrupted by fresh kogs of
berr being rolled across the floor.

Finully this most interesting meoting
was brought to a close in timo for Doc
Chatbam to go home and feed the chick-
ens. ‘‘Mike' says that if Waller Poca-
hontas Huff had been toastmaster in
place of John Sheshan, the band never
would bave gone home unless the
“bewery" bad run dry.

“The Good Night song from *Ermin "
and “Auld Lang Syne” brought the on-
trtainment to an end. As there issime
cispute as to whether this was the pro-
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per deconnial anniversary, it is pro-

posed to sotle all differences by doing

it ovor again in the near future.
HISTORY OF THE BAND.

The decennial enlebration of the Roa-
noko Machine Works Band murks an
epoch in its bistory. It has grown from
o toddling infant to a puissant slant,
and is un honor aliko to both city and
citizens, The band was organizd ten
yoars ago in George Frazier's house,
No. 820 Ruvhorford street, en the land
of the Roanoke Improvement Com-
pany, uoar the present site of the Gas
Works. The original organizers were:
Goo. Frazier, of Montreal, Cunusda, and
his son Fred; J. T. Ward. Robert
Richie, of Montreal; Isanc Robinson, of
Montreal tormerly known as *Runk,”
and W. (+ and H. H. Bsughman. They
vlectod Chas. Blackwall, superintendent
of the Muchine Works, as president,and
Wm. Dickson, of Canada, vice-president.
Geo. Frazier was band master and J, T,
Ward, of Altoona, sccretary.

Thoeir first musical atlempt was to
play in honor of the Norfolic and Waost-
ern officials on tho 10th of May. Thoy
formed at the upper end of tho shops
and played in their shirs sleaves while
the magnates of the road wero inspect-
ing the works. Apollo on his lyre may
have played more seductively, but this
was the initial attempt ot the finished
orgunnization cf to-day. During thesamo
weelk the Assoclation of Mining Knpgi-
noers mel in Roanoke and were eoro-
naded by the band,

At that time the members were few
and the instruments ceudo and primoevai,
Thelr playing on this cceasion fue-
nished some witty remarks for Mr.
Kyd Douglass, of Hagerstown, attorney
for the Shenandosh Valley railroad in
his Decennial oration on the 16th of
Juna lust

T'na engineers went from here to
Bluo Ridge Springs to attend o banquot
and the band sccompanied them on that
night, Whilo around the festival board
chnmpagne corks wern stimulated to
pop and rich viands were made richer
and mors palatable to the music of
“Yankes Doodle” and “Ged Save the
Queen,” ot that time tho only pleces in
their myeical vocabulary.

During this period a neat sum of
money was donatod and Mr. Frezice ap-
pointed Limsnl! a committen of onn to
wo North for the purpose of purchasing
new justrumaents,which were put on ex
hihition at Paul Berkowitz' clothing
atore  After Mre. Frazier resiened J, P.
Posteigas, of Huntingdon, Penn., was
chosen loader,

In 1834 W. K. Carr came to Roanoke
from Altoona. Ho had been the loader
of the Mountain City band. The Al-
toona boys resolved to vrecuro his ser-
vices 6o that some American features
might bo irtroduced, as beforo overy-
thing bhud been English, “dontcher
know."

From tho time of Mr. Carr's selection
as leader the band began to improve,
and next camo the first uniforms.

The first trip out of the city after the
uniforms wera procurcd was made to
Wytheville in 1884, to *‘toot things up"
for littlo Billy Mahone, who at that
time was in the United States Senate,
When they landed with their bright in-
struments and nobby uniforms a man
with his bands 1n his pockets up to his
clbows and hayseed in bis whiskers, re-
marked: ‘“I'here comes the Roanoke
boys, and they've got on their hest
ciothes, too."” Mr. Carr had a sore foot
and took a carringe. While sitting in
tha vohicle, with his brilliant insignia
and gorgecus trappings on his breast
and shoulders, an old negro walked up,
and, taking off his hat, said: “Howdy
do, Mars Billy; I bave walked twonty
miles jest to see you."

Mr Carrleft the city in 1855 and
Nicholus Russell, of Pennsylvania, was
solucted leader. He had charge until
1887 and undor his management the
band prospered. In 1887 Mr. Carr ro-
turned to loancke and again took the
buton, his leadersbip continuing until
1801, It was during this poeriod thatthe
organization came near going to pleces,
but Mr. Care through hard work sue-
ceeded in placing it oo a solid footing.

In March, 1801, Mr. Carr resigned and
Jno. Kesley wns elected as his succes-
gor. Under the present management a
splendid organizatrion has been per-
fected, and the band is now tho pride of
the city and State.

Mr. Koely is a fine organizer and o
thorough musicinn and it is largely due
to bis suceeasful Jeadorship that tho or-
ganizavion now perfected 18 enabled to
celobrate, with o grand baoquet and
musical programme, their decennial,

The Machine Works band hns always
been moted for its gentlemanly deport-
ment and fine behavior. In 1884 Mr.
Cere reeatved a lestor of congratulation
from the then sonator from this district,
Hen, Henry 8. Trout, upon their fine
appearanes on tho streets of Bichmond
ata Domoeratic celebration.

The band has pluyed in nearly every
town and city in the Stato as well as in
many distant cities. They are notod
for thelir musical zehievoments from
Norfolk to Dristol and certainly their
suprrior is not to be found in Virginia.

When it was declded to celebrate
Roanoke's Decennial the band ordored
handsome new uniforms for the ocearion
and mado their first appearance in them
on that day. The uniform consists of a
dark blue frock coat, with a doubls row
of brass buttons and shoulder straps
boaring the letter “R. M. W. B." The
pants are of a light blue and have
s wido gold brald stripe down the leg.
For headwear the band has a fatigue
cap and ahelmet.

