DESTITUTION AT HOMESTEAD.

The Unemployed Workmen There Are in
Want of Necessities.

Homestead, Pa., Nov. 29 .(^po
oial).In regard to tho widespread re¬

ports of destitution and consequent suf¬
fering among tho former employes of
tho Carnegie mills here, consequent on

th » formal abandonment of tho strike
and the failure of tho strike' benefits, an

investigation ha,s boon mado by a re¬

porter of tho Associated Press. The
greatest proportion of idle steel workers
hero is probably in tho second ward,and
the general situation of alfaira thoro is
perhaps as fair an example us it is pos¬
sible to givo of the situation as a wh.ole.
There is. in tho first place, a mistaken

Impression abroad as to tlio number of
the old employes who have been taken
back to work in the mills. About 2,000
tuen formerly employed there have ap
plied for work since tho strike was
abandoned, and nut moro than 25 per
cent, of this number have been taken
on. Of tho remainder a large propor¬
tion woro moro or loss directly depend¬
ent on the weekly allowances from tho
"Strike Benefits," supplemented by the
popular contributions that wero inde¬
pendent of tho bonefits paid by tho
ainalagamated association as such.
Many of tho now idle men, too, aro not
members of tho association and whilo
the members will probably bo looked
after moro or less, tho non-moonbers
will not have cvon this indefinite as¬
sistance.
As things are now, In tho section of

tho city beforo mentioned, there is
actual destitution. This applies to tho
ordinary necessities of life, fuel food
and clothing. It is true, however, that
tho groatost need of tbo greatest num¬
ber is not now and will not bo for some
weeks, a lack of food and
clothing, but of fuel. This statement
is supported, also, by reports of the of¬
ficials of the county and boroughs
whoso duties take them into frequent
intercourse with these people.

Critical Situation In France.
PAltis, Nov. 29.. (Special).Tho Ro-

publique Francalse deplores tho politi¬
cal confusion, which, it says, was nover
beforo so complete The crisis, it adds,
will servo tho interests o! tho enemies
of tho republic. The conservative press
is delighted at tho upset of tho minis¬
try. Tbo Parti National asserts that
President Garnot will sond a message to
parliament In order to determine tho
situation.
