But small s were these elusses the prli-
liec who coulil appreciate veally  proowd
things was comparatively smuller, 1 80
the commonplace men came to be hebld in
higher estesn than wrtises of gennime ubil
Iy,  Of these conunonplace men the Na-
tiomd Aendemy of Design—then the ehief
art society in Americn—was largely com
posed, nnil 1 faoey that even now the “con
servatives,” 4 they are called, are in
mujority in the acudemy.

THE XEW ART NUILDING.

The Centennial exhibition eame at
tine when the wsthetie taste in Amer
wits peady o be awakened,  There were
ahremdy young ten who hald stadicd nrt in
Paris, Home and Munich, who laughed
with seorn at what the avernge Ameriean
acidemician prodoced.  Todesd, in 18
few of Lhese established the Art Students
leagne of New York nnd began teacling
mlern French arte. Then enme the exhi
Lition sud its effect in fustructing the il
Hons that beanty for its own sake had a
vilie distinet from any question of ability,
That was n blow jndeed to the ol fogies
of the nendemy. Yot there was nnother
serious blow in store, but the “eonservi
tives™ il not recognize It even when it
Taud fallen.

In 1877 the Socicty of Ameriean Artists
wis formed with eighteen members, nod
they give nn exhibition, T well remem ber
bow ol faskioned people scoffed at the
Yyoung Tellows," as these daring lunova-
tors were enlled.  Somo of the eritics ulso
wide merry. Bt the “young fellows" did
not seem to mind cither derision or merred
m They went steadily on, holding ex
hibitions year after year, until in the conrse
of time the exhibitions of the new socicy
were genvrally considered to be of mue
more conseguence than those of the acud
emy.

Then the old organlzation saw that no-
tice must be tnken of this new and vigor
ous rival. So some of the leading men-
bers were elected to the academy, und in
some fnstanees the new neademicians left
the society,  BBut this was by no menns the
rile, and the losées wers nob great, nor

wore Lhey of consequence, for in its ifteen
yenrs of lfe the society's membership Lins
increased from eighteen to 119, DBt the

soclety until now hns never had any per
manent abiding place, aml the annus)
exhibitions hiud to be Lheld where Snitable
halls eonbd be seeunvad, "This is no lopger
thee case, a5 the society will hereafltor hay

in the hegutital building in Fifty-sevent b
street, nepe Browdway, the best art gal
Ieries on Lhis continent.. HHow o securme
sueh o plice was aserious problew for the
“voung fellows" not many of whom are
willionaires.  But their method of solvinge
the problem bas brought int lfe the most
important art organization that hus ever
existed in the western world,

The Art Students’ league and the So
clety of American Artists have always
been elosely relnted by sympnthy, and the
members of the Avchitectural league of
Nuow York—ua soeiety composed of oll the
wost prominent metropolitun architeets—
very naturally belonged to the snme art
family, When it beeamo a necessity for
these three socleties to flnd permanent
Lomes they concluded te nnite in the for-
mntion of another orgunization and found
a common bome, 'The result may be seen
o the splendid building now just finislied
in Fifty-seventh street.  To this the Archi
tectural lengue nod the Society of Ameri:
cin Artists eanch has a elubyoom, and the
Art Students’ league has classrooms and
the best and most approved facilities for
thu study of art. DBesides these there are
the galleries beforealluded to, These have
a wall spuce very much larger than those
of the Nutional sendemy, and as they are
all on the ground floor grent crowds of vis-
itors can be comfortably handled,

In forming this union each of the three
socictles preserves ity corporate separate-
ness, but the stockholders of the new or
ganization—the Ameriean Fine Arts soci
ety—nrothe membersof the three socleties,
This stock of 50,000 was not nearly ade-
quitte to do whut Lins been done.  To nssist
the undertnking there was formed o truse
fund, to which many rich men have con
tributed. This fumd will be administered
Ly trustees for twenty-one years, amd then

twill be turned aver to the society, which
t s to be presumed will by that time be
wermanently amd substantinlly endowed.
