RAISING OSTJtlCIIES.
Tlio Young Birds Hatchod in L:ir.;o

Incubators.

A Ktwlticsa That Yields an Enormous
I'rollt, Hut Itcrjulrci* the <.reut¬

Tin* wifoof an English ostrich-breed-
or in Cape Colony compares tho young;
ostrich that has just cleared its nosl t<>
a hedgehogmounted on stilts und pro¬
vided with :i long neck. The fenthors
nre nothing more than grayish bristles,
while bend and neck are covered with n
fine, speckled down, soft ::s velvet. A
difference of the sexes is not yet dis¬
cernible in the plumugo.

Very few ostriches are horn nowa¬

days out of captivity, for the fashion of
the day has developed ostrich-breeding
into one ef tho best-paying industries,
which yields a hand Mine revenue lo
several countries, especially the deserts
and waste lands of Southern Africa.
The valuation of the South African

export of ostrich feathers amount*. to
five million dollarsp raniium. Hunting
the birds has ceased entirely, for they
threatened to bee< mo extinct In
some localities and a rational breeding
is by far the most remunerative pro¬
ceeding. The value of the feathers
varies with their quality. During the
second year of Isis existence n male bird
furnished two hundred and fifty thou¬
sand dollars' ivorth of first-quality
plumes and bout one hundred and fifty
thousand d< illars* worth of second grade.
An ostrich farm yields from thirty to

fifty per cent, on its original invest¬
ment, und in prosperous times as high
ns one hundred per cent., says the St.
Louis Globe-l)< tnocr.it. Tl'.o rational
breeding of the ostrich is of vast im¬
portance to Capo Colony. Years tigo
birds were exported to Australia with
BÜcli a favorable result that the govern¬
ment of the capo imposed a tax of Ovo
hundred dollars per bird and twenty-
live dollars for every unhntched egg for
exportation tariff1, in order to protect
its own industry. Tins killed the ex¬

port entirely.
In tho year of 1ST."> tho number of

tame ostriches in the cape reached the
astounding sum of thirty-two thousand,
nlthough the brccdingof ostriches wss
not commenced until 1803. To-dny that
number has more than doubled itself,
for in the meantime the incubators
have been largely improved.
During the laying senson, which

comes with the end of the rainy period,
theostrich hen lays one egg every day
until she has deposited from fifteen to
twenty eggs in the sand-pile nest, n

quantity just large enough to cover the
same with her body when hatching,
lly gradually taking away one egg after
another, as we do with our hens, the
big bird can be induced to lay on an

average of thirty eggs, and in excep¬
tion..! casi s even sixty eggs have been
accumulated. These surplus eggs are.

artificially hatched In large incubators,
but the eggs must bo turned every day.
In from eight to ten days the first sighs
of life are noticeable. Shortly before
tho young bird is ready to break the
shell of its prison, which is between the
forty-fifth anil fiftieth days, a squeak¬
ing in use is heard within nnd a constant
pecking ngninst the shell, which is as

hard as a rock. In a little while he
succeeds in punching a triangular
hole through the shell, which the lit¬
tle inmate tries hard to enlarge, in
order to become entirely liberated. If
he is not. very strong be must be helped
in his attempt to escape. Tho artificial
hatchings are always preferred to the
natural one.-.. It. happens that just
during tlie breeding t ime the ostriches
have the most beautiful plumage,
which suffers greatly from the hatch¬
ing process ami the squatting in the
sand and dust. At the time when
ostrieh.es became prized very highly
nnd artificial incubators were propor¬
tionately rare the surplus ostrich eggs
were hatched by Hottentot women in
large feather beds, an occupation which
was much to the liking of these dames,
so prone to a "dolco far nientc" of such
a prolonged period.
The raising of the young ostriches re¬

quires great enre and patience and a

large percentage of them die annually
from diseases and other accidents. The
ostrich is full-grown when live years of
nge. It is then that the male bird has
the most beautiful plumage of a black,
satiny sheen. The female bird's
feathers are light-gray. The most
valuable plumes hang in a delicate
fringe all around the body of the bird.
When the bird is nine months old its
feathers are plucked for the first time.
At that time they are still stiff and
narrow, with pointed tips, and do not
y< t give any idea of the beanti* of the
later crops. During the. second year
they become much more likely, although
still narrow and pointed. Hut at the
third plucking they are soft and broad,
as they should be.
On the large breeding' farms men

mounted on horses drive tho birds
together for the picking, for the
ostriches are apt to stray far away
from home. They are driven in de¬
tachments, first into a large fold and
from this into a very small pen, the so-
called picking-pen. In this latter the
birds are so densely packed together
that the dangerous individuals have no
room for kicking, for the ostrich has
power enough in his long legs to deal
mortal blows with them.

Planted by Franklin.
On the old I loston and New Haven

turnpike in the southern part of New
London county, Conn., is an old mile¬
stone, notched ami moss-grown, that
was set there by Benjamin Franklin.
When the highway was laid out Frank¬
lin got tiie job Of setting its milestones,
ami he did it. in an original way. lie
set out from Boston in a comfortable
chaise that he had built, and a gang of
men followed him with a t -am thai
conveyed the stones. Franklin":, vcl.i h
ha 1 a peculiar machine that marked
the miles according \o the revoluti ni
of the wheels. He drove all tho waybetween Boston and the Elm city This
historic stone is alongside of the John
Champion farm in Lyme.
