fasten the two rolls invisibly by hair¬
pins." Presto, my own inoffensive locks
wore coiled into the desired shape, uud

rand shook the pins out, "and what do
you take upsach a monstrosity for any¬how?"

.'There cos nothing like an object les-
Bon, ntadaine," pleaded the hairdresser,
deprecatingly, "and it ees not so very
unbecoming. There must always be
the change, madamc knows."

Yes, then; imist, thanks to the em¬
bodied caprices which are women, and
bo, good people, you are welcome to my
nowly acquired knowledge of how to
"do" the hair in a chignon.

If you don't feel inclined to take up
the new mode immediately perhaps the
"bun" may appeal to you. The "bun"
is almost as correct as the other, and to
achieve it the hair is waved in front,
parted a. little on one side and then
coiled to look like a bird's nest with
very little room for tho birds. You
don't wear a net with it, and you do
with the chignon. This is one of the
main differences, or so it looks to mo.

There is an immense amount of buyiug
of silk stuff because it is cheap, because
it is no longer fashionable. It never
had any excuse for existence outside
tho sensuous luxuries of tho women
of tho half world, because the woman
who is clean in soul must be clean in
garments, and her clothing must not
shrink from the purging of soap and
hot water. In ugly English silk is dirty
wear, and the line cambric and muslin
and lawn which have replaced it have
stronger claims upon respect, even
though they bo so elaborately stitched
and bclaccd that the modern belle in
her night robe looks rather as if i;he
were fitted out for a boudoir high tea.
Hugo square capo collars, with full

lncc flounces and run with broad rib¬
bons, lead, rather than follow, the fash¬
ion of tho daytime gown. Over these
Immensities a little round lace collar is
gathered at the throut, sind lace ruffs
that reach from the elbow to tho wrist
finish the sleeves.
Other nightdresses are made with

corselet belts, like dinner gowns, and
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have enormous loco fichus cascading
down their fronts and covering them
entirely.

It's almost as much work in these ad¬
vanced days to get one's self up for a
bed toilet as for a ball.
Some of the new chemises aro made

in the empire style, with full turn¬
down frills and tho empire band at tho
waist. One of the latest fashions in
"knickerbockers"' is to have them entire¬
ly of Valenciennes insertion, separated
by narrow bands of French muslin.
Another new thing is the lace skirt for
the society skirt dancer. It is made of
figured net. with wide lace flounces.
When you wear a black stocking, if you
have it a la mode, it is painted in front
witli roses.

1 just saw two such novel even¬
ing drosses that at once I begged per¬
mission for an artist to sketch them
for you. They were designed for one
of the big January "functions." Opal-
tinted si!!; was the material of one,
flushing (lame red with lights of orango
and paling to cold, pure pearl. Tho
skirt was six yards round and shorter
than anything could have made it but
tin' beginning <>f the materialization of
the hoopskirt ghost or bogy. Its only
trimmings were rows of narrow velvet
ribbon of a warm pink shade, clustered
at tho hem, a foot up and again twelve
inches above the second grand division.

Tho bodtco joined tho skirt under a
deep mock belt of a dozen ribbon rows.
It turned back from throat and bosom
in immense pointed rovers edged with
Vandyck lace and ribbon borders.
White crop->n was gathered across the
buntoundcr the rovers in Quaker folds;
und big butterfly bows of dark blue
velvet were set in closo succession to
the waist line. Tho immense puiTedsleeves were of velvet to the elbows,
and then became of a sudden so close-
Qtting that the long gloves came up
over them. Dave I finished? I be¬
lieve so, except that there belongedwith tho gown a mother of pearl fan
with a dark blue velvet mount, strange¬
ly painted.
Tho other dress was a green white

silk with tho front of the skirt caught
with dozens and scores of dark greenvelvet bows. The pointed bodice was
of green velvet cut very low and with
a white mull chemisette set in beneath
it. The sleeves were this costume's
odd feature. On each shoulder was a
big round puff with a velvet 'ribbon to
crush it in the middle and divide it into
two unequal bnlloons. A dark green
velvet ribbon was to be worn in tho
hair.

I have thought Foractimes I might
tell you of the colors and stuffs worn
at New York's midwinter balls. At a
dance at Sherry's the other night satin
brocades with Watteau backs took partin tho promenade with all the uon-
chalauco imaginable. They were al¬
ways getting stepped on, of course, but
they didn't seem to mind. I noted a
white satin stiff with silver embroidery
and another in white and gold with
touches <>/ vivid cherry. A third was
flame-colored witl^ black velvet to sub-
*due it,.and a number were white or
silver with enormous colored velvet
sleeves.
The simplest frocks, and they were

not tho least effective, wero black
chiffon -with jet corselets. More
elaborate was a blue silk, looped with
red roses, and a light gray with sleeves
and bodice bauds of pink velvet. An
1SÖ0 dress attracted, perhaps, the most
notice of an3', «with its white skirt
irnched with blue and worn with over¬
dress of white gauze, gold spangled.
The streets are so bright that if I

could only photograph in colors 1
should need to do nothing but stand on
a corner, snap my camera at the pro¬
cession and give you the winter fashions
nlive, instead of in pon and ink dissec¬
tions. I noticed an electric bluo
cloth gown that calls for a word about
its velvet frills nnd mink (edgings.
The princess front was striped with
rows of black velvet, while a black
ruche went round the shoulders with
mink to head it and mink to weight
the edge of tho deep flounce below*.
Round the waist was a broad velvet
belt with a silver buckle, and round tho

bottom of the flaring skirt was a
flounce two feet deep and fur weighted.
A dark-haired girl was a figure

to look at twice in her black vel¬
vet poke bonnet with a huge red
rose under the brim. Her dross was
black nlso, with a complexity of 1830
capes lined with red nnd flapping in the
wind to show the lining.
A girl in green rep was pretty, with

edgings of otter running up, down and
all about her. Her huge cloak was of
green velvet with a huger cape, and she
wore a Rubens hat with heavy green
plumes.
There used to be trouble about get¬

ting into a carriage because skirts were
so wide. The same trouble seems likely
to crop out this winter about bodices.
Tho shoulder breadth of the modish
woman, take her sleeves, capes and all,
is something unbelievable. l'erhnps
you've heard of the woman whose hus¬
band sent her new empire frock back to
the dressmaker because it was "so ab¬
surd." If husbands were to act con¬
sistently on this principle feminine
wardrobes would be stripped prettybare.
A troussciiu just on the edge of finish¬

ing contains a number of black drcur.es
which are as pretty as they are, per¬
haps, in their present collocations un¬
usual. One of black silk is cut in "pin¬
afore" style, semi-fitting, and making,for a slim figure, a graceful princess
robe. It has pink velvet sleeves and
pink velvet rucho about the bottom, a
black chiffon frill at the low neck and
a black ribbon sash about the waist.
Another black frock had a quaint

lnpcled bodice turned back with green
satin covered with oriental lace in
shades of grcon, black and gold. A
deep satin frill stood up about the low
neck, went down to the waist in tho
back ami ended its existence under the
sash. Two satin frills edged the skirt
and the sleeves, of course, were as big
as possible.
