A Prospoctivo Kins Marrius up

Austrian Archduchess.

When the daughters :m<l the sons of

royalty wed it is ever au event of ex¬
traordinary importance. In Austria
the ceremonial is of especialltnpressive-
noss, as with the weddingof a daughterof an archduke goes the renunciation of
all claims upon the throne. The staid
court of Vienna has had several of
these ceremonials in the past few years,hut they hare been held in the gloom
of the awful imperial catastrophewhich hangsliho a pall continually over

Piusen albert.
all court affairs of note in the Austrian
capital.
But perhaps with the change of fes¬

tivities from Vienna to the urchducal
palace in Styria the gloom will lessen
a shade, perhaps be altogether dispelled
In the lovely valley of lower Austria,
where nestles cozily the castle of
Archduke Charles Louis, father of tho
noble bride and brother of the emperorof Austria.
Archduchess Marghareta Sophia, the

bride, is reputed one of the brightest
and handsomest women at the Aus¬
trian capital. Her beauty is said to bo
of that rare dark typo found only in
Hungary, a beauty which marked also
the features of the baroness, whose
death, with that of Crown Prince Hu-
dolph, is ever the reigning topic in
highland and lowland, in Gallicia, in
the Tyrol, in Styria, in Hungary and in
Bohemia, in ever language spoken
through the wide domains ruled over byFrancis Joseph.
The bride, like all royal personages,

has a name as long as the list of her
godmothers. In full it is Maria Annun-
ciata Therese (Carolina Louise Joseph¬ine Johanna. She is, moreover, tho

princess haboabxt bopiiia.

only daughter of the archduke by his
second wife, the famous Archduchess
Maria Annunciata. In addition to a
remarkable beauty, for which tho
bride may thank her lovely mother,
she is reputed an amateur actress of
real worth. At the Wartholz entertain¬
ment she appeared in the role of
Louise in Schiller's "Cabal ttnd Love,"
nnd later as Clara in Goethe's "Eg-
mont." In both sho is said to have
scored a decided hit. She is still very
young,, for she was born on May 13,
1S70, in the castle of Artstetten iu
lower Austria, and was educated in
Vienna. She has ever been called tho
pet niece of the emperor.
The bridegroom is Duke Alhrecht, of

Wurtcmburg, tho presumptive heir to
the throne. lie was bom December 23,
1805. in Vienna, and is, through his
mother, Duchess Maria Theresa, direct¬
ly related to the Austrian imperial fam¬
ily. His father was Duke Phillip o;

Wurtemluirg, brother of the present
king. The line to the throne of Wur¬
tcmburg is still a long one. The aged
King William is without an heir, and
next in line is Duke. William, who is un¬
married. Duke Nikolaus is the next
brother, but he is childless. The son of
Duke Alhrecht, the youngest brother,
seems to be generally considered the
prospective king of Wurtcmburg. And
so he is regarded by the royal family of
Wurtcmburg who arc attending the
festivities and doing all honor to the
young couple.

It is not a love match, as far as the
archduchess is concerned. Tins has
been frankly stated by the Herman
press, and broadly hinted at by the
muzzled newspapers of Austria. Hut
the young duke is ardently in love with
his bride, has been for three years, aad
the match promises to be a haDjoicr one

than is usual in these "convenience
affairs."
Tho groat castle. Wartholz, where

the honeymoon will he spent, is one of
the oldest and best equipped of Aus¬
trian palaces. It contains two hundred
rooms, all fitted up in regal splendor,nnd the theater in the right wing, le.nl t
under the direct supervision of tho
young archduchess, is said to be a
model of completeness and is almost
perfect in its acoustics. In fact, in
many respects, it is designed after tho
famous Bayreuth theater in which so
much, perhaps loo much, was sacrificed
to make 'he acoustics almost perfect.The grounds are as extensive as tho
valley will permit. The castle rises
against the great Kapalpe cliff and
round about the Styrum Alps' rise iu
grotesque i hapes to tremendous heights.It was here, too. that the engagementof the young couple was celebrated last
July, an event which was marked bythe visit of t he royal family of Wurtcm¬
burg nnd representatives of both the
German and Russian imperial families.
Perhaps the most interesting feature

in connection with the wedding is tho
solemn renunciation of the throne
which must be made by ever}- daughterof the numerous archdukes of Austria.
The succession of the throne now lies
with the son of the eldest brother of
the present emperor. The salic law is
not in force iu Austria, but the re¬
nunciation is made in accordance with
the pragmat ic sanction. This requires all
daughters of the house of Ilapsburgwho marry foreign princes to make tho
formal renunciation. Cardinal Gruschn,
the archbishop of Vienna, presides at

the ceremonies in connection with tho
solemn service, nnd they arc alwnysperformed at the court church of St.
Augustine.
The gifts nre all stored in the Vienna

castle of Archduke Charles Louis
and are t-aid to amount in value to
almost five hundred thousand dollars,
the costliest having of course come from
the emperor and empress of Austria.
