ANNAPOLIS GETS THEM.
«tre NWral Review Fleet o£ 'Warships Will

¦Je There Coujuicnccnient Wewk.
Annapolis, May 12. ~ Advices from

Washington state that the navy depart¬
ment Is informed that the aduiind In com¬
mand of the Russian fleet at New York
proi>oses to bring all his ships to tills place
on the occasion of the commencement exer¬
cises at the Naval academy. The fleet will
arrive on the 17th hist, and remain several
days. Two or three American cruiser.*

the hüeve uk julio.
will accompany the Russian fleet around
from New York, but the selection has not
yet been made. It will thus be seen that
the people of this vicinity are not to bo
altogether deprived of the pleasure of a
close inspection of at least one section of
the foreign contingent at the recent naval
review.
The Russian vessels now at New York

that will visit this city are the Diniitri
Donskoi, General Admiral and the Hyndu,
and it is proposed to increase this fleet by
the addition of the 0,000-ton battle ship
Emperor Nicholas, the armored cruiser
Admiral Nachimofl* ond Pnmiato Asovn.
These three ships were intended for service
in the naval review, but were frozen in tho
Baltic at the t ime. They have since been
released and ordered to visit this country.
Other vessels that will probably visit

Annapolis at the same time are the Italian
fleet and the Argentine cruiser Neuvo do
Julio. These include about all of the for¬
eign ships that will remain at New York
more than a few days longer.

Riigiuller General Townscnd Dead.
Washington, May 11..Brigadier Gen¬

eral E. D. Townsend, United States army,
retired, is dead. Ho was one of the most
widely known and popular officers of the
army. He was in charge of the adjutant
general's office throughout the entire war,
and the manner in which he conducted the
affairs of that office received the commen¬
dation of Mr. Lincoln, Mr. Stanton und
the military officials of the United States.
He was made a brevet brigadier general In
September, 1804, and in March of 1805 was
commissioned brevet major general. He
was appointed to the military academy
from Massachusetts in 18:C), and after
graduating entered the artillery branch;
served in the Florida war, l&tT-aS, and
served on the frontier during the Canadian
bonier disturbances, 1833.11. Ho passed
through all the grades from second lieu¬
tenant to major general, aud was placed
on the retired list of the army June 15.
I860, being over 02 years of age.

Times at Louisville.

THANKS VOTED TO MR. OLAEKSON.

Impassioned Appeal For Fcaco Muds by r»

llroiul .Shouldered Callfornlun . fluni
AOjouniiiicnt of tho League.Uuo Tcriu
Frcsldency Favored.

Louisville, May 12..The final session
of tho Republican league was one of ex¬
citement. After W. W. Tracy ot Illinois
had heen elected president an ttproar was
precipitated by an effort on the part of tho
majority present to refer the election of a
general seeretnry to tho incoming execu¬
tive committe. Amidst confusion the
proposition pnssed by a vote of 1,009 to 706.
A. moment later, when the supplementary
report of the committee on resolutions was
called for, the defeated 700 thought they
bow an opportunity, and through Delegate
Bundy of Cincinnati proposed that the
resolutions should also be passed. This
intensified the excitement. It happened
that one of the resolutions sought to bo
barred deplored tho death of Hayes and
Blaine. Delegate Goodenough of Minne¬
sota managed to bring out this fact, ami
standing up in his sent he shook his
clenched fist and demanded to know
whether or not tho convention was compe¬tent to act upon a resolution. Whatever
reply was made was lostaiu the cheers and
counter cheers.
a broad shouldered Californiau in the

rear of the theater made an impassioned
appeal for peace, declaring that it would
be base ingratitude for tho convention,
even by implication, to dishonor the mem¬
ory of Blaine. The speech had its effect,
and the resolution was adopted by n rising
vote.
Another resolution was adopted to the

effect that a committee of nine l>e appoint¬
ed to investigate and report annually the
condition of the party organization in the
southern states.

Vote of Thanks For Clnrkson.
Thanks were voted to retiring President

Clarkson and Secretary Humphreys. A
letter from General Master Workman
Powderly of the Knights of Labor was
referred, without reading, to the incoming
committee.
John P. Dollivar of Iowa made the part¬ing address.
At the morning session Denver was

selected as the next meeting place and the
date fixed was the second Wednesday iu
May. The convention was thrown into a
tumult of debate by the submission by
colored delegates of resolutions denounc¬
ing midnight assassinations and out¬
rages in the south nnd the political oppres¬
sion of the negro. Colored Delegates
Plumhof Louisiana and Jones of Nebraska
led the talking with vigorous speeches, de¬
manding justice for the colored Republi¬
cans.
A resolution denying admission to this

country of intending settlers who could
not rend the English language was hotly
debated and afterward indefinitely post¬
poned. The woman's suffrage plunk wits
approved by a vole of il<"> to 1st>. Planks
opposing public gambling and favoring a
one term presidency were approved by a
majority vote.

New Canadian Ship Cannl.
Ottawa, Out., May 12..Conway C.

Wyatt, a c ivil engineer of Dtiluth, is here,
Beeking to obtain a charter for the con¬
struction of a ship canal. 12 miles long, to
connect Lake Ere with Lake St. Clair.
The proposed waterway will shorten the
distance, as compared with the Detroit
route, 110 miles on each trip. Wyatt is
willing to give a guaranty that the work
will be completed within two years, and
will agree that the tolls shall not exceed
2 cents per ton. He is backed by Amer¬
ican capitalists, including the governor of
a western state. He bus completed all
preliminary surveys.

Fire In a Michigan Town.
Granu Haven, Mich., May 12..The

town of Spring Lake, two miles from here,
was badly scorched by fire. Over 30
houses were destroyed, including one be¬
longing to Warren Gee, valued at $10,000.
The two largest churches, the school
house, and the fire hall are also in ashes.
The prompt response of the Muskegon and
Grand Haven fire departments to the call
for help saved the business part of the
town. Only two business houses were
burned, owned by Mulder tfc Son. The
loss will be heavy, and only the business
part of the town is left.

Musing Link In tho Harris Case.
New York, May 12..Perhaps the only

missing link in the chain of circumstantial
evidence that convicted Carlyle W. Harris
of the murder of his wife, was that he did
not seem to have sufficient motive for the
crime. If the suspicions of Warden Fnllon
and a number of the keepers in the Tombs
are correct, however, ho did have a
very strong motive. It is alleged he want¬
ed to marry another woman of the name
of Clara Briten, who lives or did live in
this city.
