Were the falls
of the .lames
in Europe in¬
stead of in old

Virginia people would go hundreds
of miles to sec them. All old trav¬
elers unite in praise of "the falls,"
which, indeed, form ono of the most
picturesque views on the Atlantic
älopo.

Standing on tho railroad bridge
across the James (which is all that
most travelers of the present day can

Sji-jc themselves time to do), the view
.which presents itself might well tempt,
them to tarry a little. For some miles
the fulls stretch in a reverse curve
ÜHcd with granite ledges and small
islands covered with birch and willows.
Up above is Belle Isle, where, during
the war, the federal prison used to
stand. Earthworks, where the guns
stood ready to guard Richmond, still
ooTcr the top of the round hill, and the
.Old Dominion iron works send up vol¬
umes of black smoke from its base. On
the rivor bank up above on the Rich¬
mond side are the Tredegar iron works,
wbcro tho confederate cannons were
made, and higher up still beautiful
Hollywood, where lie so many thou-
jsandH of those who have crossed over
the river to rest under the trees. Tho
.granite pyramid marks the resting-
.pTaco of tome fifteen thousand confed¬
erate soldiers.

Sixteen thousand more lie at Oak-
wood, on the other side of town. The
only memorial of them is the register
.Sepositcd in thecapitol, and the loving
remembrance treasured in the hearts
of the southern people. They came at
the call of their states, trooping from
every quarter of the south, from tho
mansion of the largo land and slave
owner; from tho house of the small
proprielr-r, and from the cabin of "the
poor white," all filled with n divine

.determination to stand to the death
for their mother states. It was a sub-
time spectacle. The outside world
weighing tho interests cannot under¬
stand it. Only the south, which knew
the spirit, can, and she; treasures the
memory <>f their deeds ns a mother
that of her sons who died for her, and,
?dying, have brought glory to theirrace.
To the left on its hill, rises the tine

old capitol, surrounded by monuments
and memories, and away on "church
hill" peeps from tho grove- of old trees
the white spire of "Old St. .lohn's,"
where Patrick Henry thrilled the great
Virginia convention, composed of
British subjects, with Iiis "liberty or
dentb."

It is a great temptation to linger in
Richmond. To tin? historical student
ft presents attractions only equaled
\jy those which it offers to the lover of
social life, .lohn Smith, governor of
Virginia, planted a cross on the island
below the fulls as early HS IÜ07, ami
Crom thnt time it has been notable-in
the history of the country.

It was here that the massacre oc¬
curred which sent Nat. Bacon tr arms
31ml brought forth, perhaps, the must
¦picturesque part of American history.
""Bacon Quarter Branch" still marks
ihe place where the young planter,
little dreaming of his coming fame,
Tr^ail his plantation. Shockoc Hill and
1 ;rccll preserve the name of one of the
¦Indian tribes he fought, the sole sur¬

viving memorial of them. "Bloody
Run," where tho great, battle took
"place, is only two or three miles furl her
down, its name denoting the terrible
retribution enacted.

But bl< odicr battles than that which
|~lacon, the rebel, fought, have been
foughton the sameground. The swamps
of the Chlcknhominy extend all along
.below tho city, and just beyond them
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¦-cere fought the terrible "battlcsaround
Richmond."

Crossing the river to the south, we
pass at once into tho country across
which I.ee stretched his "thin gray
line" in the Petersburg campaign and
held Grant at bay during that, terrible
winter. We run through the batteries,
-now covered with scrub oak and pine,
and are soon at Petersburg. My first
recollection of it is as it was in tho
rwintcr of P><*>4, when it wns in a state
.of siege. I remember my host was a
major, and he lived in n lent pitched
between two cedar trees, on a little
.slope just outside of a gentleman's
yard, two or three miles from the town.
i)ther tents were scattered about in
^clumps, and tho horses were in shel-
rters made with pino boughs. A field
hospital was on tho hill to tho left.
iFrom the door of the lent we could see,
:at night, the bombardment of the town;
Jand onco or twice during the visit
there was a sharp little attack, which

