How a Young Amerlcan Humlilluted Bev-
eritl Gormun (licers,

A good story is told of 4 bright young
American and several German ofticers,
who, at o dinner one evening, set out
to make him uncomfortable by chafling
Lim about his country. The young
rann is Albert 1. Washburn, the United
States consular agent at Muagdebury,
and the story is told by the Albauy
Journal:

“Henry F. Merritt, the consul at
Chemnitz, was the first one of the
Amerieans attacked with a taunt from
oine of the Germans that he could not
give the names of the presidents of the
United States. Merritt named them
ovar with some deliberation, nnd drew
frown hisGerman friend the declaration
thit he did not believe that there was
another American present who eonld
do it Young Washburn had said
nothing until now; but he brolee in and
aecluved: ‘T ean do it, and 1 will give
»ou the vice presidents.' llewasabout
1o begin, when a second thought struek
Lim, nnd hesaid: *While I am about it,
I might as well givayou the seerctitrivs
of stute too.'

*The Germans got down a book giv-
ing the names and kept tab on the
yYoungs muan #s he correctly went
through the list. They were pretiy
well bucked down alrendy, but Wash-
burn had ro idea of letting them off so
casi ‘Now 1 wonld like to know,'
he enid, “whether any of you ean jgrive
the names of the Prossian rulers from
the time of Charlemagne and his sons
down to Emperor William?®

“The Germans  were  completely
floored. Not one of them counld jro
half through the list, and they woere
on the point of apologizing to the
ryoung Massachusetts seholar when ha
took them down still more by maodestly
surgesting:  ‘Perhaps I had Letter do
it for you.*

“He besan with Charlemazne and
went throngh the list without a beeals,
mueh to the astonishment of his Ger-
mian hosts and the delizht of Consal
Edwarids and the other Americans.
‘How did you do it asked Merritt.
