¥How the English Aristocracy Takes Ranl
from Duke to Esquire,

It sometimes happens that in swrit-
ing of the English nobility young au-
thors are not quite familiar with their
subject, and make mistukes concern-
ing the different steps or degreesin the
peerage.  Pevhaps a simple explanu-
tion of the matter may be found use-
ful in c¢lezving up loose coneeptions,

The highest—though not the oldest
—rank in Hritain below royelty is that
of duke. T'he firct dukedom created
wias the dukedom of Coranwall, be-
stowed on Edwiard, the Bluck 1Mince,
and it pow appertains, as o matter of
right, from the moment of his Livth, to
the eldest son of the reigning mon-
arch. The formal manner of wddress-
ing a duke—Nhis “style,” as it is techini-
cully culled—is “his grace, the duke
of "so-and-so. A duke is the only no-
Llemuan whom -it is allowable in con-
versation to address Ly the name of
his ranlk, ns, for instance, *as 1 was ro-
murking, duke.” Next to o duke comes
4 marquis, or murquess, as the word is
now more usuilly spelled. The word
means lord of the murches or borders,
A marquess is addressed as “the most
noble, the marquess,” ete. The next
degree below o marquess is #n curl,
Itis a distinetively English term, its
cquivalent  abroad being eount, al-
though, curionsly enough, an earl's
wife is known as a countess.  An earl
is wddressed as “the right honoralile,
the cirl of," ete. After the earl comes
the viseount. The name bears its for-
cign origin on its face, and was for-
meriy applied to a person who neted ns
sheriff of & county in the place of the
count or earl.  Like the carl ho isad-
dressed as “the right honoraile, the
viscount,” ete. ‘The lowest tank in the
British peerage is that of baron, al-
thongh in one sense of the word every
prerisa bavon.  This arises from the
fact that, aceording to the old feudsd
bow. every man who possessed eortain
lunds was called o baron, and as n con-
dition of his possessing them had to
bring into the field o cortain numbor
of avmed men at the call of the sover-
cign, Helow the peerage are the hivo-
nels, knirhts and esquires,  The lattor
title is nosw applied promiscuon
luw, howcever, theve are only cert
clisses of the queen’s subjeets entitled
to this aneient and honorable appelli-
tion.  These are sons of peers, and the
cldest sons of the yonwgrest sons of
peers, amnd their eldest sons; the eldest
sons of kniehts amd their eldest sone:
gentlemen specindly ereated esquives by
the yueen; esquires of knights of thie
thath: justices of the peace, and othi-
crs with stmilue ex-ofticio tithe and Luare-
risters.
