docketted and continued for hearing un-
til the- second day of the succeeding
term of this court, and that the clerk of
tbis court do post 4 copy of this order at
the front door of the courthouse of this
rOunty.

provides that any citizen may appear
and oppose the granting of license to
sell ardent spirits, but does not desig-
nate any particular day upon which the
application for license may be made.
Applications thercfore could be made
and acted upon where there was a de-
cided opposition without the contest-
ants ever knowing anything about it
In order that the objoetand spivit of the
law, as well, might be enforced and no
one aggrieved. the above order was
entered by the county court,

Flushing Fresh Water Pipes,

A vepgotable growth in the water mains
at St Paul bus been the cause of some
tronble. The first case was discovered
by the superintendent in one of two
service pipes in a single trench sappiy-
ing o double honse. A complaint was
made of bad water, which fushing failed
to improve. One of the pipes delivered
pure water, mud one supplied a muddy
liguid that was of no nse, These Gacts led
to the conclusion that one of the services
was foul, and the remedy applied on this
supposition proved effective,  The boiler
of a portable engine was connected with
the funcet of the kitchen sink from
which the mmddy water came and o
steam  pressure of 50 ponnds  foreed
against the 5 pounds water pressure for
30 minutes—thereby driving the water
out of the pipe.

Since that time the pipe has always
delivered clear water, and 12 similar
cases have been gnceessfully treated in
the smne manner.  Great care has to b
taken that there are no leaks in the sery-
ice pipes aud that none of the fittings
are open durmg the steaming process, —
Engineering Record.
