ABATTLE WITH MALIETOE'S FOROES

In the Confiict Mataala's Loss Was Seven-
+ teen Killad nod Sizteen Hurt—Among
' the Heads Brought to the Ring Were
| Those of Two Amuzons.

APIA, via San Francisco, Aug. 5.—War
broke out between Malietoa’s and Mata-
afu's force., but warshipa of Germany aml
Great Britain, as o result of a conferonce
between the consuls of the three powers,
intervened aud stopped the fighting, There
was no American vessel there, On the de-
mand of the Gorman and Britlsh officers
Matanfn and his chiefs promptly surren-
dered. Matanfa’s loss ‘in the brief battle
was sixteen killed and seventeen wounded,
Malieton had four killed nnd twelve hurt.
Malietoa had carefully planned his at taik,
and but for the aceidental dischurge of
gun, which precipitated the conflict, Mata-
afw's forces would nave been exterminated.

It is the customs of the Samoans to de
capitate killed or even wounded enemies,
Among the heads brought to the king
were those of two women, but it is belleved
they were killed by mistake, though they
took an active part in the fight. When the
warrlors returned to Apia each man who
hiad the luck to cut the head off an enemy
marched through the strects with it, and
walked up the streer yelling like fiends,
with eyes starting from their sockets with
excitement and throwing the severnl hemls
about like buseballs, blood dripping all
overthe bearers, Many heads were brought
inin this manner, and after being exhib-
ited about the town were presented to
Malleton as trophies of war, The king
graciously received them, and they were
then thrown in & pile on the ground.

Malieton's army conaisted of about 1,000
llil_.:lning men, armed with ritles, axes amd
long knives. This army, with mavctinl
music, consisting of whisles, cornets, horns
and drums, started on the morning of
July 8 toward the seat of war. Malicton's
army was far more powerful than Ma-
taafa's, having plenty of arms and am-
munition and many more warrlors. Malje-
ton also had the ndvantage in securing the
alil of tribes which Matanfa had counted
upon to back him,

On July 13 King Malletoa sent an ulti-
mutum to Matanfa demaunding the sir-
render of himself and chiofs, the sole con-
dition being that their lives would be
spareil. No reply was made to this,

On . July 15 the British man-of-war Ki-
toomba arrived at Apin, bringing joint in.
structions from the powers that the rebel-
Lion must be subdued.  The commamlers
of the British and German wirships mml
the consuls of the three powers held acon-
sultation.  Te was desided to  demand
Matanfa's snerender, and the British il
German warships sailed for Manona, They
awrrived there carly on the morning of July
18, aml sent. word 1o Matanfn that if ho
did not sarrember before 1 p. m. his camp
wontld be shelled by the ships and Malie-
tod's warriors landed.  As the Mataatuites
were wenk in niwombers nmid were short of
ammunition  they  would hiave  been
slanghtered had this progeam been enrriel
o,

A quarterof an hour beforethe tinme was
up Mataafa and his chiefs boneded the
Kutoomba and surrendervd, The Katoombn
and Buzzard had cleared for action and
men stod at the guns,  Forees had gone
th the side of the island to prevent escape
in that direction. The Germun vessels re-
turned to Apin, while the Kntoomba re-
mained to disarin the followers of Mataufn,
The following is a copy of a letter sent by
the consuls to Matanfa, demanding his
surrender:

“We, three consnls of tredaty  powers,
liwreby give youn notice that if you and
your chiefs and wounded come on hoard
the English man-of-war within three hours
from the time that the boat which Lirings
this reaches Manonn your lives will be
spared. If yon do not come the thres
men-of-war will open fire on yon yoi
will be attkeked by the King's forees,
Your followers must bring all theivr anns
to the British man-of-war for satery, If
you do not surrrender you mny sti
your women and chiblren alongside the
British man-of-war, and they will be safe,
No boat will e allowed to leave Manonin
unless it comaes direct to the British man-
of-wiar,""

Mataafn replicd as follows:
agreed to nll you have written me, We
are pleaseid to obey with humility the
great powers. "’

The consnls issued the following Proe-
Inmation: *We, consuls of the tronty pow-
ars, hereby give notice to all Samonns that
Matanfa and his ehicfs have surrondersl,
The war is quite linished: any further djs-
turbanees will be suppressed by the men-
of-wir.  All Simonns must return at onee
to their own districrs, Any disobevance
of this notice will be summarily dealt
with."

