The receivers expect to issuo a state—
ment shortly in view of the attacks
wsde on tho company by the English
press. New York Contral sold down
from 0834 to 00 regular, and from 97
tv 85, sellers 0. Missourl Pacific fell
1% to 10¥% and lacked support. The
Grangers were weakened by reports
that the forthcoming statements of the
St. Paul and Rock Isiand will show
largo losses a8 comparced with the pre-
vious year. St. Paul fell off 136; Rock
Island, 1%; Burlington and Quincy, 13,
and Northwestern 1%. Tho Erio se-
curities were umcbanged for the com-
mon and preferred and a point higher
for the seconds.

The proposed reorganization scheme
was favorably received, The report
that the Holland Trust was to go gut of
the business had but littlo effect, for iy
had been well known for eighteen
months that the concern had been
struggling in vain against its old estab-
lished competitors. The nuwmerous
changes in the management did nos
Berve Lo strongtbhen confidence in the
compuny, and it was generally agreed
that its demise was oniy s matter of &
short time.
