CLUB ROOT OF CABBAGE.

Caused by n Microscople Parnsite— Propn-
gated by Weeds—low to Fight It.

The club root of eabbngo and the sove
eral plants of the cablage fumnily is n
well known and dreaded disease among
castern farmers and gardeners, DBut
while more prevalent in the eastern por-
tion of the country it is also known in
the west and south, causing often heavy
losses,

A bulletin issued from the New Jer-
sey agriculturial experiment stution gives

in detail the resnlts of experiments and’

investigations made on the stution
grounds and elsewhere, with a view to
asgisting farmers in fighting the club

root. Mauy of the facts contained in
this bulletin are of general interest fo
the ealtivators of ealibage, turnip, kile,
et

Briefly stated, the malady is due toa
microscopie parnsite which infests the
cells of the roots, cavsing them to bhe-
come swollen and distorted.  The spores
of the fungus, npon the deeay of the part
affected, become genttered through the
goil, and from thonce the enemy enters
the host plant. The club root infests
goveral plants of the cabbage family, in-
cluding turnip, kale, radish, stock and
candytuft. Two common weeds—name-
Iy, shepherd’s pursv and hedge mustard
—are now to be added to the list of
plints infested with club root,

Preventive measures must be relied
upom, for the affceled parts of aplant
are below ground and not readily reached
by any fungicide, If the eropis diseased,
all refuse at harveat timoe of roots, steus
and leaves should Lo burned.  All seed-
lings from hotbeds, with signs of club
root, should be destroyed, and, if pos-
sible, nae only plants from beds in which
there is no disease. Cabbuge, kale, Brus-
gcls gprouts, kohlrabi, turnip or radishes
should not follow each other on the same
Iand if club root is prevalent. Lime add-
ed to the lund, 75 bushels per acre, has
proved effective, It is possible that some
comiuercial fertilizers may be found to
check the trouble, Keep the land free
from shepherd’s purse and hedge mus-
tard and other weedsof the snmme family,
as their roots become “clubbed” and
therehy propagaie the enemy,

Iegrees of Hent In Incabators.

Incubators aro usnally run at 103 de-
grees above zero, One very successful
hateher runs his at 1024 degrees, while
another almost or quite as sncoessful
runs his at 104 degrees,  Not a few fail-
ures in hatching have been due to the
iucorrect registering of the temperature
by the thermometer. If the thermometer
indicites a less degree than 1023 degrees,
1o alann need be felt—the hatching may
be delayed a little, but that is not a seri-
ous matter—hbut if the thermometer goes
nhoye 110 then ihere is good caunse for
wlarm,

There is & possibility that absoluto
uniformity of heat may be a disadvan-
tage in hatehing, and yvet few are willing
to trust to mmeh variation. The variu-
tion secured by the tuking out of theegys
for turning is considered ample for the
requirements of i successful hatch, and
the advice given by o writer in American
Agricnlturist is to secure as great n uni-
formity of tempernture as possible,

Subirrigation In Greenhouses,

Subirrigation is the lutest scheme for
greenhonse culture, It is astonishing to
a novice to seo how glass gardening is
increasing.  Around the great cities are
acres of glass, under whieh are grown
lettuce, cucumbers, rhubarb—in fact, al-
most all the outdoor vegetables., Pro-
fessor Rane, who made the experiments
at West Virginia, considers that subir-
rigation in greenhouses is a pronounced
success, He considers it & more com-

plete system of watering than the usual
eprinkling, as with it the soil does not
harden, bako or dry out. It saves time,
labor and water and causes plants to run
more evenly,

This under watering hastened the
growth of parsley and spinach and guve
better lett tomatoes and radishes,
Fungons diseases wero better held in
check—in fact, letfuce rot, one of the
worst troubles in many greenhouses, was
prevented by subirrigation. This sys-
tem of wilering greenhouses is well
worth the attention of those whotry to
deceive plants by turning winter into
Eulnmer,

At the Ohio station similar experi-
ments have heen eondueted, The devies
used for subirrigation in theso experi-
ments is a pipe with numerous holes that
run aronnd nnder the soil at the bottom
of the bed, At the topis a tunnel throngh
which the water may be poured.

Now York Htook Market.

NEW York, March 7.— American Sugar
was again the feature of the stoek mar-
ket, The price ranged from Y to
053 and closed at 9435, a net gaian for
the day of 3% per cent. Tho transac-
tions were not as heavy an on yestor-
day, but still reached quite a respect-
able total. 99,500 shares baving been
traded in. Tho bears wers not per-
mitted to have control of tho siock at

any time, although, when it toLched
JUM, they were improssed with the ides
that the bull movement was over, and
they put out fresh lines.

Toe othor industrials were in brigk
demand and moved up rapidly. Lead
advanced 3'5 10 31%, preferred, 1% to
T6}: Cotton Oil, 215 1o 203, Whiskey,
¥ o 2653: General Electric, 13 to 44
and Awerican Tobacco, 3 to T58{.
‘These stocks were influenced by Wash-
ington reports that the Senate would
grant sBome protection to Sugar, Lead
and other industries. At loast this wag
the reason ascribed in the room for the
improvement in the stocks. Covering
ot short contracts also played an im-
portans part in the ries. The general
rallway list was firm in the early trad-
ivg in sympathy with the strength of
American Sugar, but later on thore was
a reaction of 4 to 1 per cent.