On tho first day of May the band was
organized into a stock company, of
which Joseph H. Sands was elected
president and P. C. Leary secrotary and
treasurer. The directors are Measrs,
Joseph H. Sands, R. H. Soule, James
Hanthorn, H. Stauffer and Col. Huger.

Personnsl of the Band,

The following are short sketches of
the differont members of the band.

JOUN KEELEY,

the leader, was born in Lanoaster,
Mass,, and took the leadership of the
band In March, 1801, after tho resig-
unation of W. K. Carr. He has boen sue
cessfully leader of several bands in Co

necticut and New York, and alss play.u
in the Soldler's Home Band, of Ham-

ton, Va. He ocame to Roanoke in N-
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vember, 1858, and has been a member
of the band since that time, with the
oxcoption of ono year. He is notably
proficlent with the cornet.

1. A. COLMAN,

the drum major, was born in Boston,
Mass., in August, 1863, His firss musical
experience was with the Machine Works
Bind. Ue assumed thoe the shako and
baton about a your ugo and is noted
principally for his heighit, measuring
with his shako seven foet ten inches,

TUHOMAS M VEIGH,
who blows the solo I flav cornet. was
born in Liverpool, Lingland. He came
ty America in 1880 and mude his home
in Wesley, R. I, st whieh place he
pluyod in the Wesloy band. Ho came
to Roanoko five years ago, and after
staying here for fuurteon wmonths went
on the road with Geo. Wilson’s min-
strels.  1le joined the Roanoke Muching
Works Band when he returned about
four years ago.
M. C.SMITHE
is from Raleigh, N. C., and before
coming here played in the Raleigh, Dur-
ham, Suffolk and Norfolk musical oe-
ganizations. Hoecame to this ecity in
June, 1890, and sinco that time he has
been o womber of the Machine Works
Band. He is a baritone playcr.
FRANK M'@INNIS
i from the city of Lancaster, Pa., and
formerly bolonged to the old Liberty
Band of that pluco. He came to 12un-
oko three and ono-half years ngo, and
hus beon a membor of thoe loeal organi-
zation for two years. Ho plays on tne
tuba. :
FREDERICK FRASER,
one of the original organizers, nnd who
performs on tho slide trombone, was
born in Sydney, Australin. He be-
longed to tho Royal Artiilery Band of
Syduoy, sud alterward to tho Royal
Scotts of Monrreal, Canada.  Ho egmo
to this elty in 185:.
CHARLES EGER,
the first cornot, {s uriginully from Now
Hritain, Coun. Ue belongad to tho
American Band of that city. He camo
to Roanoke five months ago to play on
Decennial day, and bas been with the
band sinee that timo,
CHARLES STILES
was born in Vermont, and before com-
bngr bere pluyed in the Fortress Monr.o
and Salem, Ma:s., bands. He came to
this city two years ago, and is now ono
of the regulars of tho present eity band.
Mp, Stiles is ono of the fluest solo clar.
ionet playors in this section of the coun-
try.
} A. CRISTEN,
who performs on the clarionot, was
born in Frunce, und came to Pennsyl-
vania in 1873, e was a mombter of the
Susquebanna Band, and came here
threo years.
de T GODODMAN
is an Englishman by birth but came to
Roanoke from Plymouth, Penn. Ha
played in the Plymouth brass band, also
the Leet band of Pittston, and the
Smithville wachine works band of New
Jersey. Ilo also belonged to Morgan's
engineering musieal organization of
Ohio, and come to this city in 1886. He
plays the first tenor trombone.
FRANCIS KEELETY,
brother of the present leader, is from
Deep River, Conn. He beionged to the
Union band of that town and came to
Roanoke two yearsago. About oighteen
months ago he becamo o member of tha
Machine Works Band. Ho playssecond
alto.
D. BODDER
is from Chambershurg, Pa. He was a
member of the local band of that eity,
coming to Roanoke in April, 18p0. Ha
enlisted as soon as he came and beats
tho enare drum.

H. B. STAUFFER

was born in Washington, but came here
from Altoona. He formerly organized
the Jeffersonville Indiann band, and
has also played in tho Altoona band.
He has been here for nine years and is
tho next oldest momber, to the two
organizers, now hore. llo was chosen
president of the Machine Works Band
two years, before the resignation of
Superintendent Haupt. He plays second
cornet.

A E. THOMAS
is from Rohreraville, Md., and belonged
to a musical organization of that eity,
Ho also played in the Newark band of
Uhio. Ho eume to this city in 1380,
sinco which tvime ho Lias boon o member
of the band here. Ho blows the alto
horn.

o BARRY
hails from Lowyille, Now York, and bo:
longed to ton band of that eity. llo
moved to Roanoke onn year ngo last
June, and now blows thoe trombono in
the presont band,

L M. FAVILLE
was born in Syracuse, Now York, and
afterward moved to Dolgoville, whare
he joined the city bund o Lay boen a
member of the Roanvke band for three
yoara and plays solo alto.

E. A. RUSSELT.
is from Middleport, Ohlo. He belonged
to the Sixth Hogimental Band of the
Ohio National Ghuards, and came to Hoa-
noke o little more than two years ago.
He plays the plecalo.

D, 1 JONES
is from the city ot Danville, Pa. He is
of Welch perantage and was a member
of the Northumberland, Pa., Band. He
left Roanoke at one time, but on his re-
turn re-enlisted in July, one year ago.
He plays second alto.

HARRY BAUGHMAN,
eneral foreman of the City Gasand
%\'atar Works, was born In Everett,
Hedford county, Pa., and played in the
city band of that place. He came w0
Roanoke in April, 1583, He is one of
the organizers of the Machine Works
Band and plays the Bb. base.