;au60d much booming* of cannon and
rattling of musketry down "on tho
Linea."
The next time I visited tho spot waft

only two years ago. I went with tho
gentleman I hud visited before. Tho
twenty-six years which had elapsed
made u difference Wo could lind the
spot where his tent had stood between
the cedar trees, und the road still
wound up the hill beyond the little
bottom, where the field hospital used
to be: but tents which once covered
the slopes had disappeared, and the
(Treat army which occupied them had
passed away as completely as their
white camps. Only a few old veterans,
war-worn and time-faded, remain scat¬
tered throughout the land, awaiting
the last roll-call which shall muster
tUchi out. The house in the yard still
stood, but untenantcd, ruinous and
forlorn. Only t he great trees remained
the same. How calmly they stand,old
trees, towering above us, age after age,
witnessing the passage of generations
and the rise and fall of nations.
A poorer country it would be hard to

find than that part of southside Vir¬
ginia through which the railroad
passes. No part of the south has felt
the effects of the war more. Before the
war it was one of the richest and most
prosperous sections of Virginia, the
lands being in a good state of cultiva¬
tion, and the negroes being, perhaps,
more numerous than in any other part
of the state. The very conditions which
had made it rich before the war, after
the war made it poor. It became in
consequence of its largo negro popula-

tion the "black belt," and for a long
time it, with the exception of a few lo¬
calities, lay suffering under the incu¬
bus of its dense negro population.
Finally the white people «rot control
and it began to get up again. I have
oftener than once traveled nearly a
hundred miles on the railroad through
tlu* section, ami. outside of the towns,
not seen a single farm animal; this is
a region which was onco tilled with
well-stocked plantations owned by
well-to-flo people. There are. of course,
in this belt localities where there are
still good plantations. For instance,
along the Staunton and the Dnn lie
some of the best farms in the state.
On the Staunton is what I think the
most beautiful country place in the
south, ami the production of yellow
tobacco lias broutrht up another por¬
tion of this section. Hut the country
generally, in consequence of new con¬
ti i t ions, lias undergone an immeasur¬
able change.
The number of men in this part of

the state who were forced into bank¬
ruptcy by the war and the conditions
which followed is almost indescriba¬
ble. 1'r'ior to the war it was custom¬
ary for gentlemen who were neigh¬
bors to go security on each others'
bonds, ami afterward it was not un¬
usual to find whole neighborhoods
in the bankrupt courts. Indeed. 1 be¬
lieve that the outside world has never
taken in the complete and almost uni¬
versal bankruptcy of the. south by the
war and its consequences. It was not
merely that the property values were

destroyed, but that, everything upon
which property values are based, anil
by which they can be created, was
. lest roved or rendered unavailable.
It is difficult accurately to. conceive of
a region in which nearly the entire
personal property has been wiped out :
the lands left unworked and useless;
the whole system of labor suddenly
changed; the entire former laboring
population thrown into a state of un¬

certainty and partial hostility to the
land owners, their former employers;
the whole governmental system revo¬

lutionized; the. former wealthy classes
left burdened with debt and with
their means to pay their debts sud¬
denly swept away; with the fatigue
and sorrow of a lost war piled up on
them, and with an unknown future be¬
fore them.

It is difficult to conceive of this as

applied to any considerable section of
a country; but when it applies to a
vast, territory embracing many states
and a population numbering many
millions, the mind is incapable of tak¬
ing in the whole fact. Such was the
condition at the south. A whole peo¬
ple nbi.'olulcly prostrated had to pick
itself up, reform itself, adapt itself to
new conditions, catch up with the gen¬
eral progress of the world, ami make
for itself anew its place in the column
of advance.
How it has succeeded nil know: but

what it has endured and how it has
striven have been known only to itself.
Those who fell in battle have had their
names inscribed on granite and bronze.
Women have wept over them and poets
have sung of them, but those who
went down in the long and bitter
struggle afterwards are on no roster
anil have no monuments. It is their
gl9ry that they asked nothing and
went down without a murmur. The
poverty and hardship which have been
endured at the south since the war are
something of which the outer world
has had no idea.
That the results of the war have been

advantageous to the non-slave holding
class, and, in the main, to the new gen¬
eration of the former wealthy class, no

thoughtful person of reasonably broad
views can question; but the older gen¬
eration of the latter class has suffered
more than tho world will ever know.
It is not difficult to find whole neigh¬
borhoods, indeed wholo sections, In
which every place formerly owned by