Henlth OMoers Confident That the Dis-
oase Will Not Enter Our Ports.
NEW York, Aug. 5.—It has been settled
to the satisfaction of the health suthori-
ties that the three deaths occurring on the
steamer Karumania on its trip from Na-
ples was not Aslatic cholers,  As a special
precaution, however, the Karamani's
passengers were this morning taken to
Hoffman Island, where they were bathed
and then sent to Swinburne Island for ob-
servation, One ward will be strictly iso-
lated for patients shounld new cases de-

velop.

Dr, Cyrs Edson, health commissioner
of this city, says:

“The mere fact that the Karnmania was
detalned at quarantine should not be o
source of great alarm, for never in the his-
tory of this conntry hus its sanitary con-
dition been so good,

“Cholern has been geoerally prevalent
in the interior of Russin and in Asin ever
since Iast year, and hus been known to be
epidemic in the south of France since
Mareh of this yenr. [Its existence in Na-
ples lins recently come to life, though it
has not yet become epidemic there. 'I'he
north of Furope has been free of cholern
since April, when some eases ocenrred in
Lnurient, onie of the northern provinees of
France. 1 have said that the sanitary con-
dition of the United States in general Is
excellént, and this is more especially true
of the large cities,

“Thauks to the energetic work of the
various boards of health, there is little or
no cause to fear as to impure drinking
water,  Sojourners at summer resorts,
however, should exercise particular enu-
tion, as the water used at these semporary
plices of residence is frequently contam-
inated, not at present with cholera germs,
but with other germs of disenses which
may weaken the system so as to afford o
lodging place for cholern germs should
these be introduced later.

*“I'hat the health authorities of this city
are able to combat the disense, even should
it reach this country, a contingency which
I scarcely cluss among the pussibilities,
wag amply demonstrated in the way that
the few cases were handled which Hye-
peared here last year, and further it muy
be said that the sanitary condition of the
city is better now than it was then."

OUTLOOK ENCOURAGING
A Decided Feeling of Relief in
Monetary Circles,

MILLIONS OF GOLD COMING OVER.

Notwithstanding an Unusunsl Number of
Fallures anil Susponslons 1t In Helieved
That the Existing Dopression Wil ho
Followed by a Speedy Itecovery.

NEW Yorg, Aug. 5.—Dun'’s review of
the state of trade says: Demoralization in
speculative markets have been followed
by & more healthy tone, and heavy im-
ports of gold inspire hope that monetary
troubles may abate. The week hasx been
one of surprises. Enormous liguidation
in whenat brought the lowest price ever
known on Tuesdny. The crash of the purk
ring took 45 per cent. from the nominal
price of that product in an hour, nnd
cansed several failures for millions ench,
Extraordinary depression in stocks, n
slaughter which included some of the
best, were quickly followed by a boar
panic and sensational advances. Mean-
while in the money market there has come
asingular sense of relief, notwithstand-
fng netunl incrense in present embarrass-
ments, almost nmounting to paralysis of
exchunge between the chief commercinl
cities, nd of many indnstrinl works, he-
cillsy even 2 per cent. premium for enr-
rency fails to secure what is needed for
payment of iwawes, Hopes are neverthe-
less fixed upon the ships bringing over
11,000,000 goled across the sen, and on the
extra session of congress, which will begin
on Mowmduy.

Several of the largest and boldest opera-
tors at Chicago have bren crushed under
pork burrels, but the iustant incrense of
foreign purchases convinees the markets
that the disaster hns brought a certain
measure of relief. The mounetary strin-
geney which at last ernshed speenlations
in wheat and hog products had been
caused in part by thelr prevention of ex-
ports, amdl their absorption of enormons
eipital in carrying unprecedented stocks
of products which, if sold in time 1o
foreign consumers, wonld have brought
gold enongh to prevent much evil, With
the grent surplus of wheut brought over
from previons years, the country w~ill bo
able to meet all demands, even thongh the
crop proves sinall enongh to justify a con-
siderable advance from previous prices.
With a great crop of corn almost assured,
unusunl acenmulations of pork and hog
proinets would be safer on the ocenn than
in Chieago warehouses, and more helpful
to the country,

Stoeks an the lowest point this week