a gentleman haa passed but of the
hands of its former owner.
The houses were buift In a former

age with no reference to railroads und
modern conditions; tho lands were
poor, markets inaccessible; and with
the new conditions the ubility of the
owners to maintain themselves per¬ished snd, after long Struggling, theysubmitted perforce, and new owners
enmo in and took possession. These
wore of the class which, if they made
little, spent untiling.the small farmer
elass which work with thoirown hands.
Ouc of the handsomest houses in the

country in which I was roared, and
which once was the homo of culture,
elegance and princely hospitality, is
now in the possession of a tenant. Not
long since a gentleman passed through
the place and stopped there. A din¬
ner pot boiled in the old drawing-
room, bung on a spike driven into a
crack in a fine old marble mantel.
Anothersuch house in n neighboring

county, where I used to visit as a

youngster, comes to my mind. It had
been owned for many generations by
the ohl Virginia family which at that
time still made it one of the most
charming homos in the state. A bevy
of lovely girls, transmitting the tradi¬
tional beauty of their mother, (which,
indeed, though faded with years and
sorrow, still spoke for itself) made it
one of the most popular places in Vir¬
ginia. The old flower garden. Riled
with old-fashioned roses, lilacs, holly¬hocks and other tlowers in profusion,
stretched wide around it, with walks
and bowers which many lovers blessed
as they bad blessed them; and the
horscracks and stables were never

empty of visitors' horses; whilst with¬
in and all about were a sweetness and
charm which have never been sur¬

passed. A friend, whom 1 first met
there, told me he was there not long
ago. He found the mansion divided
up and occupied by two or three fami¬
lies of foreigners, whose women went
barefooted and whose children
sprawled in rags and dirt about the
once polished floors.
There are some who never hear the

word gentleman without thinking it
an insult to themselves, and who will
perhaps say that the placo serves a
better use now than in the days when
plenteous hospitality and elegance had
their home there,. This might be so
could the several families not obtain
food and shelter elsewhere; but had
the family conic by natural evolution
into the first mentioned mansion they
would not have cracked the mantel.
When they shall develop, if they ever
develop, they will want marble mantels
unerncked; but it will be long before
they reach Hint point. Meantime the
families which once occupied these old
houses nud used marble mantels have
passed away or gone far off, These
arc no exceptional eases. It is easy to
find similar instances throughout the
entire south; indeed, it is hard not to
fiud them.
Agriculture in the south has for

many years been at so low an ebb that,
speaking generally, no one has boon
nble to live by it, except the laborer.
The small farmer, who works with bis
own hands, and whose children do the
same, makes a living. lint his
emoluments are, after all. not large:
and his success Is due not iess to the
smallness of his expenditure than to
tlu- energy of his labor. If be has
ambit ions beyond the most moderate
physical wants he must seek other
fields of enterprise.

Agricultural products have unques¬
tionably increased, and are increasing;
but that the net returns from them is
increasing is not certain. The increase,
would appear from the returns to
have reached the point of over pro¬
duction: and the expenditure increases
as well a-, the income. The outlay in
the single item of fertilizers is simply
enormous.
The fact is that, after having trav¬

eled throughout the south. I am com¬
pelled to admit that, speaking from the
agricultural standpoint, and speaking
generally, she is not rich, she is poor.
Her wealth hns to come in the future
from other sources. Of course, certain
portions are rich; but her present con¬
ditions do not permit her to obtain the
full benefit from even these.
What wealth there is at the south has

come not from agriculture, but from
other sources. Her natural resources
are great; her mineral districts are

enormously extensive and rich; her
timber has offered and still offers in
almost every state an immense field for
enterprise; she must become the grent
fruit and vegetable producing section
of the country, and manufacturers must
continue to seek in the future, as they
have already begun to do, the imme¬
diate neighborhood of the raw product.
Upon this as upon an improvement in
her agricultural conditions, the south
must depend for her future prosperity
and advancement. Up to the present
the sparscness of her population, the
distance* between the towns, the char¬
acter of her roads and the competition
of the richer lands of the northwest,
coupled with greater facilities for
reaching the market, have prevented
the. south from securing even that
which was duo. Of this, however, I
shall speak in another letter. My ob¬
ject in this hns been to show how the.
cln.-s which carried on agriculture has
changed in the south.
